`Gorman' Hospital Election Results in 
District Dissolved Several Run-offs 

Annual Awards Banquet Is Tonight 

Eastland County Commis- 
sioners Monday were told by 
Hershall Cordell of Gorman 
that the South Eastland 
County Hospital District had 
been officially dissolved. 

• Cordell said the Hospital 
Board was making arrange-
ments to settle all claims 
against the bankrupt District. 
Arrangements will also be 
made to transfer all indigent 
Health Care cases from that 
area to the County. 

Cordell also said that. the 
Internal Revenue Service 
apparently "won't giveaclos-
ing statement" to the South 
Eastland County Hospital 
District. 

There is some confusion 
over $68,000 which the Dis-
trict has been billed for, he 
explained. The amount has 
bee paid twice, but each time 
the check was returned with 
the notation that the District 
"doesn't owe" it. 

Cordell requested that the 
Commissioners consider 
signing an agreement setting 
aside the $68,00() in an es-
crow account until the matter 
is resolved. He said if the 
money is spent the I.R.S. 
might come back later and' 
make the Board members of 
South Eastland County Hos-
pital District personally re-
sponsible for paying it. 

The Commissioners said 
they would consider the re-
quest, and check with legal 
counsel on the handling of 
the money. 

In other business, Ken 
Parker brought an Audit re-
port on county finances. His 
figures showed that the 
Cotinty was in good shape, 
with the General Revenue 
fund up from last year. Some 
revenues for the county were 
down, but tax collection was 
tip-bringing in more funds for 
operation. 

(1987-88) and Select Commit-

1084 votes and Darrell Ship-
man received 665. The win-
ner will then face Republican 
candidate Marie Rabel in the 
General Election this fall. 

In other parts of the county, 
there will be a runoff between 
Reggie Pittman (355) and 
Billy Bacon (339) for Cisco's 
Precinct 4 County Commis-
sioner. Tommy Donham re-
ceived 247 votes in that race 
also. Calvin Ainsworth beat 
incumbent Norman Christian 
for Ranger's Precinct 2 
County Commissioner. And 
in Eastland's Precinct 1, 
Jamie Honea won the J. P. 
race over Terry Simmons and 
Richard Massey without a 
runoff. 

Eastland County Demo-
crats strongly went for Jim 
Mattox over the other candi-
dates for Governor in the 
Primary. 

According to complete but 
unofficial voting returns in 
Eastland County, there will 
be a few faces in local offices. 

In Rising Star's contest for 
Precinct3JusticeofthePeace, 
Monty Jones received 361 
votes to win without a runoff. 
Incumbent Tex Evans re-
ceived 116 votes and Bill 
Gregg received 95. 

County wide, County Judge 
Scott Bailey was re-elected 
by 2904 votes to 2115 for Bill 
Sikes. But Eastland County 
elected a new District Attor-
ney with Leslie Vance's 2160 
votes being enough to avoid a 
runoff. Incumbent Emory 
Walton received 1344 votes 
and Truman Kirk 806. 

There will be a runoff for 
District Clerk between Kathy 
Trout Hallum with 1238 votes 
and Bill Miears with 1205 
votes in the Democratic Pri-
mary. June Hicks received Rick Perry, representing the 64th District in 

the Texas House of Representatives since 1984, 
will be the featured speaker at the Chamber of 
Commerce Awards Banquet tonight. 

He said that only one more 
county debt installment (for

Parker also stated that 
"almost 	 every 
department"stayed within 
their budget last year.

He reported 
that 20 prisoners were cur-
rently incacerated, with three 
on "blue" warrants, four be-
longing to the Probation 
Dept., and one scheduled for 
T.D.C. 

The official inspection of 
the jail by the Texas Jail Stan-
dards Commission is now 
scheduled for April, Bacon 
said. He reported that"every-
thing was in great shape", and 
the Sheriff had invited the 
Commission to comeany time 
they wished. 

On other law enforcement 
matters, the Commissioner's 
opened bids on a Lease Car 
for the Sheriff. They approved 
a bid from Hood-King Motor 
Co. on a 1990 Ford Crown 
Victoria Sedan at $405.65 per 
month. There will be $800. 
trade-in allowance on an old 
car. 

Another agenda item dealt 
with the installation of a new 
elevator in the Courthouse. 
Representatives of the Esco 
Elevator Co. Discussed de-
tails of the installation, then 
decided to call in sub-con-
tractor Sam Justice for more 
information. 
• One of the final items dealt 
with policies concerning track 
or lug-type equipment on 
county roads - and the collec-
tion of damages. Bacon said 
this type of equipment had 
recently used a county road in 
Pct.4, and he intended to send 
the Company a bill for dam-
ages.

The 1990 newly appointed 
Eastland County 4-H Rec 
Team will be attending a state-
wide training for County 
Recreation Teams on March 
16 & 17, at the 4-H Center.

Equity Plus!, which began 
in early January with a 
press conference in Austin, 
is designed to offer direct 
support to state legislators in 
their efforts to come up with 
"predictable and depen-
dable revenue sources to 
meet the needs of Texas 
schoolchildren" and to meet 
the mandate of the Texas 
Supreme Court's Edgewood 
vs. Kirby decision. 

