Doris 
Griffin was elected 
mayor of Rising Star, 
the first time a woman 
has been chosen to 
serve the town in that 
capacity. She won the 
election with 250 votes, 
incumbent H.L. Killion 
received 88 and W.G. 
Reed had 59. 

The three winning 
candidates of a field of 
nine seeking two year 
terms on the city coun-
cil were John G. Lee 
with 265 votes, Bernie 
Barnes with 170, and 
Bill Carpenter Jr. with 
152. Collette Wells 
received 112 votes, 
Rudy Sayas 97, N.D. 
Chancellor 17, Jake 
Landess 134, Charlie 
Benson 66 and Steve 
Bibb 129. 

Five candidates 
sought to fill two 
places of oneyear 
unexpired terms on the 
city council. Winning 
those places were 
James New with 202 
votes and Pete Starks 
with 183. Don Horton 
received 90 votes, 
Johnny R. Lee 164 and

CISCO--A pre-trial

Lundstrom's at-
torney, Bill B. Hart of 
Eastland, reported last 
week that he would 
enter a "not guilty" 
plea for his client and 
request a change of 
venue at the pre-trial 
hearing. 

Lundstrom is free 
under a $100,000 bond. 

After the pre-trial 
hearing, a change of 
venue will be granted 
or a trial date will be 
set in the 91st Court, 
observers said.

In an effort to create more jobs to Eastland

Volunteers from every town in the county are 
working togethe, gathering information to be in-
cluded, and mapping plans for broad distribution 
of the finished product.

The thrust is to project the county's good 
points TODAY! 

Work is already underway which is being pro-
duced by Eastland County Newspapers for 
distribution through its newspapers, as well as 
its extensive special direct mail program, and 
additional avenues of broad distribution are also 
being planned. 

Representatives from the chambers of com-
merce in Cisco, Gorman, Eastland, Ranger, Ris-
ing Star as well as individuals from Carbon 
(which doesn't have a chamber as such) are par-
ticipating in the effort. These volunteers are 
assisting with the planning, production of the 
publication and will be vitally involved int he 
final distribution.

At the request of the 
couple, no anniversary 
celebration is planned;

Texas farmers have 
signed up en masse for 
the 	 PIK 
(payment-in-kind) pro-
gram and plan to take 
some 9.3 million acres 
out of crop production 
for the 1983 season. 

The 9.3-million-acre 
reduction is out of base 
of almost 24 million 
acres of wheat, cotton, 
grain sorghum, corn, 
rice, barley and oats. 

Farmers will idle 3.5 
million acres of cotton 
out of a base of 8.1 
million; 3.1 million 
acres of wheat out of 
7.4 million; 2.4 million 
acres of corn and grain 
sorghum out of 6.9 
million; 300,000 acres 
of rice out of 600,000; 
and 35,000 acres of oats 
and barley out of 
628,000. 

The land being idled 
in Texas is part of 
some 82 million acres 
or about a third of the 
U.S. cropland being 
taken out of production 
this year. 

"Farmers in Texas 
as well as the other 
states went for the P1K 
program in a big 
way," says Dr. Carl 
Anderson, economist 
with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M 
University System. 
"After three years of 
building supplies and 
experiencing low 
prices and incomes, 
farmers were ready to 
participate in PIK, a 
program devised to 
pay farmers with 
surplus farm com-
modities for taking 
their land out of pro-
duction." 

Despite the drop in 
cotton acreage, Texas 
farmers could still pro-
duce a crop equal to or 
better than last year's 
which was sharply 
reduced when hail 
destroyed some 2 
million acres in the 
South Plains, notes 
Anderson. Of course, 
weather again will be a 
big factor this year. 
And yields likely will 
be up because farmers 
will be using their best 
acres, having idled 
their least productive 
land. 

Wheat, corn, grain 
sorghun and rice 
should be down sharp- 
ly in Texas due to sign-
up in PIK, but again 
weather conditions and 
farming of the most 
productive land will be 
key factors, says the 
economist. 

"With the reduced 
production this year

and an improving 
economy in the U.S. 
and abroad, farmers 
should see some 
strengthening in crop 
prices," believes 
Anderson. "Some 
price improvements 
have already started in 
some commodities in 
anticipation of this 
year's reduced produc-
tion. Also, export ac-
tivities may pick up 
soon if other countries 
see the current market 
situation as most 
favorable instead of 
risking higher prices 
later in the year." 

Stronger market 
prices along with lower 
interest rates and 
lower produciton costs 
should get farmers 
back on the road to 
economic recovery in 
the year ahead, says 
the economist.
