It's poll tax paying time a-
round at the Jenkins Insurance 
Agency. If you were 60 years 
of age at any time in 1962, or 
if you are still under 60 years 
of age, you must pay a poll 
tax in order to qualify as a foter 
in Texas. Moreover, the tax 
must be paid before February 
1. 

Now it is true that the year 
1963 offers very little in the 
way of political issues to be 
voted upon, but you can never 
tell when an election will be 

p called — they've had quite a 
few at Ranger, Baird and other 
communities recently — and to 
be on the safe side you should, 
under the circumstances men-
tioned above,- pay your tax and 
qualify yourself to cast a ballot.  

It is quite true that if you be-
come 61 years of age during 
1962 you will be eligible to vote 
regardless of wether or not you 
paid your tax. In addition to 
its influence upon the status of 
the individual voter, a poll tax 
paid will also help the schools, 
since the money collected from 
this source is credited to the 
school fund and helps pay teach-
ers and other expenses of pro-
viding an education for your fu-
ture citizens. 

The poll tax is under attack 
.from political sources more con-
cerned, I am afraid, with votes 
than the public will, and in time 
it will go. As a matter of fact 
it is on its last political legs at 
the moment certain to lose its 
influence upon the franchise in 
both state and federal elections, 
and thereby all incentive for be-
invpaid. What will replace the 
large sum it furnishes for the 
support of the schools, is diffi-
cult to say, but it will probably 
be an increase in the same 
tax, or some selective tax which 
can be enforced. 

Whatever the reason for dis-
carding this time-honored insti-
tution, I maintain that a citizen 
who can't afford $1.75 a year 
to qualify as a voter doesn't 
need to be worrying about his 
voter status. He's got other 
troubles.

Use only non-flamable clean-
ing agents, keeping in mind 
that "non-explosive" does not 
necessarily mean "non-flamma-
ble." Never, under any circum-
stances, use naptha - or gasoline. 

Do your cleaning o u t s i d e, 
where toxic vapors will be quick-
ly and safely dissipated. And 
use a dip stick in the liquid-
rather than your hands. (A 
weekly feature from the Health.

But it is a fact, revealed in 
State Health Department death 
records, that 369 Texans were 
killed last year in home acci-
dents involving combustible ma- 
terials, and 34 were fatally poi-
soned at home by gases and 
vapors. It is fair to surmise 
that a number of these incidents 
could be traced to dry-cleaning 
activities. 	•

ually used namable liquids to 
clean curtains or clothes. Per-
...saps others were first-time, mo-
tivated by economy or conven-
ience. All were probably ordi-
...tarily sensible, fully aware of 
the peril of gasoline or naptha 
Dr similar materials so of ten 
ised for dry dealing.

'16  Many expert cooks are con-' 
vinced the only easy way to 
make flaky, tender pastry is to 
use a lot of fat. 

But the U. S. Department of 
—Agriculture scientist f, seeking 

ways to reduce fat in baked pro-
ducts, announced two methods 
of mixing pastry dough that 
make high-quality pastry with 
less than the usual amount of 
fat. And the methods are not 
difficult. 

One of the mixing methods 
uses liquid cooking oil; the other, 
solid fat. 

With Liquid Oils 
Ingredients for a two-crust pie 

pastry using liquid oils are 1/2  
cup minus I tablespoon cooking 
oil, 1/4  cup water, 2 cups all-
purpose flour, and teaspoon 
salt. 

Shake together water and oil 
(both at room temperature). 
Sprinkle this into the dry ingre-
dients while blending with an 
electric mixer at lowest speed 
for 3 minutes. Or, you can stir 
it in with a fork. The dough 
will appear dry but it can be 
easily molded by hand. . Shape 
the dough into a ball, roll out 
between waxed paper.. Place 
the pastry in the pie pan anti 

bake. 
Researchers explain that 

sprinkling the oil and water into 
the dry ingredients evenly dis-
tributes them throughout the 
mixture — and it's this even 
distribution hat makes melt-in-
the-mouth pastry. 

