Final Tax
Payment Due

For Some

Many people who do not have
enough taxes withheld are
required to pay their [inal in-
stallment of 1976 eslimaled
Federal income tax no later
than Monday, January 17. Also
due the same day are amended
estimales from those whose
1976 income changed sub-
stantially during the lasl
guarter.

Many taxpayers first mel (he
requirements for filing a tlax
declaration during the last
three months of 1976, according
to the Internal Revenuc Ser-
vice. Taxpayers are generally
required to file an estimate if
they owe the IRS more than
$100  nol covered by
withholding. The estimales in
this case are due January 17

There is one exception lo this
rule, the IRS said, and that's
when taxpayers file their
returns and pay all taxes due
by January 31. In thal case the
final 1976 installment is nol
required, the amended
delclatation is not required nor
is an original January 17
declaration required.

IRS Publication 505 ‘‘Tax
Whitholding and Declaration of
Estimated Tax,”' provides
additional information and
may be obtained free from
local IRS offices.

Tax Form Due
From Farmers

Farmers who have not filed
their 1976 declaration of
estimated Federal income lax
must file and pay that tax by
Monday, January 17. The sole
exception to this rule is if they
file their income tax return and
pay the total tax due by March
1. the Internal Revenue Service
said today.

Farmers are defined as those
persons who earned at least
two- thirds of their 1976 gross
income from farming.

When it comes to religion,
many people complain today: |
don’t get anything out of it.
They go. more or less fequently,

to church; they are at least
nominally a part of some
religious persuasion; they

participate in gestures that are
traditionally considered to be
religious in nature. And yet,
these same individuals come
way with a feeling of emptiness
and frustration. What is the
matter?

Perhaps the basic difficulty
with many is that they have
accepted the gilding and have
ignored the Gospel. Like those
of Jesus day. we often mistake
tradition for truth. The maudier
and more sensational it is, the
more appealing initially, but
when the tinsel is stripped
away, there is no real substance
or depth to satisfy. The real
Christian faith, as reflected on
the pages of the New
Testament, is both personal and
eminently fulfilling. To grasp
this. two excellent places to
begin would be the Gospcl
according to John and Romans
chapter 8.

A second factor which mlght
account for the lack of vitality in
the religious life of many is the
absence of involvement.
Traditional religion all too often
turns the average individual
into a spectator. It i1s the
expert, the professional who
does everything, while the man
in the pew is supposed to be
inspired and thrilled by the
display. but the privilege of
being a disciple of Jesus of
worshipping and serving God.
of sharing the Christian faith
with others all this is the right of
each one (Matthew 11:28-30;
Revelation 22:17; etc.) But only
by being actively engaged in
this can we feel that we are a
part of it.

A third element is perhaps
the lack of investment in
religious affairs. All to often.
little time. energy and
resources accompany our
religious expressions. God gets
the crumbs and we are satisfied
to offer Him that which costs us
the least (2 Smauel 24:24). We
will never get anything out of
our faith until we are ready to
put a great deal into it.
including even our live. if
necessary (Luke 9:23-26.)

“*There is nothing new except
what is forgotten.”” (my quote
for last week) may seem like a
parodox until we are reminded
of ancient scientific discoveries
that have been recently,
re-discovered. including a
Mayan claendar more accurate
than ours. Roman taxis with
meters, the Greek atomic
theory.and Stone-henge in
Whitshire. England.

True. the hugh pile of
rough-cut stones of
Stonehenges. have been there.
to see. all these years; no one
knowing exactly who placed
them there or when. As a result
it has been called the *'Riddle of

Salisburg Plain.”’ Some
scholars believe
sun-worshippers built

Stonehenge as early as 1800
B.C. It may have been a Druid
Temple. It may have served
early astronomers in studying
the stars. Many of the stones
have been carried away, but
from the positions of many still
standing. scholars have been
able to determine what the
monument, probably looked like
originally; two circles, one, ane
hundred-five feet around with
another in side of it. Inside the
smaller circle were two other
sets of stones. Near the center,
was a flat block of blue marble,
fifiecen feet long. This may have
been an altar. The entire
monument was surrounded by
an earth wall three hundred feet
around. The  British
government began restoring the
monuments in 1922. It has
stood as a remarkable relic of
some early civilization.

