Come to think of it, they 
are a sort of modern miracle 
that substantiates the Bibical 
account of creation. For other-
wise, how can you explain the 
fact that this west Texas hard-
pan can bake under a decade 
of rainless heat and then, 
in one heavy rain, populzj e it-
self with great coonies of or-
chestrated bullfrogs? If it 
should ever rain on the moon— 

, which I am told is impossible 
—no doubt there vioald be 
bullfrogs popping out of every 
crater in a matter of minutes. 

And should the mail-bound 
4 traffic ever stop splashing the 

water around in those pools 
in front of the Post Office, I 
am sure that street would 
produce some really big ones. 

It is reassuring in one 
sense, that life can be so 
dead and awake so quickly. 

There isn't much news in 
rain; there is either too much 
or too little, and that is about 
all you can say about it, un-
less there happens to be a 
washout or a flood or some 
other disaster associated with 
a downpour. In the present 
case the rains have been more 

• conscistent than spectacular. 
Already this year, not quite 
half gone, the total precipita-
tion that John W. Lee wades 
into his back yard to measure 
for the Weather Bureau, has 
reached the annual average. 

During May the total re-
corded by Lee approached six 
inches-5.87, to be specific. 
And June started off as if it 
meant to keep the record go- 

- ing by releasing 2.88 inches 
Saturday and Sunday. 

It is nice weather for the 
ducks, but not so nice for a 
fellow with just one suit and 
a leaky raincoat.

ed 400 pounds more grass per acre 
on deep clay-loam where mes-
quite had been sprayed as com-
p6red with non-treated lands. The 
grass greened up earlier and stay-
ed green longer where mesquite 
was controlled. Bottomland yield-
ed 800 pounds more grass per acre 
where mesquite had been spray-
ed. Obviously, we can carry more 
stock where there is more grass, 
as well as obtain increased gains 
in calves. 

The use of rangeland for grow-
ing the most forage possible per 
inch of rain, and harvesting it 
efficiently for profit with due 
consideration for the next sea-
son's growth, is a common ob-
jective of ranchmen and Soil and 
Water Conservation Districts. All 
of the people in the community 
county and state are benefited by 
this in many ways.

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WASHINGTON, D. C. — ON 
FEBRUARY 1st OF THIS YEAR, 
the opinion was expressed in this 
space that some type of negotia-
tions with North Vietnam would 
begin in a matter of a few months. 
The further opinion was express-
ed that at the time peace talks 
started the greatest danger would 
be created. It was stated then 
that captured documents showed 
that the Communists would start 
discussions of a settlement by de-
manding that all military actions 
against North Vietnam be stopped 
and that a "coalition" be estab-
lished for South Vietnam. 

THIS IS WHAT IS HAPPEN-
ING IN THE SEVERAL meetings 
already held in Paris. The North 
Vietnamese negotiators started 
out with a propaganda blast and 
continue to deny that they have 
any troops in South Vietnam at 
all. 

THEIR FIRST PURPOSE IS 
CLEARLY TO put this Country 
into a box by first getting the 
United States to stop all bombing 
in No. Vietnam and particularly 
an assurance of a permanent sanc-
tuary for Hanoi and Haiphong. 

IT IS ALSO PRETTY CLEAR 
THAT THEY ARE depending on 
sentiment in this country to force 
our negotiators into one-sided 
concessions while they make no 
concessions at all. 

OUR AMERICAN "DOVES" 
TAKE THE LINE that having 
once agreed to the present partial 
bombing halt, the United States 
must not ever consider going back 
to air action against the enemy 
under any circumstances. This, 
they say, would be a shock to 
"word opinion" and bring great 
disappointment and adverse re-
action to those who seek peace. 

THE NORTH VIETNAMESE, 
OF COURSE, WANT ASSUR-
ANCES that Hanoi and Haiphong 
be spared any future bombing 
under any circumstances. If they 
could get this, it would release 
an estimated three quarters of a 

million work force, enabling them 
to send many more fighting men 
into South Vietnam. In fact, there 
is pretty good evidence that they 
are already escalating action in 
this respect. 

WHILE TWO YEARS OF NE-
GOTIATIONS WERE GOING on 
to settle the Korean war, the 
biggest Chinese-North Korean 
offensive of the whole war oc-
curred in the month before the 
truce was finally signed. Well 
over a third of all American cas-
ualties of that war occurred while 
peace negotiations were officially 
and formally in progress. 

IN THIS SITUATION IN PAR-
IS, WE ARE AT LEAST fore-
warned of the tactics of Hanoi's 
representatives. It is the most 
dangerous time in South Vietnam. 
It is obvious that the strategy 
-started with the TET offensive 
and continues to the present time 
with varying degrees of intensity. 
It is reasonable to believe that 
as talks go on in Paris a stepped 
up activity wil go on in South 
Vietnam in an attempt to show 
our representatives that they are 
capable of an offensive to threat-
en our presence in the country. 

