of their shock and suffering?

Dr. Hans Zellweger, a well-
known professor of pediatrics
and genetics at the State Uni-
versity of Iowa College of
Medicine and medical director
of the March of Dimes-sup-
ported Birth Defects Center
there, reports that in his ex-
perience 80 per cent of the
parents of defective babies
harbor unwarranted feelings
of guilt.

He believes that they, like
their afflicted child, need help.
For that reason he is about to
organize group therapy ‘clas-
ses” in which troubled parents
can talk among themselves and
with medical experts to discuss
the problems created by this
family tragedy.

Dr. Zellweger points out that
more than a quarter of a mil-
lion babies are born every year
in the United States with birth
defects—among them blind-
ness, deafness, missing extrem-
