Despite the drop in produc-
tion, the oil that was produced 
last year in 203 of the state's 
254 counties was valued at some 
55 billion, an increase of 
approximately 5500 million over 
the value of oil produced in 
1972. This increase partially 
reflects the increased prices 
paid for some Texas crude oil 
during the latter part of 1973. 

In addition to larger pay-
ments to royalty owners, the 
highe rprices also have been 
reflected in the state comp-
troller's reports of increased 
severance taxes paid by the oil 
men of Texas. 

Eastland County. which has 
recorded production since 1917, 
last year produced 269,866 
barrels of oil at the rate of 739 
barrels a day. Production in 
1973 boosted Eastland County's 
production total through the 
end of the year to 123,396,839. 

DALLAS-•Despite 12 months 
of production at 100 percent of 
the maximum effective recovery 
rate in most Texas fields, a drop 
of nearly 6.3 million barrels of 
crude oil from the state's 
all-time record high production 
year of 1972 occurred last year. 

Texas production in 1973 
amounted to almost 1.3 billion 
barrels, tops among the na-
tion's oil producing states and 
representing 38.6% of total 
U.S. production, according to 
statistics compiled by Texas 
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas 
Association. 

In 84 years of recorded 
production. Texas oil fields 
have produced some 38 billion 
barrels of oil--approximately 36 
percent of the U.S.total. 

"The decline in production 
indicates the basic task of the 
state's oil men--the more 
extensive development of Texas 
fields", said the Association's 
president, Sherman Hunt, a

The decision illustrates that 
even in the field of public health. 
there are limits to the power of 
government. Nevertheless, more 
moderate regulation of cigarette 
smoking has been upheld re-
peatedly. 

Thus, another court sustained a 
city ordinance against smoking in 
street cars. Finding this a reason-
able approach to the cigarette 
problem, the court commented: 

"Smoking is agreeable to those 
who have the habit. But it is dis-
tasteful, and sometimes hurtful, 
to those compelled to breathe the 
atmosphere impregnated with to-
bacco in close and confined 
places." 

What about the regulation of 
cigarette vending machines? A 
city ordinance sought to ban all 
such machines from public places. 
A vending company promptly 
challenged the ordinance in court, 
arguing that it was aimed at the' 
"lawful business" of selling ciga-
rettes. 

But the city replied that its pur-
pose was simply to prevent the 
sale of cigarettes to minors. This 
was a matter of legitimate public 
concern, said the court, uphold-
ing the ordinance. 

'The automatic vendor," the 
court pointed out, "must sell to 
any and all who insert coins, It 
has no powers of discrimination. 
Hence it is condemned."

' 	One gallon of water. 1 cup of 
vinegar and 1 cup salt. Mixed 
and bring to a boil. Pour hot 
liquid over well packed jars of 
cucumbers and seasoning. Use 
four fresh dill head or one 
teaspoon of dill seed per quart. 
and if you like garlic use a piece 
the size of a dime per quart.

Seal jars 
tight and place in hot water bath 
for 20 minutes per quart. Do not 
tighten lids after hot water 
bath.
