that Oregon and the Northwe3; 
are now parts of this nation. 

It emphasizes the fact, with 
out so much as intending it, that 
nations are formed and' gro,A 
by economic laws, needs and 
adventuring. Political motive 
tion merely follows trails beat-
en by hardy men in search o• 
wealth and good living. A coun-
try that produces nothing is o 
no interest or appeal to people, 
as Alaska was of no appeal tc 
the Americans of the 1860-70 
period who called it Seward's 
folly. The Klondike, S a 1 	o i. 
fisheries and our national de 
fense needs have changed that 
attitude considerably. 

Reading Mr. Ferris' eye-wit- 
ness and graphic account of th-2. 
hardships — the Indian mass-
acres, the starvation, the cold 
and the unremitting, toil endured 
by those men who helped found 
the Astor fortune and those of 
other of our socialite families 
one is compelled to admit that 
the comforts of the civilization 
they helped give us is a migh-
ty good bargain for all its it 
ritations and problems. Even 
the foam rubber pillow I rest 
on — and I hate foam rubber 
for sleeping — is infinitely pre-
ferable to the buffalo robes and 

It hard rocks they slept on in those 
days. But, there's one thing for 
sure — those open air rocks 
bred some sturdy and self-re-
liant characters. We could do 
with some of this in place of the 
complaints we hear so frequent-
ly nowadays.

AUSTIN — Col. Homer Gar-
rison, Jr., Director of the Tex-
as Department of Public Safety, 
today urged Texas automobile 
owners to "do their shopping 
early" this year to reduce the 
last minute rush for inspection 
stickers. 

All vehicles coming under the 
provisions of the Texas Vehicle 
Inspection Act must secure the 
1963 Inspection sticker by April 
15, 1963. After that date, ye- 
hides not displaying the new 
inspection stickers will be operat-
ing in violation of the law and 
the operators of those vehicles 
will be subject to arrest, Gar-
rison said. 

He reported that approximate-
ly one half of the inspection per-
iod has expired and about one 
fourth of the vehicles in the 
state have been inspected.
