Rising Star
Sales Tax Down
From Last August of Mamie Baker

Austin-State Comp-
troller Bob Bullock
Monday sent checks
totaling $97.9 million to
967 Texas cities as
their share of the one
per cent city sales tax
for August.

“So far, these mon-
thly rebates of local
taxes are running
nearly 12% ahead of
last year’s totals,”
Bullock reported. “‘As
we predicted last
month, the oil glut has
slowed down the pace
of this growth marked-
ly, especially in the
places that were ex-
periencing oil booms.
But the general state
growth rate is still
strong and healthy.”

The city and MTA
sales taxes are col-
lected along with the
state sales tax by mer-
chants and rebated
monthly to the cities in
which they are col-
lected by the comp-
troller.

Rising Star received

a check for $3,022.74,
down 30% from
August, 1981, but still
crowning last year’s
collection to date by
15.35%.

Elsewhere in
Eastland County, Gor-
man received
$4,775.86, also down
30% from last August,
while Cisco’s collec-
tions increased a
whopping 84% over
last August and 31.91%
over last year to date.
Eastland’s check for
$33,772.53 was the
largest in the county
and was 13.5% larger
than the check they
received last August;
their increase to date
over last year is
40.79%.

In Callahan County
Cross Plains received
a check for $10,730.10,
down 16% from the
check they received
last August; their sales
tax increase to date
over 1981 is 20.04%.

Fleas seem to be
making it big in Texas.

Over the last five to
seven years, fleas
seem to have become
more and more of a
problem, particularly
in urban and suburban
areas.

Cat fleas which
infest dogs or cats and
readily attack humans
are the most common,
says an urban en-
tomologist with the

Texas Agricultural
Extension Service,
Texas A ..M

University System.

Flea bites are ex-
tremely annoying and
generally become
increasingly sore and
irritated over a period
of a week or more,
explains Dr. John M.
Owens. Fleas most
often bite people about
the legs and ankles.

A small red spot with
a light colored center
appears where the
mouthparts of the
adult flea enters the
skin. Applying cooling
preparations such as
carbolated vaseline,
menthol, camphor,
calamine lotion or ice
will help relieve it-
ching. Sever allergic
reations or infections

should be treated
promptly by a
physician.

Although fleas can
transmit bubonic

plague and murine
typhus, these diseases
are rare.

How do you control
these irritating pests. .

Flea control must
include treatment of
the p pets and thorough
treatment of the entire
premises—indoors and
outdoors. These three
areas should be treatd
simultaneously to
break the ‘‘flea-cycle”
and get effective
control, emphasizes
the entomologist.

Insecticides con-
taining carbaryl
(Sevin), dichlorvos
(DDVP), pyrethrin,
rotenone, malathion,
methoxychlor or
propoxur ( Baygon or
Sendran) are labeleds
for use on animals.
Dusts or powders are
generally  preferred
over sprays for
treating pets and
should be used at three
to four-day intervals
when infestations are
heavy

Rub the dust into the
animal’s fur by hand.
Be especially thorough
around ears, between
legs and around the
tail. Try to avoid
getting dust in the
eyes, mouth and
nostrils. Flea collars
which contain

only contain
dichlorvos. Be sure to
read the label before
using any of these
products and consult a
veterinarian if
questions arise.

Spray all infested
outdoor areas such as
the yard, porches,
garages and out-
buildings with
chlorpyrifos (Dur-
sban), diazinon,
propoxur and car-
baryl. Be sure to treat
areas used by pets, and
let the spray dry
before pets or children
are allowed to wuse
treated areas, says
Owens. Repeat the
spray at two-week
intervals until fleas
are controlled.

Inside the home,
begin <control
measures with
thorough cleaning.
Vacuum all floors and
upholstery and dispose
of sweepings im-
mediately to prevent
flea escape and sub-
sequent reinfestation.
Also, launder all pet
bedding.

Apply an insecticide
spray of chlorpyrifos
(such as ‘“Rid-A-Bug”
or Raid ‘“Home Insect
Killer”) to all floor
areas, under and
around upholstery
chushions, and to pet
bedding areas. Also
spray moldings,
baseboards and
draperies to a height of
one foot above floor
level. Try to aboi
further vacuuming an
cleaning for 10-14 days
after treatment.

While this in-
secticide should give
three to four weeks of
effective residual
indoors, it will not
rapidly knock down
adult fleas. In con-
junction with the
residual spray indoors,
homeowners might
also use a non-residual
insecticide applied as a
total-release aerosol or
fogger, suggests the
entomologist.
Products containing
pyrethrins, resmethrin
(SBP-1382) and
dichlorvos are
available to provide

uick relief from in-
fleas. Again, be
sure to read and follow
preceqeions with Bis
precautions wi
products.

