The most extensive and pro-
mising development of gas and
oil resources in this area in years
was understood to be under ‘way
this summer on a block of be-
tween 12,000 and 15,000 acres of
leases east of Rising Star. Coastal
States Gas Company of Houston,
Texas, is the developer.

Three wells drilled about the
margins of the block at widely
seperated points were either com-
pleted or in process of comple-
tion this week, the Record
learned, The operations were un-
derstood to be part of a planned
program of development aimed
at exploring the gas resources of
the area with the possible in-
stallation of hydrocarbons plants
and other installations in the fu-
ture.

Another development of signifi-
cance to this area and its natural
gas potential is the projected con-
struction of a large gas line
across the eastern end of the
county, There was no reported
connection between the two pro-
jects.
