stamps. My collection goes back 
only to 1851. I have two United 
States three-cent stamps from 
the 1851-57 period and one 
three-cent stamp of the 1861 
issue." 

But if she is unable to afford 
the costlier stamps reserved to 
affluent collectors, Mrs. Rid-
ens' hobby demonstrates that 
one doesn't have to be wealthy 
to build a collection that is 
culturally and emotionally sat-
isfying. Her five big catalogues 
are rich in interest. Almost 
every stamp issued since 1938 
around the globe is represen-
ted. 

There are pages of Russian 
stamps, boastful of Soviet 
Achievements, from art to 
cosmonaut, but reflecting also 
the melancholy faith of Russian 
life beautifully done in all its 
themes. Crowding columns of 
American postage express the 
simple virility of the early years 
of this country, becoming more 
and more expressive of artistic 
values and rare design in these 
later years. There is a magnifi-
cent display of German stamps 
from a period glorifying Hitler 
to the democratic present. 

One of the most beautiful 
areas is the Polish collection 
which includes some remar-
kable reproductions of art. 
along with tender life scenes, or 
genre, emphasizing childhood 
in frames of fancy, animal life, 
horse racing--which one would 
deduce as an obsession--ancient 
Polish knighthood, and a series 
devoted to cats. It is interesting 
to note that cats are a favorite 
subject of philatelist art, to such 
an extent indeed, that any cat 
lover may find joy and variety 
enough in its exhibits. 

There are displays of delicate 
Chinese stamps; stamps from 
Japan. Czechoslovakia. Yugo-
slavia, Rumania, Hungary and 
the Scandinavian nations; from 
Egypt. Yemen and all of the 
Arabian countries; from Israel; 
from the British Empire. 
France. Spain and Italy; from 
most of the African nations; 
from South America and all the 
island nations of the Atlantic 
and Pacific and the other oceans 
and seas; from Southeast Asia. 
India and nations you might 
wonder that exist. 

And there is, of course, a 
collection from each of the 
North American countries and 
from Greenland. Cyprus. that 
tiny Mediterranean country so 
badly torn by a mini-war, is well 
represented. And so is Cuba 
and the Dominican Republic 
and almost every other country 
about the globe. 

The interesting fact about a 
stamp collection is that it is 
never completed. It grows 
richer with time and its 
challenge is a constant stimu- 

Not everyone can sit in the 
living room and make such 
far-ranging and interesting 
trips abroad as can Mrs. Clara 
Ridens. 

It is said that to travel 
physically excites the vanity, 
but to travel with the mind is a 
better of culture. Mrs. Ridens 
finds that mental adventure in a 
growing stamp collection, a 
hoby begun by a teenage 
daughter thirty years ago and 
taken over by Mrs. Ridens upon 
the death of her husband in 
1967 to become an absorbing 
solace of her widowhood. 

The daughter. Mrs. Patricia 
Ann Seale, also deceased, 
became a philatelist--so stamp 
collectors are called--by the 
encouragement of the late 
Beyrl Heath, herself a collector 
of some interest, who gave the 
girl a collector's book and a 
small number of stamps. 
Patricia Ann pursued the hobby 
until her high school years 
accumulating quite a number of 
stamps, but the expending 
interests of her more active 
teenage period drew her away. 
The collection lay dormant until 
seven or eight years ago when 
her mother took it up. 

Since then Mrs. Ridens has 
expended it to more than 
100.000 stamps contained in a 
library of five large volumes and 
representing every country on 
the globe except for a few of the 
small ones only lately formed. 

The result is a miniature art 
gallery of surpassing beauty 
reflecting almost every activity 
and artistic interest to be found 

around the globe. Stamps as a 
medium of national expressing 
are impressively emphasized in 
a bewildering variety of subject 
and design. ranging from Greek 
and Roman mythology through 
masterpieces and medieval art. 
historical and political achieve-
ments. plant and animal life, 
sports--you name it!--to the 
commanding triumphs of the 
age of Space. National pride, 
ethnic characteristics, religion, 
every means and facet of 
adventure to which civilized 
man has committed himself in 
the March of Time are reflected 
from the colorful and kaleido-
scopic pages of the heay 
volumes that Mrs. Ridens turns 
through in those moments alone 
when, communing with her 
hobby. she wonders where with 
limited means she can find the 
stamps to fill the empty spaces. 
That of itself, the building of 
her collection is a challenging 
thing. 

Some of her stamps come 
from her own mail, many others 
are gifts of friends, the rest she 
buys as she can. 

"You can spend a lot of 
money--if you have it." she 
said. "I don't have the means to 
buy the older and costlier

Walter Kipp-
man. wrote in an article entitled 
"The lndespensable Opposi• 
tion" to the effect that we 
tolerate freedom of speech not 
because we are noble, magna-
nimous or unselfish. but be-
cause we know that if we put the 
doctor in jail for speaking with 
diagnostic frankness our sto• 
machache will not be cured. We 
tolerate it because free speech. 
painful as it may be, is 
indispensable to the discovery 
of truth and truth is indispens-
able to our welfare. We do not 
make a conscious and unselfish 
choice of virtue in our leader-
ship, but a choice that repre-
sents a composition of comflic-
ting self-seeking. We tolerate 
the faults of others because that 
is the only way in w hich our own 
can be tolerated. 

