Art Fisher Retires

from First State Bank

Art Fisher, assistant
vice president of First
State Bank of Rising
Star, is retiring March
1 after almost 33 years
with the bank.

Fisher is looking for-
ward to a well-earned
rest, but the cattle he
has stocked on a
426-acre ranch will
continue to take part of
his time and attention.

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Spring And Water

It’s late February and bulbs are beginning to
send shoots up, reminding that Spring, and by
extension, Summer, is just around the corner.

Summertime is the time when Eastland Coun-
tians begin to think W-A-T-E-R.

More so if the summer turns out to be filled
with long periods of hot days and no rain. The
area hasn’t experienced that kind of summerina
number of years, but most can remember those
summers ‘“when it just never rained,” and the
temperatures ‘‘busted 100 every day.” With the
fickleness of Central Texas Weather, one never
knows when these kind of summers will roll
around.

It is during those periods that water delivery
capability begins to falter. There’s plenty of
water in the lakes, but the facilities are strained
to treat and deliver it during those long, hot sum-
mers. Pumps run around the clock in an effort to
keep the storage tanks full, but given an unlucky
main-line break, a bad fire or some such, it
makes it almost an impossible task to get the
tanks back up to a level to begin another day.

Eastland County Water Supply District and its
Lake Leon was originally created to serve
Ranger and Eastland, both of which have grown
steadily. In addition, each of these entities now
serves extended ‘‘sub-systems’: Eastland -
Carbon, Westbound, Staff and Olden; Ranger -
Morton Valley and Staff. So the demands on the
treatment and delivery systems have greatly ex-
panded.

An engineering firm recommended in a com-
missioned study to the Water Board in 1981 that a
“duplicate plant’” be installed to increase the
treatment and delivery capacity.

It was estimated by the board that to have im-
plemented that recommendation (which also in-
cluded some other suggestions) would have in ef-
fect ‘‘tripled the present water rate’’ to pay for
the expansion.

This was of course primarily due to the high in-
terest rates which such bonds would have re-
quired at that time.

In the same year, another firm recommended
to the city of Eastland, among other things that a
12-inch pipeline be added from the plant to the ci-
ty to improve pressure and volume. Costs at that
time for the line was for some $770,000, the city
didn’t have it and it wasn’t a good debt time for
them either.

Cisco is served by Lake Cisco which is located
north of the city. In especially dry summer mon-
ths, it is sometimes requested of local citizens to

be conservative in their uses of water; however,
this does not mean the lake is close to running out
of water.

Cisco presently has an engineering firm from
Abilene in the process of finalizing plans for ex-
tensive water improvements for the city. Plans
will include the construction of a filtration
system and pumping improvements at the treat-
ment plant located at Williamson Dam at Lake
Cisco.

Further plans will call for substantial im-
provements in the water lines within the city of
Cisco.

It is hoped the construction of all these im-
provements will be underway this summer, but
until they are completed Cisco must continue
along as it has in the past.

So mostly by good management, make-do and
cooperative summers, the water flows well in
Eastland County.

But we all need to remind ourselves that
“being at the mercy”’ of the weather isn’t the
most comfortable place to be. All would join in
hoping that needed improvements could be made
(without financially costing everybody ‘““an arm
and a leg”’) so that when the really bugger-bear
summers come, we’d still have good water flow,
or on the positive side, should a large industry
move in and say, ‘“‘we need water, lots of it!”
we’d be able to say:

“Where do you want it, and when do you want
it turned on.”

Highlights

State Capitol Fire

AUSTIN—The lull that
has characterized these open-
ing weeks of the Legislature
was unfortunately disturbed
last week by a fire that rav-
aged the East Wing of the
State Capitol.

The flames that destroyed
the Lt. Governor's- offices
and apartment on the second
floor licked around the door
frames leading into the Sen-
ate chamber. but firefighters
brought it under control and
senators are still meeting in
full session.

In fact, one of the Senate's
first items of business last
week was to approve an
emergency appropriation of
$7 million to rebuild the
damaged heart of the Senate.

