Ranger Dec. 11-12 
The Eastland County Pecan 

Bake Show will be held in con-
nection with the annual East- 
land County Pecan Show at Ra-
nger Friday and Saturday of 
this week. 

There will be five divisions 
of the show with the following 
requirements: 

Pies—must enter a whole pie: 
Cakes—must enter one whole 

cake; 
Candy—must enter at least 

eight pieces; 
Cookies—must enter at least 

eight cookies 
Nut bread—must enter one 

whole loaf. 
All entries in the show must 

contain pecans, and anyone, 
mast or woman, from Eastland 
or adjoining counties may enter 
exhibits. 

Entries must be in place by 
11 a. m. Friday, Dec. 11, when 
judging will begin. 

Score cards will be used in 
all five divisions and cash prizes 
and ribbons will be awarded. 

There will be grand and re-
serve champions for the entire 
show. 

All entries of Home Demon-
Stratton Club members will be-
come the property of the Home 
Demonstration Counccil. All en-
tries except those of Home De-
monstration Club members 
must be claimed and removed 
from the building between 4 
and 5 p. m. ,Friday.

bleaches come in powder form 
and may contain either sodium 
perborate or potassium mono• 
persulfate as the active ingre-
dient. 

Chlorine bleaches should 
never be used on fabrics con-
taining silk, wool, and spandex 
fibers, or on fabrics with a chlo-
rine-retentive resin finish. Fa-
brics with these finishes are 
usually marked "Do not use a 
chlorine bleach" either on the 
label or on the attached wash-
ing instructions. The use of 
chlorine bleaches on these fa-
brics usually results in yellow-
ing rather than bleaching and 
may cause serious damage. 

Liquid chlorine blenches are 
fast acting and, whenever pos-
sible, should be mixed thorough-
ly with the wash water before 
the clothes are added. If this 
is not possible in your machine, 
dilute the •bleach (use at least 
four times as much water as 
bleach before you add it to the 
water and the clothes in the 
washer. Do not bleach in rinse 
water. Dry chlorine bleaches are 
somewhat slower in action, and 
need not be mixed with water 
before adding to washing solu-
ton. Follow directions on the 
bleach package. 

The whitening effect of some 
of the fluorescent whiteners, 
now present in most detergents, 
is reduced by chloride bleaches. 
To get maximum effectiveness 
from both whitener and bleach, 
agitate the clothes with the de-
tergent solution for a few min-
utes before adding the bleach. 

The peroxy bleaches are safe 
for all fibers—natural and syn-
thetic—and resin-finished cot-
tons. They are less likely to 
cause damage to fabric if im-
properly used than are chlorine 
bleaches. Their bleaching action, 
however, is generally less ef-
fective in temperatures used in 
home washers. 

Mildrew spots should be re-
moved as soon as they are dis 
covered. Don't give the mold a 
chance to weaken or rot the ma-
terial. Brush off any surface 
growth outdoors to prevent 
scattering the mildew spores in 
the house. Sun and air fabrics 
thoroughly—and if any mil-
dew spots remain, wash arti-
cles that are washable in soap 
and water at once. 

If any stain remains, bleach 
with lemon juice, salt and sun-
shine, sodium perborate bleach, 
or a diluted solution of chlo-
rine bleach. Do not use the chlo-

rine bleaches on wool, silk or 
some fabrics treated with spec-
ial finishes. 

For upholstered articles, mat-
tresses and rugs, remove loose 
mold from the articles by brush-
with a broom or stiff brush. If 
(possible, do this out-of-doors. 
Run a vacuum cleaner attach-
ment oyer the surface of the 
article to draw out all the mold 
possible. Then clean out the vac-
uum cleaner immediately. If 
the vacuum bag is disposable, 
destroy it at once. 

Sun and air the article to 
stop the mold growth—and if 
the mildew still remains, sponge 
with soap suds and wipe clean 
with a damn cloth or sponge. 
Dry again thoroughly. 

Rugs and carpets may be 
sponged with thick suds or a 
rug shampoo. It's best to apply 
the shampoo and remove it with 
rug shampoo equipment. If this 
equipment isn't available. re-
move the suds with a cloth dam-
pened in clear water. Dry in the 
sun if possible.

Make sure your youngster 
rides a sturdy, well-equipped 
bike, and teach him how to 
take care of it. 

Pass these admonitions on to 
him on having safe fun on a 
bike: 

Know and obey traffic laws. 
Traffic lights and signs are for 
bike riders, too. 

Ride with the traffic. A good 
bike-rider always rides on the 
right hand edge of the road. 

Give the proper traffic sig-
nals •before stopping or turning, 
then take hold of the handle 
bars again. 

Ride single file. If your fri-
end has a bike and you ride to-
gether, ride one in front of the 
other, with plenty of space bet-
ween. 

When traffic is heavy at a 
corner get off your bike and 
push it across, following the 
crosswalks. 

Light up at night. Do all your 
riding in the daytime if you can. 
If you must be out at night, be 
sure you have your white light 
in front and red refector and 
tail light on rear, just as auto-
mobiles do. Wear clothing that 
is light colored or that shines 
in the dark so you can be seen 
easily. 

Use a carrier or basket for 
books and packages. If you 
have no basket or carrier, tie 
your books and packages to 
the frame.
