They help fan the flames like a wind feeding a
prairie fire. But they don’t set the blaze in the first place.

Like most mortals, economists don't agree on many issues,
but enough of them have identified what they consider the
basic, 1’00t cause of inflation to make the argument persuasive
to us. It is—government. More specifically, the printing by
goverr/ment of money at a rate faster than the production of
goods and services; making too many dollars chase too few
goods .

The case was put bluntly by economist Milton Friedman, a
Nobe'| prize winner, at a conference of the National Associa-
tion of Manufacturers earlier this year: Government, said
Friediman, **has an effective printing press on which it can turn
out sireen pieces of paper and, as a result, government and
gove'rnment alone is the source of inflation.”’

T he five-year period beginning in 1971 registered a particu-
larl y rapid rise in the money supply. Goods and services in-
cre ased by 18 per cent; the money supply by 78 percent. We all
kn ow what happened: prices shot up. And the money supply
(a nd prices) are still rising.

To a large extent, the federal government pumps up the dol-.
! to finance
tdeficits and relieve strains in money markets caused, in partat -
le:ast, by federal overspending. We suggest that in the future, -

Some of the other leading industrial countries have been fol-
lowing an economic strategy that in the U.S. is labeled
“‘unacceptable’’—i.e., using slow growth as the means of con-
trolling inflation—and it works. Furthermore, instead of slow
growth being a disastrous and weakening experience for them
it has been a source of increasing economic strength, as evi-
denced by the contrast between their present positions in the
world economy and our own.

The turning point which led to the policy shift in much of the
industrial world outside of the U.S. was the combination of
accelerated inflation and recession which occurred worldwide
in the 1973-75 period. To summarize briefly:

1. The effect of the 1973-75 recession on industrial produc-
tion was most severe in Japan and least severe in Britain, with
the U.S. and West Germany midway between.

. 2. The rise'in industrial production since the recession has
-been most rapid in the U.S. and slowest in the U.K. The U.S.

passed its pre-recession peak level in 1976 and was 10 per cent
above that earlier peak by 1978, while in the other three coun-

tries 1978 levels of industrial output are barely even with the
“peaks of five years ago. :
.7. 3.-Inthe U.S., Japan and West Germany, the effect of the -
.. sharp recession was to curb inflation substantially. In- the .
- “U.K., with its milder recession, inflation continued to acceler- -

ate, reaching a 25 per cent rate in 1975.
4. The more rapid rate of recovery in the U.S. meant that no

further progress was made in checking inflation after 1975. In
the other countries, relatively slow growth since 1975 has been
-accompanied by a subsidence of inflation from 1975 levels.

The central lesson is that a cooling-off period of moderate

economic growth can be a very healthy thing in a nation’s

economic life, Overeagerness to stimulate an economy so as to
maintain high rates of growth, as in the U.S. since 1975, can
lead to progressive deterioration in its economic health.

Some form of an incomes policy is in effect in practically all
industrial countries. Where inflation is accelerating, as in the
U.S., there is a call for strengthening the incomes policy.

In the cold light of the record it is impossible to regard in-
comes policies as anything but an irrelevant side show. Before
1973 all kinds of incomes policies were tried in the industrial
countries—ranging from mild jawboning to comprehensive

. mandatory controls. Nowhere did they have any success and

they did not prevent the inflationary storm of 1973-74.

In our own history, the last period of sustained price stability

was in the late 1950s and early 1960s. We lost that through the
eagerness of the Kennedy-Johnson administration (and its
successors to date) to ‘‘get the economy moving’’ through
massive and repeated fiscal stimulation. To regain the

- ‘economic health and stability of the earlier period we need to

reverse the process by which it was lost. There is no other way.

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The House Says “No”’

The House of Representatives has denied one approach to relief for
taxpayers by voting down the Kemp-Roth proposal. This measure
(which will pop up again) would cut taxes by one-third over the next
three years. Calling Kemp-Roth inflationary because of its short-
range impact on the federal deficit, opponents then showed their con-
cern for holding down inflation by turning around and defeating
another proposal by Rep. Marjorie Holt (R.-Md.) to limit budget au-
thority in 1979 to $539 billion. The vote was close, but opponents
garnered those few extra votes so that the spending limit could be
upped to $561 billion instead.

Snipping at the Red Tape

A Senate move to exempt certain small businesses from the juris-

diction of the Occupational Safety and Health Administration

(OSHA) would affect some 2 million employers and nearly 10 million
employees, supporters estimate.

Seu. Dewey Barlett (R.-Okla.), the author of the exemption, ex—
plains that firms with fewer than 11 employees that have injury/illness
rates of below 7 per cent are eligible for *‘parole’’. ‘*Small businesses
simply can't keep up with the burdens imposed on them by regu-
lations,’" he says.

Under the U.S. tax code dividends are taxed twice—when the “5':

Stapleton and C, M. Burke, is to discourage the formation of capital
and the creation of new enterprises, both of which translate into new
and better jobs and a stronger economy. The professors suggested
Congress adopt a system based on those used in European countries
"and Japan. These encourage larger dividend payouts by companies,
encouraging the public to buy more stocks and create capital.

Red Ink Hurts

Are federal deficits really-only money we owe to ourselves and not
worthy of real concern?

Not in the view of C. Lowell Harriss, professor of economics at
Columbia University, who also serves as a consultant to the Tax
Foundation, Inc. Writes Harriss, in a recent issue of Enterprise, the
journal of the National Association of Manufacturers:
