Host Meeting on 
eanut Research 

Purchase of most of the equip-
ment needed for the re-opening 
of Rising Star Hospital was an-
nounced by the board of dire r
tors this week. 

This equipment, which w a s 
being moved into the building. 
Tuesday a n d Wednesday, in-
eludes one large X-ray machine, 
one portable X-ray, complete 
laboratory equipment, two dia-
thermy machines, two oxygen 
tents, two suction pumps and 
one electrocardiograph machine. 

The equipment was purchased 
from the Ranger West Texas 
Clinic and Hospital at Ranger. 

Yet to he purchased is the 
kitchen equipment required to 
furnish the hospital for serv-
ing meals. A program of repairs 
and redecoration will also be 
undertaken, to bring the hos-
pital into complete conformity 
with the state licensing require-
ments. This will be done over 
a period of time allowed by the 
licensing board for completion. 

Meanwhile Dr. A 11 e n Dean 
Schmitt, Ranger physician and 
surgeon with whom the board 
signed a contract for operation 
of the hospital, has begun moss/. 
ing his office into the building 
and expects to open for prac-
tice on or before the tenth of 
this month. 

Response to the announcement 
of the re-opening of the hos-
pital has been very favorable, 
said the board. The board said 
it expects to have the Institu-
tion opened to b e d patients 
within a very short time.

Our baby Laura was born on 
Mother's Day seven years ago. 

We lost Laura seven weeks 
later on Father's Day. 

She gave a soft little sigh as 
she died in my arms. My hus-
band and I buried her with the 
rattle to which she had clung 
tightly during her brief life. 

But Laura, who died of the 
terrible birth defects known as 
open spine and too much fluid 
on the brain, still lives in the 
hearts of her father Don and 
myself. When asked by stran-
gers, we always say we have 
three daughters (instead of 
really only two), and I want 
to explain why. 

We feel that each of us, in-
cluding our tiny Laura, is 
brought into the world to serve 
a purpose, even if our stay on 
earth is as tragically short as 
49 days. 

For years we were numbed 
by our baby's passing. But to-
day we recognize that in being 
asked by The National Foun-
dation to renew our memories 
of ' those despairing seven 
weeks, my' husband and I are 
somehow fulfilling the purpose 
of Laura's fleeting visit with us. 

That purpose is to repeat as 
forcefully as we can the les-
sons we have learned: 

1, Scientists insist that par-
ents should not be ashamed 
over the birth of an infant with 
a congenital malformation; in-
stead, face the situation bravely 
and seek professional advice. 
Feelings of guilt aren't justi-
fied. 

2. There is no medical evi-
dence that birth defects are 
always hereditary; and 

3. There is no evidence that 
because a couple have had one 
defective baby, they are likely 
to have another. Doctors at 
Columbus, Ohio, near our farm 
at Laurelville, said our chances 
of having another malformed 
baby were something like one 
in 40,000.

Farmer to Realize More, Says Expert

Nitrogen and potash fertiliz-
ers are readily soluble in water. 
They can be used for topdres- 
sing crops such as small grain 
a n d perennial grasses. Phos- 
phate fertilizer becomes soluble 
slowly. For this reason it should 
be put into the soil. Also, phos- 
phate fertilizer will become un-
available to plants in a calcare-
ous soil. When used in calcare-
ous soils, it should be placed 
in concentrated bands so that 
it will come into contact with 
less soil. A soil survey would 
indicate if soils are calcareous 
or not. 

"When and how often should 
I fertilize?" On deep sands, 
fertilizer should be applied in 
small amounts two or three 
times a year. If all of the fer-
tilizer is applied at planting 
time, some of it may be leach-

' ed from the soil and lost. An-
I nual applications are adequate 
on loamy soils and clay soils. 
Even on loams and clays it may 
be desirable to split the appli-
cation. A small amount of ni-
trogen and all of the prosphor-
ous could be applied at plant-
ing time. Then nitrogen could 
be topdressed or sidedressed lat-
er, if moisture conditions were 
good. 

"Even if I do everything 
right," one may ask, "how can I 
be sure fertilizing is making me 
a profit"? An unfertilized area 
in each field should be left as 
a check. Also, double applica-
tions on a small area should be 
made in each field to determine 

I effects of heavier application. 
I Then the differences in yield can 
be measured. Many times a 
five hundred pound difference 
in grain sorghum yields, f o r 
example, cannot be detected un-
less the grain is weighed. 

To determine merits of ferti-
lizers, apply. Leave check areas. 
Check the difference in yield. 
Do a good job of farming the 
crop. Chances for success are 
good if every operation is done 
well.

Today the question about fer-
tilizer is not, "Will it pay?", but 
"How can I make it pay more?" 
Answers to a few other ques-
tions will help answer the ba-
sic one. How can I make fer-
tilizer pay? 

"What is in a sack of ferti- 
lizer that counts?" The aver-
age hag of fertilizer contains 
from one to three elements of 
plant food. A complete ferti- 
lizer contains nitrogen, phos-
phorous and potash. Other fer- 
tilizers may contain only one 
or two plant foods. The amounts 
of these nutrients are designat-
ed by large numerals on the 
sack. For example, the numer-
als 12-24.12 would designate 12 
percent nitrogen, 24 percent 
phosphoric acid and 12 percent 
potash. The numbers 15-15-0 
would indicate that a 100 pound 
sack contained 15 pounds of ni-
trogen, 15 pounds of phosphoric 
acid and no potash. 

"As a farmer or rancher, how 
can I know which fertilizers 
are best for my crops?" A soil 
analysis will furnish the best 
information about fertilizer 
needs for specific soils. Also, 
the local Soil Conservation Ser-
vice technician or the county 
agent can make recommenda-
tions for specific soil types. 
These techicians base their sug-
gestions on research and local 
experience. The Information fur-
nished by them is tied to spe-
cific soil types through the use 
of soil surveys. Soil surveys 
are provided by the local Soil 
Conservation Service through 
the Soil Conservation District. 

"Where in the ground should 
I place fertilizer so that my 
crops can use it most efficient-
ly?"  Ideal placement on ferti-
lizer is two or three inches to 
the side and two or three inch-
es below the seed. This permits 
feeder roots to get to the plant 
food rapidly. It enables tap 
rooted plants to develop the tap 
root without damage from the 
fertilizer. Placement three or 
four inches below the seed is 
satisfactory if the fertilizer is 
applied a few weeks prior to 
planting. Fertilizers can be 
broadcast and plowed into the 
soil but placement is better. 
This is an effective method for 
drilled crops. Row crops will 
use broadcast fertilizer, but more
