Rising Star Doctor Talks Turkey to
Cisco Rotarians; 80,000 Birds in Area

(Cisco News)

“Five years ago there were
7,000 turkeys grown In Eastland
i County and in 1953 the turkey
populatlon has grown to 80,000

irds,” Dr. Ben Bradley of Ris-
ing Star, president of the Cen-
tral Texas Turkey Growers As-
scciation, told Rotarians at their
meeting Thursday .at the Hotel

| . . .
lVlctor in Cisco.

He said that the importance
of turkey growing as an industsry
for the county was growing
rapidly and attributed the in-
crease to the climate and the
terrain. -

He told of the econemics of
the industry and said that it re-
quired approximately $6,000 in
buildings and equipment to be-
gin with 3,000 birds. He sat
that normally a turkey would
require $4 from the time he was
hatched until he reached mar-
ket size. TUsing that figure he
said that the 80,000 turkeys in
the county represented an in-
vestment of $320,000, excluding
qgeuipment.

He said that from' October 4
to October 10, $116,000 worth of
turkeys were shipped from Ris-
ing Star alone. He compared
it with a new industry that had
a payroll of over $100,000 per
year.

Dr. Bradley said that there
were 250,000 turkeys 'in the nine
county central Texas area and
that the area could easily in-
crease its number to half a mil-
lion.

He said that turkey growing
was a science and named four
principal factors in the opera-
tion. They were breeding, feed-
ing, sanitation and management.

Following the talk, Rotarian
B. A. Butler showed a group
of color slides made at various
turkey ranches in. the area,
showing the turkeys and the
equipment needed in the indus-
try.

BUSINESS ACTIVITY

- The volume of  business, as
measured by my Composite Busi-

ness Chart, is 15% abeve nor-
:rpa]. It has fluctuated only 5

points during all the year—rang-
ing from 15% above normal to
20% above. Business activity so
far this year has been at the
highest average of any compar-
able period on record. Although
considerable resistance to decline
Jhas been shown by most indus-
tries, no new stimulus can .be
seen on the horizon. Mounting
stocks of automobiles in'dealers’
hands and increased buyer re-
sistance imply a lower rate of
output during the rest of the
year.

Slower bookings by the steel
producers for the fourth quar-

-

" ter reflect easing demand, not

merely from the automobile in-
dustry, but also from other ma-
jor outlets. Some reductions in
steel operations have already
been seen. With the outlook for
a further drop in building and
continued low farm-equipment
demand, an end-of the year op-
erating rate of less than 80%
steel capacity would not be sur-
prising. Inventories have gone
up $5 billion during the past
12 months and are more vul-
nerable now than at any time
since 1948. Ultimately, sales
must expand to absorb the ex-
cess output, or production will
be curtailed.

At current retail prices we
can foresee no improtant sales
increases. This means that pro-
duction may not continue to hold
at recent peak levels. When
the decline comes, the business-
man who is currently following
conservative financial and inven-
tory policies will best be able
to ride out the storm. A few
lost sales now will be much
easier to stand than will severe
inventory losses later. Even so,
with personal income and sav-
ings statistics showing record
amounts, it may be possible for
sales to increase enough to sup-
port recent output. Constructive
advertising and salesmanship are
the need of the hour. The same
energy devoted to sales promo-
tion that is given to production
methods would go far to meet
the present situation.

It seems to me he is going
to have to do some very plain
talking in ord:r that the entire
nation may know something of
the awfulness of such a possible
bomb attack.

There is current newspaper
talk about an agreement with
Russia to disarm, or at least to
control the output of atomic and
hydrogen bombs. It should first
‘be understood that Russia has
offered to discuss such an agree-
ment, but as usual with the Rus-
sians, there is a catch to it. They
would probably agree to most
anything, but they have balked
at any arrangement for inspec-
tion to see that the agreement
is carried out.

Other things shaping up for
the coming Session of the Con-
gress are: the matter of taxes;
balancing the budget; revisions
in the Social Security laws; re-
commendations for changes iIn
the Taft-Hartley Law; and nu-
merous items of unfinished busi-
ness carried over from the last
Congress.

