FALL 
WEBWORMS 

The fall webworms have 
gotten a lot of attention dur-
ing my first week in the 
county. The first question 
asked was, "What can I do 
about these webworms?", 
came from Maybelle Trout of 
Eastland. 

Fall webworms are the lar- 
val stage of moths. The lar- 
vae are about 1 inch long and 
are pale yellow or green. They 

are covered by tufts of long 
whitish hairs. A dusky stripe 
bordered by a yellow stripe 
will be on the back. The main 
identifiable characteristic of 
the fall webworm is the web 
it builds in the tree or limb. 

The fall wcbworm will feed 
on a variety of trees and 
shrubs. I have seen webs in 
mulberry, poplar, willow, 
pecan, and oak. 

Newly hatched larvea be-
gin feeding and spin a web 
over the foliage as they feed. 
These webs can cover an 
entire branch. There are some 
trees in the county where 
several webs are covering 
50% of the tree. This type of 
defoliation can weaken a tree 
and could result in the tree 
dying. 

Control can be accom-
plished without insecticides 
where there are only one to 
two webs in a larger tree. 
Simply prune out the web and 
destroy it. 

In trees which are too small 
or the webs are too numerous 
for pruning an insecticide may 
be required. Before applying 
an insecticide, use a large pole 
to break up the web. This will 
help the insecticide reach the 
larvae. A high pressure spray 

will also be required to reach 

the taller trees and help pene-
trate the web. 

There are several insecti-
cides which can be used for 
fall webworms. Some of these 
products ate Dipel, Sevin, 
Diazinon and Malathion. 
Whichever product you se-
lect make sure you read and 
follow the label instructions.

Q. What is the educational back-
ground of the average dentist? 
A. The graduating dentist of today 
usually has had four years of pre-
dental-  education, including basic 
anatomy, biology and chemistry, 
leading to a bachelor's degree. Prior 
to entering dental school, the aspir-
ing dentist must pass a qualifying 
entrance exam to test mental abilities 
and physical dexterity. The first two 
years of dental school are spent learn-
ing the appropriate techniques for 
restoring the health of the teeth and 
gums, as well as basic human anat-
omy phstology, and related subjects. 
The latter two years consist of work 
in the clinic with actual patients under 
the direct supervision of qualified 
instructors. finally, the candidate is 
required to pass an examination to 
show his or her competence to prac-
tice in a particular state.
