Stephens to Brown
Will Be Rebuilt

Construction work on approx-
imately 8.5 miles of U. S. High-
way 183 from the north Cisco
city limits to the Eastland-
Stephens County line is expect-
ed to get under way during this
wee, according to an announce

ment by County Engineer
P. Haun, Jr.

A contract for the project,
including grading, structures,

flexible base and two course sur-
face treatment, was awarded
last week by the State Highway
Commission to Cooper and
Woodruff, Inc.,, well-known state
highway and bridge building
contractors. The work will cost
$830,647.45.

This project is the first half
of a Highway re-building pro-
gram in Eastland County, Mr.
Haun said. Work is due to start
in 1967 on the section from Cis-
co south through Rising Star
to the Brown county line.

Grand Master Calls For
Re-Dedicated Citizenship

A call for members of he Mas-

night.

Mr. Fullingim, in private life
an insurance executive at Od-
essa, spoke to some 150 or more
people, including officials of the
Grand Lodge of Texas Masons,
their wives and guests, at the
school cafeteria.

The occasion was the official
visit of the Grand Master to the
73rd district composed of Lodges
at Rising Star, Cisco, Eastland,
Ranger, Gorman, Carbon, Des-
demona and Breckenridge.

The dinner was served by
members of the Rising Star
Chapter, Order of the Eastern
Star.

Following the open meeting
there was a closed session at
the Lodge Hall.

Prior to his address, the
Grand Master presented a pla-
que on behalf of the Rising Sar
Lodge to his old friend and Dis-
trict Deputy Grand Master Fred

Price of the 73rd District, who
was the official host to the

Grand Lodge dignitaries and the
master of ceremonies for the
evening. The plaque was present-
ed as an evidence of the apprec-
ijation of the local lodge for Mr.
Price‘s outstanding contributions
to Masonry in Rising Star and
in other areas of the state juris-
diction in which he has served.

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BUILDING STUDY

The act of using the mind to

acquire knowledge is called studv-
ing and can prove to be a dif-
ficult task if the person is un-
interested in his subject. A per-
son must want to obtain in-
formation and be willing to ful-
ly apply himself in order to at-
tain his purpose.

The second step in organizing
a beneficial study program is al-
Jotting time for studv by plan-
ning a schedule. Sufficient time
should be considered for each
subject, and this plan must be
followed with only minor varia-
tions. Obviously. a paper requir-
ing weeks for preparation
.should not be ignored unti a few
days before it is due. Instead a
short research period each day
would simplify the assignment
tremendously, and the paper
could be turned in on time and
with preater satisfaction.

Allowing =light interruptions
to upset ‘a merscn's schedul> ran
waste many minutes of valuable
study time; thcrefore, all neces-
s2ry equipment and materials
should be premediated, thus av-
oiding as many obstructions as
possible.

As a person realizes the im-
portance of his work, he begins
to feel the need for a consistent
and efficient study program.
Years of study and guidance
have instilled in him the idea
that he has the responsibility to
develop his potential as fully as
possible, and to do this consis-
tently requires and efficient pro-
gram for study.

LABOR DAY

What is Labor Day?

This question has been asked
by one of our readers, and I am
furnishing this informaion for
all who may have wondered why
we have Labor Day.

Labor Day, in the United
States and Canada, is a holiday
observed on the first Monday in
September. The celebration of
this day was inaugurated by the
Knights of Labor, who held a
parade in New York City in

1882 and in 1884. Oregon was
the first state to legislate for
general observance of Labor
Day as a legal holiday. This law
enacted February 21, 1887, spec-
ified the first Saturday in June
as Labor Day; but in 1893 the
day of observance was changed
to the first Monday in Septem-
ber. In March, April, and May
of 1887, Colorado, New Jersey,
New York and Massadhusetts
passed similar legislation, all
setting the first Monday of Sept-
ember as the holiday, and 1894
Congress declared it to be a
national holiday.

'As It Looks From Here .

By Omar Burleson, M. C, 17th Texas Dist.

Washington, D. C. — THIS IS
THE Third and last of a series
of three articles in an attempt
to analyze in a “down behind
the garden"” way something of
our present economic situation
and the direction of the future.

IT SHOULD Be pointed out
again that there are all sorts
of means for capturing earning
assets for the Government and
replacing them with paper as-
sets as Ponzi did, who got ap-
pointed an officer of solid con-
servative bank, took the hard
earning assets out of the bank
for his own corporations and re-
placed them with paper that no
one scrutinized very carefully. -

WE NOW HAVE MWhat is

known as ‘“‘The Participation
Sales Act of 1966 In essence,
this provides that Government
lending programs, totaling about
$33 billion over the last few
years, be transferred to com-
merical banks. In other words
commercial banks make loans
for such agencies as the Office

of Education, Deparment of
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment, the Small Business Ar-
ministration, Veterans Adminis-
tration and others, and the Gov-
ernment goes on the note. These
sums do not show in the Presi-
dent’s Budget, Ithough they are
a liability of the taxpoyers. It
will never show as an . obliga-
tion.

