In Record Crowd

The May Centennial
combined with the
May Homecoming
Celebration was held
Saturday, September
19th on the May School
Campus. According to
the old timers of May,
this was the largest at-
tendance ever to
gather at May for any
occasion. The May
folks agree this was
the best Homecoming
May has ever had, with
the largest number of
ex-students since the
beginning of the
Homecomings.

Being impossible to
count heads, those in
- charge of the various
activities estimated at
least 1200 or more at-
tended.

The students began
registering at 8:00
a.m. in the May
Homemaking Cottage,
they were served cof-
fee, punch and cookies
for eye openers.

At 9:00 a.m. the May
Centennial Pageant:
“The May Messinger”
(the name of May’s
first newspaper) was
presented. Putter Jar-
vis was Master of .
Ceremonies for the
Pageant and a former
May school student,
did a great job. The
May people join in to
say, ‘“A great big
thank you Putter for a
job well done, we hope
you will come back and
visit us again soon.”

The Pageant was
held in the May School
Gymnasium and
depicted scenes of the
early days of this cen-
tury. A one room
teacher school house,
with pupils sitting on a
crude board bench that
was held up with saw-
ed blocks from large
trees, the teacher,
Rev. Bill Campbell,
pastor of the First Bap-
tist Church sat on a
similiar seat as the
students. He taught at
ease as if he had done
this all his life. The
pupils were dressed
much as did the early
1900’s school children.

There was a one
room home for a fami-
ly of seven, one little
daughter relieved
mother with the care of
the two week old baby
who seemed to like to
be rocked. This was
the Freeman family
who lives here in May
on Sidney Street. Each
member was busy
helping with the cook-
ing and house work.
Mrs. Freeman
demonstrated the way
butter was made in the
old days, in a crock
churn with lid to match
and a dash made from
an old broom handle
sawed off to proper
length, with a slat of
wood cross each way to

form a mixer, many
present had never seen

one. While mother was -

busy fixing lunch,
cooking on an old cast
iron stove, big sister
was rocking the baby.
This scene was very
impressive.

There was also a
Black Smith Shop,
equipped with antique
tools that were used
many, many years
ago. There was also a
new stand with little
boys selling ‘“The May
Messinger’’, May’s
first newspaper.

The old rope hanging
galery was used in the
old days to see that
justice was enforced.
Lawmen shot at a
criminal three times
but he got away with a
slight leg injury, he
was caught and led
back where he was to
be hung later.

Three old timers fur-
nished Fiddle and
Guitar music, several
couples not wanting
the music to be wasted,
danced for a short ses-
sion.

Two poets, Rev.
Estill Allen and
Marion McDaniel read
some of the poems
composed for this
ocassion. They receiv-
ed a standing ovation.

The May Centennial
History Book was for
sale in the entrance
hall to the building.
The Book represented
many, many long
hours, days, and mon-
ths of hard work. Much
traveling and many
dollars, as the faithful
committee which was
headed by Rev. Estill
Allen, Co-chairperson
and Editor;. also
Marion McDaniel,
Chairperson; resear-
ched Marker; Doreen
(Sook) Burnett, Co-
Chairperson, resear-
cher; May Business
Enterprises and
Herschel Wheeler, Co-
Chairperson, Resear-
cher of May School
History.

Lunch was served
beginning at 11:30 in
the school lunchroom,
sponsored by the May
Senior Class. The food
was bought, cooked
and served by the
senior mothers.

The Parade at 2:30,
which took the
onlookers back to the
early part of this cen-
tury. A number of old
models of the Ford
model T coupe and
touring cars looking as
black and shiny as the
day they rolled off the
assembly line. Other
makes and models of
antique cars also grac-
ed the parade. The
First Graders float

was named the
Graduating Class of
1993. Others in the
parade was the Fire
Trucks, Flags, Drill
Team, Homecoming
Queen candidates,
Class Floats,
Organizations, and
outside floats. The out
door Privy was a part
of the Centennial
parade.

The Bhakta Family
Enjoys Eastland County

The Best Western
Restaurant - out on the In-
terstate - has a new look
these days. Not only in its
garden-terrace decor, but in
its attractive Managers
from- India, Bharat Bhakta
and Mr. Bhakta’s brother,
Kiran. And managing, to
these young men, means be-
ing able to personally take
care of anything that needs
attention. Kiran is doing a lot
of the cooking, but Bharat
assists him when necessary.