In that decision, the Court 
unanimously ruled that the 
state's school finance 
system is unconstitutional 
and ordered the Legislature 
to develop a new system by 
May of this year. The 
Legislature convened Feb. 
27 in a special session to 
develop the new finance 
system. 

Blevins said a series of 
problems has led to the cur- 
rent school finance crisis. He 
pointed out that in 1982 the 
State's share of financing 
public education was 52 per- 
cent. By 1988-89 that share 
had dropped drastically to 44 
percent and it is estimated 
that the State's share for the 
current school year will ap-
proximate 43 percent. TASA 
believes that this downward 
spiral of State funding must 
be reversed and that public 
education must once again 
become Texas' highest 
priority. 

"Today, Texas ranks 14th 
in total local taxes per capita 
and 48th in state taxes per 
capita among the 50 states," 
Blevins told TASA members. 
"The system of public school 
finance is in need of major 
revision, and the public 
schools of Texas can no 
longer be properly funded by 
the State through a system of 
distribution that relies so 
heavily on local property 
taxes." 

"The 	fundamental 
message of Equity Plus! is 
that TASA supports any 
legitimate, dependable 
revenue increase-including 
an income tax, if 
neccessary--which will 
finance an adequate and 
equitable public school 
system," said Blevins. "We 
want legislators to feel 
politically safe in voting for 
the necessary revenue in-
creases. 

The association is opposed 
to a lottery earmarked for 
education funding as a 
remedy, however. "The lot-
tery is neither dependable 
nor predictable," Blevins 
said. "Do we want to tie the 
funding for our children's 
education to a roll of the 
dice? I think not." 

According to figures com-
piled by Texas Comptroller 
Bob Bullock, the lottery 
would provide anywhere 
from $600 million annually. 
Futhermore, it would take 
three to five years for a lot-
tery to become operational. 
"That's too little money and 
too much time," Blevins 
said. "We need at least $1 
billion a year to fix the pro-
blem, and we need that 
money now."

that the finest and most 
qualified help available can 
be hired for the Gorman 
facility, he added. 

Salyer said once the 
hospital is in full operation it 
will possibly employ as 
many as 100 people. He add-
ed that locals will be given 
prime consideration for 
employment and training 
programs. 

The former Blackwell 
Hospital, established in 1919 
by Drs. George and Ed 
Blackwel, gained wide 
notice in the late 30's for its 
excellent treatment and care 
of patients. In 1939, it was 
still the largest hospital 
within the area bound by 
Wichita Falls, Fort Worth, 
Waco and Abilene. 

Dr. David Verle Rodgers, 
the son-in-law of George 
Blackwell, joined the 
hospital staff and assumed 
the leadership role shortly 
after the deaths of the 
Blackwell brothers in the 
50s. 

According to many of the 
area residents, Rodgers suc-
ceeded in winning the hearts 
of the community and gained 
an excellent reputation for 
himself and the hospital. 
Although the state condemn-
ed the famous four-story 
building in the late 60s, 
townsfolk were excited at 
the prospect of opening a 
new facility under the direc-
tion of Rtdgers and his ex-
cellent staff.. 

Unforunately, his outstan-
ding career ended abruptly 
in 1971 when he was killed in 
an automobile accident. His 
death is said to have been the 
beginning of the end for the 
Blackwell Institution. 

The new Blackwell 
hospital opened in March, 
1971, only a few months after 
Rodgers' death. Shortly 
thereafter, the hospital was 
purchased by a management 
firm whose basic philosophy 
did not agree with several of 
the Blackwell staff physi-
cians. Many of them became 
discouraged with what was 
later termed as "poor 
management" and moved to 
other areas. The hospital 
began to suffer severe finan-
cial problems which led to 
bankruptcy and its eventual 
closing in the 80s. 

With the closing of the 
hospital, the city of Gorman 
suffered not only a personal 
tradgedy but an economic 
crisis from the number of 
jobs that were lost. Several 
hospital employees were 
forced to go to other areas to 
find work. 

With the resurgence of the 
Gorman hospital, Dublin 
Recovery Centers, Inc., hope 
to not only create new 
economic growth for area 
residents, but to re-establish 
a certain pride in Gorman 
folks for having "the best" in 
health care once again.

The former Blackwell 
Hospital at Gorman whose 
doors closed more than three 
years ago is currently 
undergoing extensive 
renovation under the direc-
tion of its new owners Dublin 
Recovery Centers, Inc. 

The 20,000 square foot Gor-
man health care facility will 
house approximately 80 pa-
tient beds for acute care and 
chemical dependency pa-
tients. 

Prior to the purchase of 
the Blackwell Hospital, 
Dublin Recovery Centers, 
Inc., has successfully 
established two other treat-
ment centers since January 
of last year. Their most re-
cent establishment is located 
at Hico Hospital where both 
acute care and chemical 
dependency patients are cur-
rently being treated. 