Corn, cottonseed, soybean, and 
safflower oil work equally well. 

With Solid Fat 
Even distribution of fat and 

water is also responsible for the 
success of the solid - fat method 
which allows you to use less 
fat than usual. With this meth-
od, the water is not added un-
til after the fat has been blend-
ed with the dry ingredients. In-
gredients for a two-crust pie 
pastry are 1/2  cup solid fat, 3 
tablespoons water, 2 cups all-
purpose flour, and % teaspoon 
salt. 

Using an electric mixer, on the 
lowest speed, blend room-tem-
perature fat into dry ingred-
ients for 2 minutes, then sprin-
kle in the water and blend 1 min-
ute. By breaking the solid fat 
finely and adding the water by 
sprinkling, _ you should get an 
even distribution of water and -
fat in 'the pastry. The dough 
will look dry 'and crumbly, but 

it will hold together in a ball. 
-Rolling between sheets of wax-

I
ed paper is also suggested for 
-solid-fat pastry. The result will 
be a flaky, tender pie crust.

Austin, Jan. — The Southwest 
Screwworm Eradication P r o -
gram will be stopped on March 
31 unless by that time livestock 
producers and sportsmen ha --e 
raised the remaining one mill-
ion dollars of their throe mill'  
ion dollar goal, the board of 
trustees of the Southwest Ani-
mal Health Research Founda-
tion announced at its meeting 
here on January 3. 

Foundation President - Charlie 
Scruggs said the move could be-
come necessary be ca ti s e the 
Federal Appropriation Bill speci-
fies that federal funds cannot 
continue whenever non-federal 
funds are no longer available.  
on at ' least a fifty-fifty basis. 
All of the non-federal funds will 
have been expended by March 
31, and state funds, if appro-
priated, will not be available 
until after that date. 

The' trustees immediately is-
sued an emergency appeal to 
liyestock producers and sports-
men from all five Southwestern 
States to raise the required one 
million dollars. They voided • 
their original policy of not ask-
ing producers to contribute more 
than once in an attempt to save 
the program. 

In making the announcement, 
Scruggs remarked it would be 
a shame to have to terminate 
the program at just the crucial 
time when the screwworm men-
ace is being brought under con-
trol. Texas, Oklahoma and New 
Mexico experienced only a frac-
tion of the normally-expected 
number of screwworm infesta-
tions in 1962, while Arkansas had 
none and Louisiana reported only 
two cases all year (both of them 
shipped in from infested states).

"We invested a great deal of 
study and thought in this 
project before we began in 
1960 with the three pilot units 
patterned after our polio re-
spiratory centers," he added. 
"But even with all this plan-
ning and preparation—which 
included medical conferences 
across the country—we did 
not foresee the full magnitude 
nor the urgency of the needs 
that these special treatment 
centers very soon brought to 
light.

The total figure of proposed 
spending come to $98.8 billion.

Other expenditures, such as 
housing, community deve-
lopment and all other Depart-
ments of Government make up 
the remaining sums. 

Incidentally, there might be 
same encouragement in the es-
tirhate on the deficit of the Post 
Office Department. In the fiscal 
year 1963, the deficit amounted 
to 802 million, while the 

gf iscal year is supposed to 
be . 554 million, which latter 
ed during the last Session of 
Congress. 

Members of congress like to 
talk about reducing expendi-
tures. The fact is the area Of 
really cutting down is limited 
since many of these programs 
are already in effect. It is plea-
sant to talk of tax cuts, tax re-
forms and less spending. It is 
another thing to have deficit fi-
nancing, reforms for the other 
fellow only, and less spending 
for those things which we do 
not favor. Non-essential spend-
ing to some is the cost of vitally 
necessary programs to others; 
tax reform and the closing of 
tax loopholes to one group is 
wholly unsatisfactory to another.