National Survey Shows Public Wants-'
Stronger Defense, Favors B-1 Bomber -

PRINCETON, N.J. — The
American public wants a
stronger national defense and
supports the recent decision to
produce the B-1 bomber, ac-
cording to results of a national
survey released today by Opin-
ion Research Corp.

The survey indicates that 65
per cent of the public believes
that the U.S. should be mili-
tarily stronger than Russia,
but only 29 per cent feel that
we are. Twenty-six per cent of
those polled think we should
be equally strong and 30 per
cent believe we actually are.

One per cent of the Opinion
Research Corp. poll says the
U.S. should be weaker than
Russia, but 27 per cent says we
are.

Questioned on the Dec. 2
Department of Defense deci-
sion approving initial produc-
tion of the B-1 strategic
bomber, 64 per cent said they
agreed with the decision. Eigh-
teen per cent disagreed and
18 per cent were undecided.

Forty-two percent of those
polled said the present U.S. de-
fense budget should be in-
creased, 20 per cent favored
leaving it where it is now, 16
per cent favored decreasing
the budget and 13 per cent had
no opinion. (In effect, 71 per
cent said that they did not
want our defense budget re-
duced.)

On the subject of the effect -

of inflation on defense pro-
jects, those polled were asked
how much of the total B-1
program cost through the
1980's would be due to infla-
tion., Thirty-four per cent re-
sponded “a great deal”, 31 per

Dear Miss Bowman: I will
be making a job-related move
soon. Did the recent “tax re-
form" legislation change the
deductions allowed for such
moves? If so, what changes
were made? Ms. J. L., Phoe-
nix, Arizona.

Answer: No change was
made in the unlimited de-
duction for “direct” moving
expenses: the cost of mov-
ing all of your belongings, in-
cluding crating, packing, in-
transit storage and insurance;
and travel expenses for your-
self and your family from the
old to the new residente, in-
cluding meals and lodging en-
route. But there has been an
increase from $2,500 to $3,000
for certain outlays for “indi-
rect” moving expenses. These
expenses include (a) premove
house hunting trips, (b) tem-
porary living expenses for you
and your family at the new
job location, and (c¢) costs of
selling the old residence or
buying the new one or break-
ing or acquiring a lease, How-
ever, in no case can (a) or
(b) be more than S$1,500 of
the total $3,000.

Dear Miss Bowman: My
wife and I are planning to
retire and move to a warmer
climate. We would like to buy
a home, but with rising hous-
ing costs it seems unlikely
that we can afford to. Do
you have any suggestions for
economical single family
housing? Mr. J. W, Kansas
City, Missouri.

Answer: You may want to
consider purchasing or rent-
ing a mobile home. As the
average price of a single-
family dwelling continues to
rise—now up to $43,600—mo-
bile homes have become in-
creasingly popular. This year,
95 percent of the homes sold
for under $25,000 will be mo-
bile homes, Other factors be-
sides price are responsible for
growing sales. Today's mobile
homes, especially the “double-
wide” units made of two trail-
ers, strongly resemble conven-
tional houses. Improved
construction, required by new
federal standards, has also
affected sales positively.

A. More than likely you received
a set of materials called Your
Business Tax Kit, Publication 454,
that is compiled for each new
businessperson who applies for
an employer identification num-
ber. It is a routine but important
procedure for the IRS to provide
individual tax information to peo-
ple starting a new business be-
cause each individual may require
different tax information.

Usually, the package is pre-
sented by an IRS representative
with a complete explanation either
at an IRS office, at the taxpayer's
place of business, or at the tax-
payer's home.

A. A loss you endure due to
theft of property held for personal
use may be claimed as an itemized
deduction on your Federal income
tax return. However, such a loss is
deductible only to the extent that
it exceeds $100. This $100 limita-
tion applies to each instance of
theft.

In addition, if requested by the
IRS, you must be able to prove
that you sustained a loss.

Recollections
Of Everette Harris

I was born just after the
Galveston flood, in Iredell
County, near Eufola,
Carolina September 18, 1898 to
the late J.T. and Laura J.
(Shook) Harris.

We came to Texas Christ-
mas, 1901 kand landed on the
Elias Plott place, two miles
west of Rising Star where now
reside the George Steels. We

stayed there until the first crop

was harvested, 1902 and that
Christmas we moved to the old
Putman place, 212 miles east of
Rising Star. The first thing I
remember was when we were
ready to move that Christmas,
1902, Uncle Jeff Montgomery a
neighbor, put me on his knee

Dad and Uncle E.R. Shook,
Moms brother, drove to a
neighbor, probably Uncle Tom
Nunmally, and bought a hog.

on the side of the wagon and
saw it with its mouth open.
Uncle E.R. patted his legs and
said that thing will get you- - 1
ran to Mama as fast as I could.
I wouldn’t eat any of that hog,
at least as long as I knew it.
That Christmas Santa Claus
brought me a little train. I lost
itin th wood pile. The next thing
I remember was that it frosted
the first week of May, 1903 and

killed the cotton that was up. It

bit the corn back to the ground
but later came out. The cotton
had to be replanted. When the
cotton was ready to be picked, I
greased the wagon for Dad. 1
got the red top axle grease box
and a stick and put it all over
the nuts that held the wheels on,
then I told Papa I had greased
the wagon. Later I fell in a bull

nettle bush, Mama took me to |}
the house and rubbed corn meal
on the stinging- - - how good it

felt.

That Christmas, 1904 we
moved ', mile east, to the G.W.
Brooks place. Mr. Brooks killed
apolecatandI held it up by the
tail and showed it to my sister,
Marie, just my senior- - Mrs.
Elbert (Jinks) Duggan. That
fall we slept in the cotton
wagons for beds. In November,
Dr. Sparks brought me a little
in a
buggy.

We stayed two years on the
Brooks place. Uncle Elias Plott
died while we lived there. The
funeral procession passed by
going to Sipe Springs for burial.
I remember so many buggies
and wagons- - pthey had the
casket in the front wagon with a
wagon sheet spread over it.

We went to visit the Taylor
Leonard Dads cousin, at Sipe
Springs. One of our horses cut
his leg on barbed wire and we
had to borrow a mare to get
home. Uncle Taylor said just
turn it loose on the road and it
will go home by itself, and it
did.

Shooks Mom's parents and
family, came from North

Carolina: to Texas. While: they o

were getting settled, they
stayed at our house. Whilé they
were there, Marie, Jay and
Suma (Uncle and Aunts) had a
chiken funeral. Mom had a
fryer that had a cancer on its
posterior and she had us kill
and bury it. We dug a grave
below the tank and ang and
prayed. Uncle Jay, five years
my senior, preached the
funeral. We even picked wild
flowers and put them on the
grave.

That fall, Dad made a good
crop of cotton- - 1 bale to the
acre. He later bought 80 acres
of land from Uncle Joe
Noonkester. Most of it was in

timber and he and Mr.
Noonkester bought a stump
puller. This machine made it
possible for two horses to wind
up a cable and pull up large
trees to clear the land.

We llater moved to the Ben .

Landreth place, on the other
side of the road three miles east

had the crop layed by, he
hauled lumber from Carbopb,

twon. We stayed there for '
one year. That year after Dad-

the nearest railroad town, and ,

built the old homestead. It is
still standing four miles east of
Rising Star- - Mom lived there
kuntil November 11, 1973. We
moved in it Christmas 1906. We
children grew up and marned
there.

I (Everett) and Allce West
were married December 10,
1922. We bought 80 acres of land
from J.C. Lyon in November
1924. We built our house in 1925
and did it all by ourselves- -
except for $25.00 worth of labor.
Times were hard through this
depression- - cotton sold for 4c
a lb. and eggs were $1.45 a case
(30 doz.) The total cost [ the
house was $1100.00, not much
now a days but a fortune back
then. The house still stands
today- - 51 years later.

Beneficiaries Can Earn

More In 1977

People under 72 can work
and earn more and still get their
social security benefits starting
this year, according to M. Glyn
Hammons, social security
district manager in Abilene.

“In 1977 people can earn as
much as $3,000 and get their
full social security retirement or
survivors benefits,”” Hammons
said. The yearly earnings limit
for 1976 was $2,760. The
increase keeps the amount in
line with increase in general
average wages.''

For earnings over $3,000 in
1977, social security benefits
will be reduced by $1 for every
$2 earned. '‘But no matter how
much people earn for the year,"’
Hammons said, ‘‘they can get
their full social security benefit
for any month in which they
neither earn over $250 nor do
substantial work in their own
business.”” The 1976 monthy
earnings limit was $230.

Different rules apply to
disabled people who are getting
social Security disability
benefits. ‘‘And people 72 and
over will continue to get their
full social security benefits
regardless of earnings,"

Hammons noted.
People who earn over $2,7

and get benefits in 1976 musé™

send a report on 1976 earnings
to social security by April 15,
1977.

The social security tax rate
remains the same in 1977-5.85
percent of covered wages paid
by employees and employers;
7.9 percent of covered
self-employed income.

The earnings and
contributions base--the amount
on which social security
contributions are made-will be
the first $16,500 of covered
earnings for the year, starting
in January. The 1976 base was
$15,300.

Since benefit amounts are
based on average earnings
covered by social security, the
increase in the wage base
means that while some people
may pay more in social security
taxes, they will be entitled to
higher payments later.

Social security pays over
$6.2 billion a month in
retirement, disability, and
survivors benefits to over 32
million people.

2 Tbsp. chopped fresh parsley

1/3 cup chopped pecans

Ferns—Timeless Elegance

Ferns rank high among the
world's perfect houseplants.
Thelr graceful beauty comple-
ments any decor—traditional
or contemporary. Possibly be-
cause they can survive shade
and tend to be insect- and dis-
ease-free, they frequently out-
live other plants.

The Boston fern and its re-
lative Fluffy Ruffles can be
hung at a window instead of
drapes, while upright ferns like
the maidenhair make good
table accents

Position ferns so their sym-
metry. which Is part of their
beauty, can be admired from
all sides. Fern fronds are deli-
cate and may bruise if they
touch another object, even
other plants, so give them
plenty of room. A quarter turn
every month or so will encour-
age even growth

The right size pot is essen-
tial for a full, healthy-looking
fern. Look at the root growth,
not fronds, when choosing the
proper size. A newly-potted
fern should have an inch or
less extra space all around the
roots. Repot a fern when the
soll becomes a “root ball” well
filled with roots. At this point,
g0 to a slightly larger pot

Plastic planters, like those
from Rubbermaid, help retain
soil moisture so important to
ferns. The carved clay design
comes in a variety of attrac-
tive colors that can be used
free standing or as a hanging
planter. The drainage holes in
the bottom and matching re-
movable saucer allow essential
drainage and prevent overwa-
tering

Ideally, ferns' soil should be
moist, but not soaking wet

Never allow it to go completely
dry. Once the roots become dry
and the fronds start drooping.
most ferns cannot be revived.

A thorough watering once a
week is recommended. To wa-
ter a fern, lift its fronds and
pour water directly onto the
soil. Once a month leach out
harmful salts by soaking ferns
for several hours in a tub of
water

Ferns love humidity. so mist
them daily. Grouping several
together will increase humid-
ity and help them thrive
Bathrooms are a natural place
for ferns — the moisture and
indirect light will keep most
ferns happy

In general, ferns appreciate
warmth and relish fresh air,
but not drafts. Most are hap-
piest with temperatures of 70
to 75° F. during the day and
25 to 60 F. at night.

Light is important, but

THE

bright sunlight is often too
harsh: try an east or west
window. Most ferns can sur-
vive under incandescent light,
but they need 12 to 16 hours
daily

Ferns need a porous soil or
a fibrous growing medium.
Equal parts of a packaged soil
and peat moss is ideal. Or
combine equal parts of humus,
loam, sand and leaf mold.
Charcoal chips will help keep
the soil fresh.

Feed ferns a diluted solution
of fish emulsion or other na-
tural plant food. A monthly
feeding is advisable from April
to September, especially for
the Boston fern. Thereafter,
feed ferns every other month