OUR DELEGATION IN PARIS 
IS ENTIRELY aware of this sit-
uation and although we will go 
on patiently seeking an honest 
approach to a real settlement, 
they will not submit to a propa-
ganda trap that would sacrifice 
everything for which our men 
have been fighting since this con-
flict began. 

THE COMMUNISTS NEGOTI-
ATORS OF NORTH VIETNAM 
should be made to understand 
clearly and unequivocally that we 
are there to produce genuine pro-
gress toward an honorable peace.

Mesquite covers about 56 mill-
ion acres and has increased over 
12 million acres in the last 15 
years even with all of the con-
trol work that has been done. 

There is no such thing as errad-
icating a pasture of mesquite in 
one single operation. If the new 
seedlings are not kept down, in 
10 to 12 years the pasture is in-
fested again. 

It cost about $10 per acre to 
clear a pasture of mesquite one 
time. That is why agriculture 
research is looking for more eco-
nomical methods of control. 

Chemical spraying by airplane' 
is one of the most economical 
methods of mesquite control. A 
solution of 2-4-5-T, diesel oil and 
water applied at the rate of 4 
gallons per acre is the recom-
mended dosage to use. 

Spraying should not be done 
earlier than 40 days or later than 
90 days after the first leaves ap-
pear. The trees should be in full 
foliage and there should be e-
nough moisture so that the trees 
have made at least 30 days of 
vigorous growth prior to spray-
ing. 

The cost of spraying by plane 
is about $3 per acre. 

Texas Agriculture Research 
Stations report significant in-
creases in livestock gains where 
brush is controlled. Over a 10-
year period, stocker steers gained 
an average of 32 pounds more 
per head on pastures where mes-
quite had been controlled as com-
pared to steers on land with mes-
quite. 

Calves in a cow-calf operation 
gained 32 pounds more each on 
range where mesquite had been 
sprayed, compared with those 
from non-sprayed range. Mes-
quite infestation was over 20%. 

Why do stock gain more? Prob-
ably because the grass has more 
sugar and starch in it when grow-
ing in full sunlight. Also, more 
grass is available for choice in 
grazing.

Forty people attended the 
spring pecan field day held Fri-
day, May 24 in Cisco. Nineteen 
of these drove from out of the 
county to attend the field day. 
Pecan growers came from such 
places a s Hamlin, Coleman, 
Sweetwater, Colorado City, Abi-
lene, Comanche and Gustine. 

Ton Denman, Horticulturist at 
the West Cross Timber Experi-
ment Station, spoke on pecan in-
sect control. He said the pecan nut 
casebearer has had a very unus-
ual life cycle .this year. About' 
ten percent df the adult moths 
had emerged from their pupae 
Gsas on May 14 which would in-

dicate the best 'spray date would• 
be May 24 .or a25.•.For stain& r:63:4/ .  
son the  .casebearer -Moths were. 
not laying :eggs by MaY•24:or 25. 
In fact.  very few casebearer, Oggs 
were fOund: clliCing the• first part 
of the next week. Because of this, 
spray applied the last three daYs 
of May, ViOtild have been More 
effective than an applic:ation of 
spray a week earlier. The spray 
snould be applied after most of 
the 'moths have deposited the 
eggs 'or/ the small pecans and be-
fore. the yowig worms enters the 
Pecans. 	' 

I would suggest . that pecan 
growers spray their trees again 
curing the first week of June. If 
you sprayed before May 24 much 
of the insecticide was washed a-
way during the rains on May 24 
and 27. 

Do not spray fruit trees with 
the same spray you are using on 
pecan trees. The zinc sulfate in 
the pecan spray will cause fruit 
tree leaves to fall. Another good 
reason for not spraying fruit trees 
is that no insecticide except sevin 
should be applied to the fruit this 
late in the season. 

Aphids, commonly known as 
plant lice, are difficult to see and 
excessive damage to plants may 
accur before they are noticed. 
Because they are small, don't 
move around unless , disturbed 
and are often the same color as 
the plant part on which they 
feed, they are hard to see. Too, 
aphids usually feed on the un-
derside of leaves or in unfolding 
terminals, and their feeding may 
cause the leaves to curl around 
them as is the case on peach 
trees and other plants. 

Homeowners should be partic-
ularly suspicious of plants that 
have flies and wasps flying a-
round them. Aphids excrete a 
sweet, sticky substance called 
honeydew that attracts these in-
sects. Lady beetles, green lace-
wings, or other predators on 
plants are also good evidence that 
aphids are at work. These preda-
tors feed on aphids, a black sooty 
mold commonly grows on the 
honeydew. 

There are several effective 
chemical controls. Some, such as 
soil applied systemic insecticides, 
can be used with little harm to 
lady beetles and other beneficial 
insects. Both soil applied sys-
temics or contact sprays are avail-
able to the home gardener. 

Homeowners can use a 2 per-
cent (sold under the trade name 
of Scope or Syston) granular or 
dry fertilizer mixtures. Sprays 
which are effective in controlling 
aphids include dimethoate (Cy-
gon), diazinon, malathion, naled 
(Dibrom) nor lindane.

He was ably 
assisted by the late Fred W. Ro-
berds in working out the applica-
tion, said to have been the most 
efficiently prepared application in 
the State of Texas. 

The allocation granted to Ris-
ing Star filled a great need in 
this area during the winter 
months. 

LONE STAR STATE 
TELEPHONE CO. 

A four inch rain accompanied 
"by one of the most vivid elec-
trical displays ever seen here," 
visited Rising Star Sunday night, 

May 25, 1924. 
The McCoy home two blocks 

south of the Methodist Church 
was set on fire by lightning dur-
ing the storm. It was agreed that 
the lightning struck the clothes 
line and followed it into the 
house setting the wallpaper on 
fire. The house probably would 
have burned to the ground had 
it not been for Mack Gibson and 
Ashel Shults, (near neighbors) 
with the garden hose. 

The Rising Star X-Ray installed 
a late model folding machine in 
May, 1924. Friends were invited 
to come in and see the new ma-
chine. "Along with the big new 
Linotype machine that was in-
stalled only a few weeks ago, it 
made a great showing." 

The tate George Barnes, Super-
intendent of Schools in Rising 
Star years ago, established 	a 
newspaper here in 1901 and call-
ed it The Rising Star Record. 
He published the paper for sev-
eral years and then merged it 
with the Rising Star X-Ray, 
which was owned and published 
by Albert Tyson. 

Mrs. Miriam (Ma) Ferguson was 
the favorite of local voters in the 
general election held here in No-
vember, 1932, for the office of 
Governor of Texas. Her opponent, 
a Republican, Orville Bullard, re-
ceived 184 votes to Mrs. Fergu-
son's 245. For president, Roose-
velt, 421 and Hoover, 23.

If It's not bad weather, it's something else trying to take 
this year's crop. We don't want to alarm you, but the beet 
army worm is on the loose. This week he is south of a line 
from El Paso to Lamesa, back to Abilene to Temple. His for-
ward progress is taking a northwest movement. 

This insect is nothing to kid pi bout. He can move in after 
the young crop emerges and can cut it off at the ground 
in less than a week. Farmers should watch their crops close-
ly after they get them up. 

The worm commonly attacks Cotton, Alfalfa, Vetch, Mi-
lo, Clover, and sometimes Peanuts. 

Control 

During the early days of this 
community four young men who 
were born and raised not far 
from Rising Star, in Eastland 
County, planned and carried out 
the daring train robbery near 
Chicago, in the early 1920's. 

These young men, Willie New- 

ton, Willis Newton, Joe Newton, 
and a man named Grant, started 
on the downward road to crime 
and murder, while they were very 
young. They plotted and killed 
several Eastland County residents 
the story goes that some of the 
victims lived near Rising Star. 

Money was scarce, jobs few and 
times hard in 1932, as evidenced 
by advertisements in the Rising 
Star X-Ray. The Star Trading Co. 
advertised Army overcoats - extra 
large, extra heavy, all wool for 
$1.98. 25 yards of brown domes-
tic - $1. Bleached domestic at 5c 
per yard. Ladies pure silk Phoe-
nix hose, black only - 15c. Boys 
blue stripe overalls, 39c per pair. 
children's all wool sweaters, size 
4 to 10, 69c each. Bedspreads, all 
colors, 79c - 98c - $1.39. Ladies 
shoes $1 to $2.50 per pair. Men's 
suits $7 to $12.50. 

Grocery stores ran half page 
ads carrying these items and 
many more with prices that 
would shock modern housewives 
into a coma or something worse. 
Large juicy oranges .18 per dozen. 
Lettuce, nice large firm heads, .5. 
Small cans condensed milk, .3 
each. Pure Cane Syrup, one gal-
lon, .35. Pork roast, per lb., .12. 
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1. 11 to 11 pounds per 'acre of Dylox - Cotton. 

2. 21, pounds per acre of 80% Sevin - Peanuts 

3. to 2 3 pound per acre of Parathion 

Parathion can be mixed with Dylox and Sevin. When this 

is done the rates are: 

-1-pound Parathion and 1 pound Dylox per acre, and 
i-pound Parathion and 2 pounds Sevin. 
Parathion is dangerous to apply by ground rig, so opera-

tors should be cautious..