Many trees
throughout Eastland
County are showing
symptoms of scor-
ching. This is not a
disease but is either
some type of chemical
burn or simply leaf
scorch.

In years, such as this
year, when May &
June are extremely
wet and cool, many
trees put on excess
foliage, even more
than the root system

could support under
normal conditions.
When the weather

changes and becomes
extremely hot & dry,
such as has happened
the last month, the root
system is not able to
support the foliage that
has been produced.
The edges of the leaves
will consequently burn
from the edge back
toward the mid-rib of
the leaf and the tree
will take on a yellow
appearance and in
many cases show
severe defoliation.
This usually will not
kill trees, but in some
cases might. This is
referred to as leaf
scorch and thought of
as a physiological
disease.

We are also seein
quite a bit of chemica
or herbicide damage.
The symptoms will be
much the same as with
physiological leaf
scorch as will the
damage, due to the
fact that the chemical
damages a large por-
tion of the root system
and then as it begins to
get hot, the tree cannot
support the foliage.
Also, during periods of
high levels of rainfall,
chemicals that are in
the soil can move some
distance from the point
of placement and con-

sequently, do damage
much further away
from original place-
ment than most people
think.

Construction
damage also causes
these symptoms and
often kills trees. This
may be the misuse of
fill dirt, scraping away
soil trenching, or
walks, patios,
buildings or roads that
cover part of the root
zone.

Be on the alert for
armyworms! Ar-
myworms are being
found in coastal ber-
mudagrass pastures
and the early signs are
being seen in lawns.
The early signs of
young armyworms are
small white spots on
leaves. The very young
worras eat the green
cells of the leaf which
gives the white s?ot ap-

earance. The larvae

eed mostly at night
and usually hide in
debris on the soil sur-
face in the daytime. As
the worms grow larger
they consume the en-
tire leaves.

Begin control
measures when the
worms are small and
there are three or
more worms per
square foot. For con-
trol of armyworms on
asture grasses, use
evin, Naled or Dylox.
For lawn aBphcatlons,
use Sevin, Diazinon or
Dursban. There is no
grazing restrictions or
waiting period bet-
ween application and
harvest for Sevin, Nal-
ed or Dylox.

The armyworms are
more effectively con-
trolled when the
worms are small.

HOW TO COOK
CUCUMBERS

We have a recipe to
cook cucumbers
somewhat after this
fashion.

Take the cucumbers,
and after cutting off
the rind, cut them into
slices, then cut up a
few onions with them,
pepper and salt them
to your liking, and add
vinegar to them-and
then,—open your win-
dow and throw them
away.

This is the usual way
for preparing them for
the table, and
doubtless the recipe is
so worded as to im-
press the idea of their
unhealthiness, and we
must confess, that we
are among those who
have esteemed them.
But if cooked as below
stated, we conceive
them not only to be
wholesome, but among
the most palatable
vegetable dishes with
which the table can be
garnished. Our method
is this:

Pare off the rind,
then cut the cucumber
into slices lengthwise,
dust either sides of
these slices with corn
meal or wheat flour,
pepper and salt them
to please your taste;
this done, fry them
brown, and you will
have one of the most
delicious dishes that
you can imagine, com-
bining in their flavor,
those of the oyster
plant and the eggpiant.

Crickets enter
buildings seeking a
hiding place.
" Crickets are general
plant feeders and nor-
mally live and breed
outdoors. They can
damage garden plants
and be a real nuisance
inside a home or
business. In addition to
the nnnoying chirps,
crickets can damage
woolens, cottons, silks,
‘synthetic fibers, furs
and carpeting. They
‘also feed on foods,
leather and rubber
products.
~ Field crickets lay as
‘many as 150-400 eggs in
‘the soil. These hatch
into nymphs that com-

ment in about 12

We might as well not
pray. When we tie our
prayer to infallibility.
When we pray without
infallibility, that is
when we pray the
prayer of faith. There
can be no prayer of
faith without infallibili-
ty. Many prayers go
unanswered because
we pray, ‘‘Lord, if it be
thy will.”” Some people
say that if you pray for
a certain thing and it
does not come, that is
an answer to prayer.
That is not so. Some
say, “If we pray for a
certain thing and we
get something else,
God knows what is best
for us and He is going
to give us what is best
for us.”

That also is not true

but is completely con-
trary to the Scriptures.
It is time for the
Church of Jesus Christ
to understand what
God has said. He said,
“If you being earthly
fathers know how to
give good gifts to your
children, how much
more shall your
heavenly Father give
good things to them
that ask Him. ‘“When
we pray scripturally,
based upon God’s pro-