So it would seem that a net -
worth of good has a way of 
being accomplished despite all 
that would discredit the pro-
cess. Society has always man-
ages to stumble past its crises, 
hopeless as they may seem. 
Even episodes of of historical 
relapse into barbarism have 
failed to halt the overall 
advance. The acievement of 
good is a matter of continuing 
pain. 

It will he interesting to see 
what will be the ffect upon the 
political leadership of the future 
of a new dimension of aware-
neww--the pitiliess and almost 
total exposure of human privacy 
acieved by the techniques of 
modern communication. Will it 
mean the evolution of a more 
moral and selfless statesman-
ship? Or will a climate of 
intolerance for anything short of 
a human faultlessness so 
discourage talents that may be 
more profitable and pleasantly 
employed elsewhere that our 
nation will be tragically depriv-
ed of good leadership? 

We can hope for the better 
result. But one thing is sure:? 
Without a realistic tolerance of 
human imperfections no lead-
ership can succeed. We will 
have to learn to live with the 
sometimes shocking intimacies 
of our larger self and in that 
necessity a rational forgiveness 
may not be so much a gratuity 
as a survival. 

These persistent disclosures 
of the sins and foibles of 
mankind in a continuing Water-
gate hustena remind of s rustic 
story about an old man who wad 
dozing on his Iron tporch when 
some prankish boys rubbed 
limburger cheese on his mous-
taches. The old man awoke. 
sniffing. Still sniffing. he 
walked to one end of the porch. 
then to the other end and finally 
back to his cot. 

"My God.** he exclaimes. 
"the whole world stinks." 

In somewhat the same spirit 
of resignation we may be 
inclined to think the world has 
gone to pot and there is little we 
can do except to make the best 
of it. Democracy. which depen-
ds upon good leadership as 
much as any system of 
government, might be counted 
a failure because the ideal--that 
morality we recte so piouly--has 
proved no more stable than the 
quicksands of human nature. 

But there comes this saving 
question: How, in such a 
nature, has mankind been able 
to progress to the achievements 
and moral awareness of his 
present state? There must be a 
stratum basically sound and 
good underneath this apparent 
morass of human wickedness. 

In our reaction to such 
constant disillusionment we 
may be, like the old fellow in the 
story, "smelling our own 
moustaches." Most of us have a 
tendency to judge in terms of an 
abstract perfection and to 
forgive in ourselves exactly 
what we condemn in others. 
This practice of self-forgiveness 
is one of the most adroit and 
necessary of human traits. 
Without it we couldn't live with 
ourselves. It doesn't mean that 
we do not recognize our quilt; 
we find comfort in sharing it. It 
is a means of preventing 
suicide, of subjectively dealing 
with the mperfections of human 
nature. 

Our western ideology sees 
perfection in the absolute. But 
the eastern mind is more 
abstruse. It find that eveil and 
good exist together in a 
harmony of sorts not acceptable 
in our thinking. That is why it is 
difficult to punish crime "hu-
manely", and why it is 
sometimes possible to magnify 
a virtue into a sin. 

The truth is that we venerate 
our heroes because we don't 
associate with them. Aggres-
sive leaders are invariably 
irritating on contact, and their 
realities more often than not 
cool a previous ardor. It can be 
said with host irocal certainty 
that many of the benefactors of 
mankind have been rascals in

Federal Retirees To Meet 

At New Time 

FORT WORTH--Combatting 
the beef cattle price crisis in the 
face of a world-wide oversupply 
of beef has climaxed with 
upcoming conferences between 
Hilmar G. Moore, president of 
the Texas and Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers Association, and 
Secretary of the Treasury 
William E. Simon in Washing-
ton and with Vice President 
Designate Nelson A. Rockefel-
ler in New York. 

Many similar meetings with 
government and industry lea-
ders for many months on beef 
import quotas, farm-retail price 
spreads, inflationary trends, 
feed grain exports, land use, 
taxes and interest rates have 
occupied the officers of the 
TSCRA in efforts to alleviate the 
bind that cattlemen are now 
caught in, Moore said. "The 
federal government has cer-
tainly done nothing to help us 
with higher taxes, energy 
shortage, reduced supplies of 
fertilizer at drastically higher 
prices, high interest rates, and 
many other actions which have 
caused our costs to soar, 
especially on labor, equipment 
and transportation", he added. 

Moore was not optimistic on 
cut-tailing meat imports. There 
is no way we can absorb the 
total world oversuply of beef 
and no reason why we should. 
However, in spite of several 
meetings by TSCRA and allied 
cattle industry groups with 
Secretary Butz and other USDA 
officials, as well as with various 
members of Congress, on this 
problem, there seems to be no 
inclination on their part to 
reimpose the import quota 
restrictions", he stated. 

Referring to his forthcoming 
meetings with Simon and 
Rockefeller Moore said he will 
"brief them on the condition of 
our industry". I fully intend to 
present all the facts on our 
behalf and hope to influence 
their future decisions."