The appropriation was
sponsored by Nacogdoches
Sen. Roy Blake, who rushed
200 miles from his home to
the scene of the early morn-
ing fire. On the way, he was
stopped for speeding by a
police officer, who didn't
believe him when he ex-
plained the Capitol was burn-
ing. Finally, the officer re-
lented, pocketed his ticket
book, and let Blake journey
on to Austin.

To observers who can
manuever past the Capitol
guards to see the ruined
wing, the blackened walls
and ceilings, the memory of

the one fatality and the near
escape of others, and the
destruction of 100 years of
Texas tradition, the experi-
ence is grim.

Attorney General Jim

Mattox assigned outside ex-
perts to investigate the cause
of the blaze, believed to be
either a faulty electrical ap-
pliance or smoking mate-
rials.

Capitol Shanties

Two weeks ago, Gov.
Mark White addressed na-
tional Democratic Party lead-
ers in Washington, D.C., and
underscoring his feelings
about the recession, men-
tioned a shanty area in Aus-
tin just a few blocks away
from the State Capitol.

After Austin police and
Salvation Army officials
professed no knowledge of
his example, White a few
days later led a group of re-
porters to the places 14
blocks from the Capitol
where people live in make-
shift shacks along creek beds
and railroad tracks.

“You have to recognize
that these things exist. When
I say these things exist, I
don’t say it lightly,” White
said.

The 68th Legislature mov-
ed at a snail’s pace this week
and, to an extent, it is
discouraging to know that so
many have to be addressed
but that we can not com-
mence that process until the
running of constitutional
time period of the first sixty
(60) days of the session. I
support the lighter side of
that coin is that if the
Legislature can not do
anything, at least it can do
no damage.

I will begin, in this weeks
column, to discuss issues
that will be coming up and,
of course, elecit response
from you, the voter, on these
issues.

Since it is one of the
largest areas of requested
state expenditures, I shall
commence with the Texas
Department of Corrections.
T.D.C. has requested 1.5
billion dollars for the bien-
nium for all operations.
There are 37,000 inmates in
T.D.C. fifty percent (50% ) of
which are under age twenty-
five (25), and the rate of in-
crease of population in
T.D.C. is four (4) to five (5)
hundred per month. At cur-
rent rate of the State of
Texas would have to build a
2,000 inmates prison every
four (4) months. T.D.C. has
more inmates than any other
state, the Federal Prison
system or, for that matter
any other free world nation.
The budget request for
T.D.C. would equal out to
$40,540.00 per inmate for the
two (2) year period.

I readily see the absolute
necessity for penal institu-
tions; however, my very
conservative philosophy and
whatever business sense I
may have tells me that
Texas is, very soon, going to
reach an economic impasse
in regard to criminal in-
carceration. My attitude on
this problem is that I do not
have any ‘'miracle’’ solu-
tions but someone sure needs
to come up with some
reasonable solutions and
soon.

Our correctional system,
as currently structured is
itself a thief, stealing
precious resources from
other meritorious State pro-
grams such as education,
agriculture, highways etc.

I surely so not want to be
painted with a liberal brush
as being ‘“soft on crime”
because I am not but the only
solution I see is to try alter-
natives to incarceration so
some convicted, non-violent
felons can be made to work
to repay the expense they
cause the State and, perhaps
to compensate the victim of
their crime. Up to this time
we have failed to consider
alternatives to incarceration
maybe now we must.

In Texas we used to call
one inmate to a cell ‘‘solitary
confinement”” and thought of
it as punishment. Federal
Judge William Wayne
Justice says its a privilege
the inmate is entitled to and
has ordered us to provide it.

Battieship Texas

The Battleship Texas
moored at the San Jacinto
State Park near Houston is
like *“a slave galley,” ac-
cording to Galveston Rep.
Lloyd Criss.

Criss blasted officials of
the Battleship Texas Com-
mission for consistently mis-
treating its employees and
ignoring the safety of its
workers and tourists.

He pointed out the case
of one employee who was
fired for reporting a leak Jn
the ship’s hull. The report
was later confirmed and cost
the state $70,000 to repair.

Criss has filed a bill to
abolish the battleship com-
mission and transfer control
to the Parks and Wildlife
Department.

Fee Proposal

Bryan Rep. Bill Presnal,
chairman of the powerful
House Appropriations Com-
mittee, tried last week to of-

fer a compromise to the
funding impasse which has
developed between  the

House and Senate.

The Senate appears to fa-
vor a tax increase, the House
appears adamantly opposed
to one, and Presnal suggest-
ed a periodic, automatic in-
crease for hundreds of state
fees for permits, licenses and
other services,

His legislation would be
across-the-board  increases
according to an inflation-
keyed formula. A new fee
schedule could raise an extra
$60 million.

Presnal said his bill could
cut down “political dema-

goguery.”

University Funding

A proposed constitutional
amendment to create a fund
for construction at universi-
ties not under the Perma-
nent University Fund got a
shot in the arm last week
when White designated it
emergency legislation.

Sponsors are now discuss-
ing whether to send the pro-
posal, if it passes, to the
voters for approval in May
or November elections.

Adventist Pastor Against
Reader’s Digest Bible

The Reader’s Digest edi-
tion of the Bible will pro-
bably not be used by
Seventh-day Adventists, ac-
coring to Paul Van Buren of
Mineral Wells, who is Pastor
of a District which includes
Eastland County.

The problem with this con-
densed version of the Bible,
according to the Church
leader, is that too many key
texts supporting Christian
concepts have been deleted.

“The book does deserve
high rating on readability,”
the Pastor says. ‘““But the
principal drawback, which I
hope will be corrected, is the
omission of a number of
texts supporting important
doctrinal subjects.”

Van Burean and other
Adventist Pastors in Texas
agree with Bob Spangler,
editor of the denomination’s
Ministry magazine, who
says, ‘‘Adventists would
prefer to struggle through
‘begats’ in the Chronicles
rather than settle for the
sharpenciled editing to
which the Book of books has
been subjected.”

The Digest Bible’s general
editor, Dr. Bruce M. Met-
zger, said nothing had been
removed that diminishes its
spirit or teaching. Yet
Adventists answer that 33 or
125 key doctrinal passages
they identify with are miss-

ing or sufficiently changed to
alter their meaning.

Adventists, who are crea-
tionists, do not find in Digest
Bible that the Son “didst

.i-

found the earth in the bégin-

ning, and the heavens are
the work of his hands”
(Hebrews 1:10. R.S.V.)
Missing also is the warning
that he who is decieved by
wine (Proverbs 20:1) is not
wise.

Church leaders are pleas-
ed to see that the Ten Com-
mandments, the Beatitudes,
the Lord’s Prayer, and the
twenty-third psalm escaped
the scalpel. Missing are
texts, however, which con-
firm that all lthoughts cease
at death (Psalm 146:4), and
that those who die no longer
posses love, hate, or envy.
(Ecclesiaster 9:6)

interest, which would amount to $2,300.68 each month for the rest of your life without
touching the principal.

If you were a little more astute and elected to try one of the 8% instruments, your nest
eag would have increased to over $660,000.00, which would generate a monthly income
of some $4,600.00 without touching the principal. That is in today’s dollars, since your
interest rate would actually move up and down with the general economic times - which
would be far stronger with this large amount of capital available to the private sector.

The law was passed as a temporary solution to the Social Security problem. The only
thing that can change the law is a constant inundation of mail to Congressmen and
Senators.

Temporary Restraining

Order Issued Against
the Money Tree

Postal Inspector in
Charge D. C . Strader,
Fort Worth, announced
today that U. S.
District Judge David
0. Belew, Jr., issued a
temporary restraining
order on February 9,
1983, against a promo-
tion being conducted
through the mail by
Joyce and Harold Cox,
doing business as The
Money Tree, P. O. Box
18829, Fort Worth, Tx
76118.

The Money Tree
literature claims it is a
membership service
whose primary objec-
tive is to be a source of
money-making and
money-saving oppor-
tunities for their
members. The promo-
tion consists of
recruiting new
members into the
organization by requir-
ing new members to
solicit four additional
new members, with
each obtaining a por-
tion of the proceeds of
the membership fee, in
order to recoup their
investment. The
membership fee is to
be paid by sending a
$5.00 money order to
each of three names of
members on the
membership form and
a $5.00 money order to
the Money Tree.

The Money Tree in-
struction sheet in-
dicates members can
expec to receive up to

$20,400.00 in just eight
weeks and as much as
$100,000.00 thereafter.

Assuming the chain
remained intact, in the
fourteenth level of the
promotion more than
268 million people
would have to be par-
ticipating, which ex-
ceeds the entire
population of the
United States.

The Postal Service
alleges that The Money
Tree promotion is an
endless chain (a
pyramid scheme) and,
therefore, violates Ti-
tle 39, United States
Code, Section 3005,
which makes it illegal
to conduct a lottery
through the mail.
Endless chains are
forms of lotteries.

According to Assis-
tant United States At-
torney Wayne Hughes,
Judge Belew's order
will prevent the pro-
moters from receiving
any further member-
ship fees until a hear-
ing is conducted on
February 17. The
Postal Service is in the
process of filling a civil
suit against The Money
Tree promotion re-
questing a False
Representation Order
be issued which will
permanently forbid the
delivery of mail and
payment of money
orders payable to The
Money Tree.

According to the
Bureau of Labor Statistics,
more than half of all families
are now comprised of work-
ing married couples.

And even though the

owing additional taxes at tax
time.

What happens is that two-
earner married couples
generally pay higher taxes
than they would pay if they
were single. This situation is
known as the “marriage tax
penalty.”

ing couples may not have tax
withheld and do not realize it
until they file their returns.
The result in many cases: a
whopping tax bill.

As a result of the
Economic Recovery Tax Act
of 1981, however, two-earner
couples will be allowed to
deduct up to $1,500 in 1982
and $3,000 in 1983.

range from $960 to §$1,440.
This is how the credit
works: the credit increases
to 30 percent of employment-
related expenses if your ad-
justed gross income is
$10,000 or less.

credit is reduced by one
percentage point.

Justed gross income is over
$28,000, the credit will re-
main at the existing 20 per-
cent level.

In the area of retirement
savings plans, working
couples stand to benefit from
another wrinkle in the tax
law. Workers who are
already covered by
employer pension plans have
the opportunity to make
their own tax-deductible con-

tributions to an Individual
Retirement Arrangement
(IRA), or to the company
plan itself, provided that the
plan provides for voluntary
employee contributions and
the employer agrees to treat
such contributions as duduc-
tible. The maximum con-
tribution, whether or not the
workers are covered by
employers pension plans, is
100 percent of their compen-

sation includible in gross in-
come up to a maximum of
$2,000,

What's more if your
spouse does not work you
may now be able to deduct
an extra $250 for a spousal
IRA increasing the max-
imum deduction to $2,250

which may be split between
the two IRA accounts in any
way as long as no more than

$2,000 goes to either account.

You can make payments
to your IRA at any time dur-
ing the tax year up to and in-
cluding the due date for your
return. For most people this
will be April 15, 1983. You
may choose to have
payments made between

January 1 and your due date
be considered either 1982 or
1983 contributions.

Newlyweds and
others who changed
their names last year
should report their new
name to the Social
Security Administra-
tion (SSA). The name
and Social Security
numbers on tax
returns are matched
with those of the SSA in
processing the returns,
and mismatched
numbers or names can
delay a refund, IRS
says.

Another good way to
guard against un-
necessay refund
delays, the IRS says, is
to use the peel-off iden-
tification label provid-
ed with the tax
package.

Credit Card Fee Ban
Would Hurt Consumer

For a ttime. some oll companies have elected to col-
lect a processing fee from retailers and wholesalers sell-
Ing goods and services paid for on a company’s credit
card Some olher companies have chosen not to collect
a fee but to recover credil costs through wholesale gaso-
line prices. while others have chosen not to offer credit

at all

The processing fée. generally threepercent, is deducted
from each credit ticket submitted to the company for
reimbursement. The retailer already has received a lower
wholesale price from the supplier since the cost of credit
has been added to the cost©of the product.

cash.

In recent years. inflation and higher interest rates have
caused all costs associated with credit cards to escalate.
Nevertheless. two bills (HB 206 and SB 342) have been
introduced Iin the 68th Texas Legislature to outlaw levy-

Ing the processing fee.

This forces certain companies to give up a marketing
option. In order to cover the rising expenses of credit
cards, companies deprived of the right to charge a pro-
cessing fee wouid be compelled to increase the whole-
sale price of gasoline. Eliminating the processing fee
eliminates the discount for cash option.

The net effect would be to require cash customers o
continue to subsidize purchases made by credit card

customers.

If this ban becomes law, consumers who

cannol or. choose not to useecedit could be forced to -
pay higher prices, which include indirect credit card costs.

This proposal is decidedly anti-consumer. It would be
unfair to the consumers who buy gasoline with cash and

save money.

This legislation 1s unnecessary. Companies should be
free to compete in the marketplace as they think best,
with the consumer benefiting from the competition in a
highly competitive marketplace.

Since the end of federal controls on petroleum prod-
uct prices, the industry has introduced many new retail
marketing techniques designed to meet the needs of
the motoring public. As a result of heightened competi-
tion and innovative programs, prices to consumers have
fallen to their lowest level in years. This demonstrates
that the market system is working and suggests that it
will elicit additional programs to benefit the consumer.

A good group of
Eastland County
gardeners attended the
vegetable and fruit
production meeting
Friday afternoon at
the Reddy Room in
Eastland.

Interest in home
gardening is very high
at this time. Our
weather conditoins for
a successful home
garden is better than in
several years. There is
good moisture in the
soil and because of the
mild winter the soil is
warmer than usual for
this time of year.

Although food prices
have declined recent-
ly, home vegetable and

it production has re-
“mained steady
because folks have
found it to be an en-
joyable and healthful
as well as profitable

activity.

Mid to late February
is the ideal time for
Eastland County

gardeners to plant ~

Irish potatoes. I notic-
ed that the Far
Bureau seed potatoes
came in this week.
Local gardeners
have several varieties
of potatoes from which
to choose. The most
popular are Ted Las
Soda, Red Pontiac,
Superior and Ken-
nebee. The red skinned
varieties are better for
boiling and potatoe
salad while the brown

COW POKES

skinned are best when
fried, baked or whip-
ped.

Buy 10 pounds of
seed potatoes for every
100 feet of row to be
planted. Grocery store
potatoes do not make
good seed potatoes
unless they are
designated as such.

Good seed potatoes
are firm with promi-
nent eyes. Avoid those
with cuts, bruises or
wrinkles. The inside
should be white with no
discoloration--
discoloration indicated
freeze damage,
disease or poor storage
conditions.

Traditionally,
gardeners cut large
potatoes into smaller
pieces and plant these
four to six inches deep
and one foot apart in
the garden row.
However, small whole
potatoes used as seed
have advantages over
cut pieces~there is no
chance of spreading
disease and they are
less likely to rot when
planted.

If medium-sized or
large potatoes are us-
ed, cut them into
blocky pieces that
weight one-and-one
half to two ounces
each. Each piece must
have at least one eye.
A two-ounce whole
potato yields about the
same as a two-ounce
cut piece; but the

whole potato will yield
more small potatoes.

Potential loss of cut
pieces to decay can be
reduced by keeping
them at 60 degrees F.
for about a week
before planting to
allow the cut surfaces
to heal.

Plant the seed pieces
or small potatoes with
the eye pointing up or
down. However, make
sure the soil is not
waterlogged or not too
dry. Either mix fer-
tilzier in the row before
planting or place it in
narrow bands four to
six inches from the
seed pieces on both
sides of the row.

During the growing
season, gardeners
should be on the
lookout for insect and
disease problems. Pest
control recommenda-
tions are available
from the County Ex-
tension Office.

Fresh potatoes
should be ready for
harvesting about 90
after planting.

In
return for par-
ticipating producers
will receive an amount
of the commodity or
payment for reducing
planted acreage.