The next Session of the Con-
gress promises to be busier than
the last. The new Administra-
tion nut off a great many things
until it was more experienced on
which action will need to be
taken.

During my visit back home,
I greatly enjoyed talking to pe-
ple and getting their views. It
is hoped that everyone will con-
tinue to give me the benefit of
their thinking and suggestions on
the issues vitally affecting all
of us. Never before in history
has the public been so well-in-
formed on so many subjects as
our people are today. It is true
that there also a goodly
amount of misinformation, too,
but usually we are able to sift
the grain from the trash and
come up with a pretty clear atti-
tude on what is happening. It
is often confusing enough with-
out such  distractions, but it
seems most people feel they
must take a greater interest in
public affairs. In my opinion,
those who feel that way are cor-
rect. In these days our very
survival may depend on it.

Vitamin B-13 New
Discovery to Aid
In Chicken Growth

AUSTIN,Oct. 20—A report on
newly-discovered vitamin B-13,
thought to be a factor which
may increase chick growth, will
be a feature of a national con-
ference on B-vitamins December
3-5 at the University of Texas.

Approximately 200 nutritional
experts from throughout this
country are expected to attend
the meeting, sponsored by the
University’s famed Biochemical
Institute, where several B-vita-
mins and related nutritional fac-
tors have been isolated.

Sixteen addresses on technical
aspects of B-vitamins now are
scheduled for presentation during
the conference.

Hot and Cold Spots
To Be Eliminated

AUSTIN, Oct. 20.—Basic rules
for eliminating hot and cold spots
from air-conditioned auditoriums
and similar structures are being
sought in a new University of
Texas research project.

In many instances, a large
area has been air-conditioned
mainly on the basis of how often
its air is changed completely,
failing to take into account the
fact that design and construction
may ‘“bottle up” air and prevent
even ventilation, Dr. Walter L.
Moore, project director explains.

The engineers will attempt to
determine design and construc-
tion rules which will assure ade-
quate ventilation in any large

Jimmie Nell Harris, foods and
nutrition specialist for the Texas
Extension Service says oOver-
weight is invariably caused by
eating more calories in food than
you use as energy. According
to the Federal Security Agency,
the vitamin deficiency diseases
obesity has probably replaced
as the number one nutrition
problem in the United States.

The first step in weight re-
duction, Miss Harris says, is to
decide that vyou will reduce.
Then, check with your doctor
and have a thorough physical
checkup, get his approval of
your plan and continue to check
with him as you lose weight.
Find out how much you need
to lose for a normal weight,
plan your diet and stick to it.
Be sure your reducing diet 1S
a sound one; beware of fad diets,
reducing pills, and losing / too
fast. There are no tricks to
reducing, and a good reducing
diet is not freakish, Check your
diet by these standards:. 1s it
safe calorically — low enough
to reduce weight and high
enough not to reduce vitality
and feeling of well being? It
is best not to lose more than
one or two pounds a week. Is
your reducing diet adequate nu-
tritionally and does it include
popular every day foods? A re-
ducing diet should be low in
calories only. It should still
provide all the other nutrients
necessary for a good diet. And

All males are required to reg-
ister under the draft law on
their 18th birthday or within five
days thereafter. Maximum pen-
alties that can be applied for
failure to register are $10,000
fine, or five years in prison, or
both.

Attorney General
Makes Decisions

AUSTIN. Oct. 2. (Spl)—At-
torney General John Ben Shep-
perd has released a list of all
opinions of his office during the
month of September. The office
received 196 requests for advice
or opinions and closed 194 opin-
ion files during the month,

The office has won 97 per cent
of all cases tried or appealed
since the first of the year. A
total of 959 cases have been won
out of 988 tried. During the
month of September 41 cases
were tried, none of which were
lost.

Opinions of general
included the following:

A veteran is not entitled to
register in Texas schools as a
“resident” simply because he

yvear. However, if he moved his
family to Texas or bought a

These are among the subjects
on which most Texans have very
definite opinions. It helps me
greatly, during this between-ses-
sions period, to get their views.

FARM PROBLEM: My trav-
els have taken me through many
important agricultural areas of
Texas. In all of them, I have
found a deep uneasiness on the
part of the people about the fu-
ture of agriculture.

Drought and falling prices have
put the farmer and rancher be-
tween a rock and a hard place.
They neeq help.

The future agricultural pro-
gram is one of the most import-
ant matters: that will come be-
fore the session of Congress be-
ginning next January. Between
now and then, I would like to
hear from as many of you as
care to write me about the Kind
of program you think will best
meet the situation.

COST OF LIVING: Unfortun-
ately, the fall in farm prices has
been of little or no help to the
consumer.

An official Government says
living costs are now at an all-
time high. The food price in-
dex is up. One factor behind
the increase is said to be higher
prices for beef and veal.

The farmer gets less. The
cattleman gets - less. But the
consumer pays more.

SALES TAX: It looks as if
the Administration 1is backing
away fast fro m the idea of try-
ing to get a sales tax through
the next session of Congress.
The President has said he oppos-
es a sale tax. He left the way
open, however, for possible sup-
port of a “manufacturer’s excise
tax.”

I personally think we must
make further cuts in gbvernment
spending. Economy 1s not easy
for a government or for an in-
dividual. But sometimes 1t 1s
necessary. This is such a time.

THRIFTY MEAT MEALS: The
Department of Agriculture has
published a booklet containing
over 100 recipes and suggestions
for the selection, preparation,
and serving of the cheaper
grades and cuts of beef, pork,
veal, and lamb. Name of the
booklet is ‘“Meat for Thrifty
Meals.”

CLOUDS in the sky don’t always

mean gray days. Often they are
fleecy white and billowy, adding
beauty to a clear blue sky.

They may play a big part in
making us decide to picture a cer-
tain scene—and it is disappointing
to find that the finished picture is
completely cloudless. To avoid such
disappointment, you use a simple
filter. It's known as a sky filter
and will go a long way toward
giving your scenic snapshots a
professional touch. You can use
one on practically any camera.

Of course, the filter doesn’t put
clouds in your picture by magic.
The principle on which it works is
simple and straightforward. The
filter lets all the light through to
the lens of the camera, with the
exception of some of the blue light
from the sky, which it absorbs.
By cutting out some of the blue
light, the sky is darkened and
thus the clouds become more out-

standing,

The presence of clouds in this picture add greatly to the impact of an

Put Clouds in Your Picture

While we're on the subject of
accessory items—there are others
which can also be used most effec-
tively ~even in the most casual
snapshooting. In common with the
sky filter, they' have the advan-
tage of being easy to use and in-
expensive. One of the most impor-
tant of these, as I've pointed out
in previous columns, is the close-
up attachment. Another is the auto
release, which allows everyone to
be in the picture. You place the
camera on a tripod or other solid
support, find your picture 'in the
viewfinder, set the auto release,
and you have 10 seconds in which
to take your place in the picture
At that point the auto release
snaps the picture for you.

These little gadgets are fun to
use, and well worth the small cost.
Next time you're going to your
photo dealer’s, take your camera
along and talk to him about the
various accessories you can use
with it bt

OBEY TRAFFIC LAWS
FOR SAFETY

With the Labor Day weekend
gone the usual series of football
weekends just around the cor-
ner, the thoughts of many Tex-

ans are turning toward traffic
safety. There can be no doubt
but that a better acquaintance
among drivers with the *“rules
of the road” and other traffic

safety regulations could greatly

reduce the death toll of our
highways.

To obtain correct and authori-
tative information about driving

1s a simple matter.
postcarq to the
Public Safety, Driver’s License
Division, Austin, Texas, will
bring an official publication, the
“Texas Driving Handbook”, to
anyone who requests it.

Aside from considerations of
personal safety, proper driving
habits and observance of traffic
laws will help prevent financial
loss. This is true in spite of the
fact that most people now carry
liability insurance as a protec-
tion under the Texas ‘“Drivers
Responsibility Act.” Jury wer-
dicts in personal injury cases
tend to go higher and higher,
and the likelihood of suffering
an adverse judgment for an
amount in excess in the limits
of your liability policy is ever
present.

Fault, or liability, is determin-
ed by applying the law to the
particular facts of an accident.
In Texas the law is in several
forms — the statutes as enacted
by the Legislature, the ordinanc-
es of each city and town, and
the court decisions in cases simi-
lar to the one to be decided.

A negligent or intentional act
iS necessary in order to impose

legal liability for damages.
Where both parties to an acci-
dent are negligent., the court

will very likely say that both
are at fault, and that each must
pay for his own damages.

Two of the most important
legal rules pertaining to acci-
dents are those having to do
with “proper look-out” and
“proper control”. Driving in a
lawful manner and complying
with all ordinary traffic rules
is not always sufficient. In addi-
tion, the driver is expected by
law to be alert to all that 1is
happening around him.

If an accident should occur
and the driver has not been
alert — has failed to keep a
proper look-out — he may be
charged with “improper look-out”
as a traffic violation and also
held liable in damages to the
other driver. The courts call
a “proper look-out” such a look-
out as a reasonably prudent
driver would have Kkept under
the same circumstances.

Of equal importance
rule of “proper control”. This
rule means pretty much what
those words imply — that the
driver should have his car un-
der such degree of control as to
be ready for any emergencies
as might arise. It may be breach-
ed even though no violation of
ordinary traffic laws is involved.

For instance, a driver may be
complying with the legal speed
limit but still be driving at a
rate of speed which unsafe

““men and women for Christ. How-
\ ever, there is no harm in hav-
ing our attention called from
time to time to the evils of
drunkenness. The passages chos-
en for this Temperance Lesson
do not belong together, but we
find a connecting element in the
warning against all the works
of the flesh and the encourage-
ment to the doing of good works.
1. WOE (Is, 5:11-14). There
are six “WOES"” pronounced upon
Israel in this chapter of Isaiah
on account of various sins. This,
the second one, is especially di-
rected toward the drunkard. He

may think he has *“‘a good time,"'

but from the Divine standpoint
a woe rests upon him, It is sad
to note that this evil had made
such inroads in Israel that there
were some who did nothing else
but indulge their appetite for
wine. It is even more sad to
note that this evil is holding
our counfry in its grip far worse
than it ever did before the pro-
''% hibition era. Men and women
| in what is considered polite so-
ciety cannot have a social gath-
ering, or even entertain company
for dinner, without serving in-
toxicants. Then when the liquor
habit has gained control of them
they are saidg to be suffering
'ﬁ'om the disease of alcoholism,
and are to be pitied more than
~ blamed! The thought of its sin-
. fulness is dismissed" entirely. °
Intoxication weakens all inhi-
bitions and when coupled with
the sensual appeal of the mod-
ern “music” it throws the indi-
:. vidual open to every kind of
'i evil, even to the deepest moral

V Such indulgence cannot escape
| its sad but natural consequences.
| Israel’s sin brought her captivi-

" ing in these verses is addressed,
. not to the drunkard, but to the
. one ,who provided the tempta-

) tion; for this is the meaning of
the words of Jesus ‘concerning
him who causes ‘little ones” to
stumble. Specifically the Lord
seems to have had in mind those
who misled little children and
started them on a downward
career, but that does not ex-
haust the meaning. It applies
to anyone who deliberately
.causes one who is weak to fall
into sin, be it drunkenness or
any other evil. All unbelievers
shall be punished, but a greater
punishment awaits those who in-
fluenced others to sin. This is
a very solemn warning.

Then there is a warning to
Christians. Paul has been urg-
ing the Roman Christians to yield
themselves wholly to the Lord
as a reasonable expression of
their appreciation for the “mer-
cies of God” (Rom. 12:1-2). He
has told them how this should
find expression in their relation
to other Christians, to those who
are still unbelievers, to their
enemies, to their government,
and also to their neighbors. He
has shown that the \Christians
will walk within the requirements
of the Law if he walks in love.
Now he points out the urgency
of all this.

We are to be aware of what
time it is on God’s*clock. All
men know of the rapidity of
time's passing, buf very few
realize how much of it has
passed. The present age is the
night of sin and men enjoy