THERE is undoubtedly a weak-

ness in industray due to depen-
dence on the Goverment orders

which, in turn, are dependent
on the value of the inflated
money.

LOOK AT THE Several ways
the goverment can bring its in-
fluence to bear on the economic
activities of many segments of
our American life. First, if the
industries holding vast Govern-
ment contracts, of which there
are many, do not support the
Administration. contracs can be
withheld or withdrawn. Second,
the Government is a stockpiler
of what a-e considered to be
“strategic” materials. If thoe in
the industry ol producing thes2
materials are considered out of
line, the Government has a sup-
ply to throw on the 1 arket to
depress prices. Third, moaufac-
tureres of most anything mist
The Government has the
compete ‘with imports.

wd
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Governmen has the advantage
of opening up the importation of
goods in competition by increas-
ing the quotas or lowering the
tariffs.

THE VAST MAJORITY of
American Institutions, including
colleges and universities, receive
ald in some form or other from
the Federal Government. Should
they be in opposition to certain
policies, their grants and loans
may be withheld. The public
schools in several Southern
States are now experiencing this
treatment.

IF A POLITICAL decline is
under way, these techinques of
subsidies and other favors are a
principal vehicle for it. The pro-
ponents of centralized Govern-
ment seek to weld all possible
voting blocs to the national Ad-
ministration, unti finally prac-
tically every segment of the pop-
ulation sees no future for itself
except by depnedence on Govern-
metn assistance. The Federal es-
tablishment can exert a degree
of political pressure with power
its predecessors never enjoyed.
As has been mentioned in this
column before, there is a cant
for Federally guaranteed income
for everybody, whether he
chooses to work or not, forget-
ting the values of initiative and
self-respect. This device is sup-
posed to instill dignity in those
who lack it. The opposite is
bound to be the effect.

IT SEEMS OUR Government
shoula be able to take advanta-
ge of the lessons of history and,
in fact, a lesson from what Iis
happening to England at the
very moment.

THE BRITISH have been on
the downward drift for the last
several years, and today they are
reaching close to the bottom.

THE FACT Remains that the
average Englishman has never
had it so good, and seeminly can
care less about his Nation's basic
problems.

IN ENGLAND, Jobs are plen-
tiful, wages have seldom gone
up so fast and everyone is earn-
ing more and more by produc-
ing less and less. The British
Government provides about ev-
erything and under such circum-
stances, it is hard to find people
who are genuinely concerned
about their Country’s declining

The eu-
logy was highly appreciated by
the old settlers present, and
brought back memories of the
virtues of the rabins they had
built from logs cut from lJocal
forests during their early days
here,

Pre-Sign 3 Months
For Medicare, Near
05ers Are Advised

(Every month 120,00 Americans
reach the age of 65. The soon-to-
65's are asking these days,
‘“When is the best time for me
to sign up for medicare?”

The answer, according to R.
R. Tuley, Jr. Abilene social sec-
urity district manager is that
They should sign up two or three
months before they reach 65.

If they wait until the month
they reach 65 or the following 3
months, their hospital protection
under medicare begins right a-
way, but their coverage under
the voluntary doctor bill inur-
ance will not start until 1 to 3
months after they sign up for it.

Tuley explained that the medi-
care law provides a 7 month
initial enrollment period for the
voluntary doctor bill insurance
part of the program. This per-
jod begins with the 3rd month
before the person is 65, includ-
es the month in which he reach-
es 65, and ends with the 3rd
month thereafter.

“The best time to enroll,” he
said, “is in one of the 3 months
before you reach 65. If you do
so, your protection starts with
the month of your 65th birth-
day. Waiting until that month to
sign up will mean the coverage
can't start until the following
month. And enrollment in one
of 3 months after the month you
are 65 can mean a delay of up
to 3 months in the start of your
protection.”

He further explained that fail-
ure to sign up during the T-
month initial enrollment period
may mean that the individual
will have to wait unil he next
general enrollment period. This
is always the last three months
of odd-numbered years. But even
then, the older person will have
to wait until the following July
for the protection to start, and
the premium payments will be
10 percent higher.

“This matter of a delayed start
in protection could have serious

consequences if the individual
had a high medical expenses
meanwhile, “ he pointed out.

The voluntary hospital visits,
surgeons fees, and a wide var-
iety of other medical expences
in and out of the hospital.