Bharat and Kiran had liv-
ed in California for about
seven years before moving
to Eastland on August 15th of
this year. But Bharat
Bkakta's wife, who is a
homemaker rather than a
worker at the Restaurant,
lived in India until her mar-
raige about six months ago.
Kiran, who is the younger of
the brothers, is not married.

Like most people the world
over, the Bhaktas are en-
thusiastic about their plans
for the future. They hope to
keep Best Western a quality
place to dine, with a menu
comparable to restaurants
in the Metroplex and other
areas. They may even add a
few International dishes,
such as chicken curry and
similar things, as interest in-
dicates.

“I don't know whether the
people here would like the
curry or peppers as hot as
they serve them in India,"
Bharat smiles.

At the present time the
Restaurant is serving main-
ly American food, with
meals based around beef,
chicken, or seafood. And a
wide cross-section of people
seem (o be enjoying it -
business people, oilmen, and
travelers from the In-
terstate.

As the Bhakta brothers
stir about with their duties at
the Best Western it is dif-
ficult to realize the tremen-
dous changes which have
taken place in their lives.
Bharat and Kiran were born
in a small town named
Pathadia, near Bombay,
Southern India. Bharat
enrolled in a College at Bar-
doli, where he studied
Mechanical and Electrical
Engineering.

In 1972 his parents moved
to San Francisco, where his
father went into business.
About two years later
Bharat and Kiran decided to
move fo the United States
ard work with their father.

This was a new and
sometimes strange ex-
perience for the Hindu boys,
coming to America without
knowing any of the language
or customs of the country.
Bharat began to learn the
English language by wat-
ching television and attemp-
ting to talk to people. And he
began restaurant work by
washing dishes, cooking -
anything that was needed.

About five years ago
Bharat and Kiran's father
moved to Blythe, California -
northeast of Los Angeles, on
the edge of the Mojave
desert - to run a Motel. There
the brothers learned even
more about American cook-
ing and restaurant manage-
ment.

Six months ago Bharat
went back to India on a visit
and met and married a love-
ly girl.

“No, I didn't know her
before that time,"” he ex-
plains. “I found her on this
visit.”

After a tradition wedding
the young couple returned to
the United States. This sum-
mer the opportunity came to
manage the Best Western
Restaurant, and they came
on to Eastland.

Bharat Bhakta states that
they have enjoyed it very
much here - that the people
have been friendly. They
have found the area less
crowded than California,
with a hot summer climate
comparable to that of Bom-
bay. They “haven't seen
winter here yet, but are look-
ing forward to that as just
another in their long series
of adventures.

Occasionally the family
may travel to the Metroplex
or to Coleman to visit other
friends from India. Mrs.
Bhakta also has an Uncle in
Arizona.

Mr. and Mrs. Bharat
Bhakta and Kiran Bhakta
have apparently made all
necessary adjustments to
live with the American
culture. But on one matter
Bharat has not quite
adapted! When asked what
his hobby or recreation was,
he looked a bit puzzled.

"My spare time? But I
spend most of my time in the
Restaurant,” he explains. “‘I
enjoy my work there!

‘Mainly,” he adds, “I like
to meet people. I want the
people of this area to come
out and try our food and ser-
vice. I think they’ll be very
pleased.”

are asleep. For the
Lord Himself shall des-

State Inheritance Tax Law

State Comptroller
Bob Bullock’s office
Monday reminded
Texans that a new
state inheritance tax
law took effect this
month and will app-
ly to estates of those
who died on or after
September 1, 1981.
The Comptroller’s
office reported the
new law will save
Texas taxpayers at
least $20 million in
death taxes the first
year.

The new law did
away with the
state’s basic in-
heritance tax
schedule and
statutes, replacing
them with a law that
ties Texas in-
heritance tax collec-
tions fo @ part of the
federal estate taxes
owed. '
For example, under
the old state law if
the federal tax due
was $5,000, the
“‘federal credit”’
would be $500 and
the state inheritance
$700, resulting in the
Internal Revenue
Service collecting
$4500 and Texas
$700.

Under the new law,
Texas would now
collect the “federal
credit” of $500 and
the IRS would col-

In effect, the new
law allows persons
who owe federal
estate taxes to
deduct from the
amount due the
federal government
any inheritance tax
paid to the state.
The amount is deter-
mined by an IRS for-
mula.

The Comptroller’s
office said this also
means that is
federal estate tax
rates are cut, Texas
inheritance taxes
are automatically
dropped back.
More than 45 other
states have similar
laws that piggy-
back on the federal
law.

Estates of those who
died before
September 1, 1918
are subject to
Texas’ old in-
heritance tax law
and tax schedule,
Bullock’s office
noted.

When babies are five
to seven months old
they are very
loveable because
they’'re social with
everyone.

They smile and
gurgle at the sight of
a face. Why? Accor-
ding to Growing
Child, the monthly
child development
newsletter, babies
are fascinated with
faces because they
are learning how to
develop a concept cr
an idea.

This concept is a
kind of picture in a
baby’s mind of what
something is like. A
baby starts out with
an impression of his
mother’s face,
which has certain
features in certain

OW POKES

places.

When a new face
comes along, it has
the same general
form but with little
changes here and
there that make it
look different. Is the
new thing a face?
The baby must
study the pattern to
make sure. He pro-
bably looks at the
main landmarks--
eyes, nose, mouth,
to see if they con-
form to the pattern
has has seen before.
If they do, he may
give a little smile. It
seems to be his
wordless way of say-
ing, “I know what
that is-it’s a face!”
And of course a face
has great

significance for him.

The concept of
“face” is developed
in infancy, not
through the
repetitious exposure
to one face but from
experience with a
large number of
varying faces. A
baby’s looking
preferences sug-

- gests that he active-
ly seeks variety so
that he can try out
his new concepts on
the world. If there is
the right amount of
discrepancy bet-
ween the old and
new, he will careful-
ly study and absorb
the new into the old,
thereby broadening
and enriching his
concept.

If there is too much
discrepancy, he
may have to form a
new concept or at
least make sub-
divisions of the old.
That is why baby is
interested in so
many different peo-
ple and their faces
between five and
seven months old.
He is digesting
variations on the
theme of his
parent’s faces so as
to build one of his
first permanent con-
ceptions of an object -
in the world. This
forming of concepts
is an important
prinipal in learning.
The Growing Child
newsletter follows a
child’s development
month by month.

What's Behind Retail

Price Spreads

When retail beef and
prok prices are high
or rising and cor-
responding farm
prices are un-
profitable, both con-
sumers and pro-
ducers want to know
the cause.

“To evaluate the
situation, con-
sumers and pro-
ducers need to
understand such
things as price
spreads, farm value
shares and
marketing
margains,”’ explains
Dr. Ashley Lovell of
Stephenville, area
economist for Texas
A&M.

“The farm-to-retail
spread ' Is. &n
estimate of the total
cost of marketing
functions necessary
to make a pound of
beef or pork
available at the
retail store for the
consumer,’”’ says
Lovell. “The price
spread covers such
marketing functions
as transportation,
processing, packag-
ing and storage as
well as other
marketing costs.”
Because of increas-
ing costs of shipp-
ing, processing and
retailing meats,
price spreads over
the long term in-
crease to cover
higher costs, notes
Lovell. However,
monthly data il-
lustrate that price
spreads fluctuate,
increasing whem
livestock prices fall
and decreasing
when livestock
prices rise.
Although several
reasons are held for
the fluctuating
margains, a con-
tributing factor is
retailer’s reluctance
to change retail
meat prices.

Last year the
U.S.Department of
Agriculture
reported a 5 percent
increase for retail
beef prices while the
farm-to-retail
spread rose 8 per-
cent. This is in sharp
contrast to the 21
percent jump in the

farm-to-retail
spread in 1979.

For pork, the farm-
to-retail price
spread decreased in
1980 for the first
time in several
years. However, the
marketing margain
increased sharply in
the fourth farm
quarter, continuing
higher into March
1981.

“‘Livestock prices
are more volatile
than meat prices,”
explains Lovell.
‘““While livestock
prices fluctuate with
marketings, com-
petition and con-
sumer resistance
encourage retailers
to hold the line on

prices.”
The evaluation of
price spread

statistics suggests a
need for improving
the efficiency of
management and
production prac-
tices, believes the
economist. In to-
day’s infaltionary
economy, if cattle
and hog producers
are to effectively
compete for the con-
sumer dolar, they
must improve their
production and
marketing efficien-
cies.

‘“Widespread pro-
ducer support of
commodity associa-
tion marketing ef-
forts can be a means
to improve efficien-
cy in the marketing
systems for beef and
pork. An efficient,
competitive in-
dustry will reflect
promptly and ac-
curately changes in
supply, demand and
prices as they oc-
cur.” says Lovell.
Questions concern-
ing competitive im-
balances, signifi-
cant changes in pro-
ducts or services,
and changing cost
structure suggest
that cattle and hog
producers as well as
marketing firms
will influence future

changes in price
spreads, explains
Lovell.