Dublin Recovery Centers, 
Inc., has a five member 
board of directors which in-
cludes Dr. Clay Salyer, 
Rhonda Salyer, Andrew 
Kinser, Max Tipton, and 
Mike Williams. 

Board members said the 
Gorman facility will be an 
expansion of the services of-
fered at Hico which includes 
a 24-hour emergency room, 
ambulance service, acute 
care treatment and referral 
services, treatment of 
chemical dependency pa-
tients, and a full time 
medical staff of physicians 
and nurses to provide the 
best care possible for area 
patients. 

Board members hope to 
serve area residents in much 
the same professional 
capacity as was once provid-
ed by the highly acclaimed 
Blackwell Hospital before its 
demise in 1986. 

Salyer, a chiropractor for 
many years in Dublin, said 
the gorman facility will in-
itiate a multi-disciplinary 
approach to treatment of pa-
tients with various illnesses 
and pain. 

The mull-disciplinary 
approach---already being 
practiced at Hico Hospital-
is a team effort by both 
chiropractors and physi-
cians who combine their 
knowledge, diagnosis, and 
treatment for the overall 
benefit of helping the pa-
tient. 

Salyer said the multi-

Recognizing the problem 
of millions who were missing 
out on agency-administered 
programs, Social Security 
Commissioner Gwendolyn S. 
King, said in a recent inter-
view, "I believe very strong-
ly that we need to do more by 
way of outreach." 

Commissioner King's 
statement was applauded by 
Ron Pollack, executive 
director of the Families USA 
Foundation because, he 
says, "a good number of peo-
ple do not know about the 
program. "Many people, he 
found, "try to make in-
quiries, but do not get 
through or receive erroneous 
information. And there are 
many who go to an office to 
apply but don't get the 
assistance necessary to fill 
out their applications." 

Mr. Berko tells us that, 
"Even if you are eligible, 
you will not receive checks 
unless you apply. "For that 
reason Consumers Guide to 
Social Security Benefits tells 
you how to apply and what to 
say. 

Strangely, the agency does 
not publish a comprehensive 
book for consumers that 
would inform them of all 
benefits due under Social 
Security and who is eligible.

Brush Is Major.  
Problem On 
Rangeland 

Many of us have probably 
heard stories about a time 
when there was very little 
brush in this area. But today 
one of the major problems on 
rangeland is brush. 

Brush does several things 
which make it a pest to forage 

producers. Brush develops a 
canopy which keeps sunlight 
from reaching the desirable 
plants thus reducing their 
growth and palatability. 
Brush also competes with 
grass for the precious water. 
There are stories of streams 
which flowed for years which 
stopped flowing after the 
brush invaded the banks of 
the stream. When the brush 
was removed the stream 
almost immediately began to 
flow again. With the brush 
kept down the stream has 
continued to flow year round. 

There are three major meth-
ods of brush management: 
Chemical, mechanical and 
biological. The method to be 
used is a personal preference 
of the land user. 

There arc many chemicals 
on the market today. There is 
a chemical to kill almost any 
species of brush. In picking a 
chemical you must consider 
the species of brush to be 
killed, how the chemical is to 
be applied, and the time of 
year the chemical is to be 
applied or the stage of growth 
the brush should be in. When 
using a chemical always read 
and follow the label direc-
tions for your Safety as well 
as the safety of others. 

Mechanical brush control 
can be as simple as shredding 
or chopping or as advanced 
as rootplowing. Mechanical 
methods can be a very effec-
tive control for most brush 
species in our area. . 

A prescribed burn is some-
where between a mechanical 
and biological control for 
brush. When small brush is 
presenta prescribed burn done 
under proper conditions can 
give very good brush control. 

In the age of machines and 
chemicals biological controls 
have not been used much. 
Sheep and goats can be a good 
brush control if coyotes arc

Start the first spray when 
75% of the petals have fallen 
and repeat at 10 to 14 day 
intervals.

Soil temperature is the best 
guide as to the time to plant 
various vegetables.

The realistic or best soil 
temperature at which•carrots, OP 
pars ley," ettuce, radishes, and 
spinach should be planted is 
45 degrees F. Other vege-
tables and their realistic soil 
temperatures arc: beets (45), 
turnips (50), cabbage and 
chard (54), tomatoes (55), 
pepper (64), corn (70), beans 
and watermelons (72) and 
eggplant (75).

Answer:  Experts recom-
mend that baby food meats 
NOT be heated in microwave 
ovens. Meat products usually 
require shorter heating times 
than other baby foods and can 
easily overheat in a micro-
wave oven. The meat can get 
too hot and splatter from the 
container. It is best to heat 
baby food meats in an electric 
feeding dish or in a simmer-
ing pan of water inside a heat-
resistant glass dish. The key 
to safely heating other baby 
foods in microwave ovens, is 
to remove contents from the 
jar and place in a microwave-
safe bowl. Then, heat the food 
for only several seconds on 
medium (50%) power. Be 
sure to stir the food and test 
the temperature by tasting 
before feeding baby. 

Remember, all baby foods 
can be served at room tem-
perature.

HIGHER EDUCATION:
