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Research team battling greenbugs with multi-tiered approach

LUBBOCK —Gotan itch?
Just as mosquitoes have both-
ered people for generations, a
pesky type of greenbug has
been a nuisance since 1882 on
wheat and 1968 on sorghum.

Dr. Thomas Archer, a pro-
fessor of entomology at the
Texas Agricultural Experiment

"Keepers of the Legend' progressing

Station in Lubbock, heads a
team which has developed a
method to detect resistance of
greenbugs to insecticides and
management tactics to combat
insecticide resistance on sor-
ghum and wheat.

Greenbugs are aphids that
feed on wheat and sorghum.

The aphid sucks the nutrients
and liquids from the plants.
The saliva used for feeding by
the aphid is toxic to the plant,
just like a mosquito's saliva
causes us to scratch amosquito
bite. Greenbugs can severely
reduce the yield of a plant, or
even kill it.

Legislation improves safety

AUSTIN - Battered women
and their children should be a
little safer and have a few more
options available to them as a
result of the advocacy efforts
of the Texas council on Family
Violence (TCFV) this legisla-
tive session.

"It was an extremely pro-
ductive session. With domes-
tic violence receiving so much
public attention this year, there
was strong bi-partisan support
forlegislation, led by the Senate
Interim Committee on Do-
mestic Violence, thataddressed
domesticviolenceissues," says
TCFV Executive Director
Debby Tucker. "As a result,
battered women will be safer
and lives will be saved.”

Below is a summary of do-
mestic violence bills passed by
the Legislature. The bills
would:

* Create an arrestable tem-
porary protective order that is
good for 31 days and is im-
mediately criminally enforce-
able. [SB 129]

« Strengthen the current
stalking law. [SB 126, SB 124
and HB 43]

* Removes the re-
quirement that two reports must
be made to law enforcement
before action can be taken
against the perpetrator.

* Provides for the vic-

tim to be notified immediately

’

for battered women, children

upon the release of a perpetra-
tor from jail, prison, or a
holding facility.

*Allows the stalking
victim to hold the stalker civ-
illy liable by suing for mon-
etary damages in civil court.

+ Provide enhanced penal-
ties for repeat violations of
family violence and protective
order offenses as defined in the
Penal Code. [SB 134 and SB
135]

*First violation: Class
A Misdemeanor — up to one
year in jail and/or a fine up to
$4,000.

*Second violation:
Class A Enhancement — re-
quires 90 days in jail and may
require up to one year in jail
and/or a fine up to $4,000.

*Third violation: State
Jail Felony —requires 180 days
in jail and may require up to
two years in jail and/or a fine
up to $10,000.

+ Require statewide law
enforcement training toinclude
information about appropriate
documentation in domestic
violence cases. [SB 225]

* Require the Texas Depart-
ment of Protective and Regu-
latory Services to document
the abuse of battered women
while investigating child and
elder abuse. [SB 131]

parasites and predators can
control aphids, but they are not
totally dependable.”

Archer has used a multi-
tiered approach towards iden-
tifying the resistant greenbugs,
developing techniques for con-
trolling the resistant insects,
and a method to use in the field
to determine if a population is
resistant or susceptible.

The first step was to find the
pesticide dosage needed to kill
the insects in the laboratory.
Greenbugs were placed in a
vial treated with insecticides,
and then Archer determined
the number that had died. This
was done with susceptible and
resistant aphids.

The question the Experi-
ment Station scientists wanted
to answer was how to increase
the effectiveness of the insec-
ticides. Their approach was to
mix the insecticide with an-
other chemical that would
block resistance. A greenbug's
body can adjust to one insecti-
cide, and it grows resistant to
thatinsecticide. By mixing two
insecticides together, you are
giving a greenbug's body two
toxins to deal with, anditcan't
handle it.

Two different insecticide
combinations were used by
Archer and his crew, Lorsban
plus Furadan, and Lorsban plus

Prentox. Lorsban and Furadan
are individual insecticides that
kill greenbugs. Prentox is a
synergist, which has no insec-
ticidal activities of its own, but
increases the efficiency of the
insecticide.
These combined insecti-
‘cides stayed effective longer
than they-would have if-each
was sprayed by itself. Lorsban
plus Furadan provided peak
control for 14 days, and
Lorsban plus prentox provided
peak control for seven days.
Whencombining chemicals
you must be careful to solve
the insecticide resistance prob-
lem and not aggravate it, Ar-
cher cautioned. Therefore,
farmers should not arbitrarily
mix chemicals, but only use
proven mixtures determined by
research. The price of mixtures

depends on the chemicals
mixed. Chemicals are being
mixed at lower rate than nor-
mal rates, but an application
that would normally cost $8 to
$10 per acre for a single insec-
ticide will cost $10 to $15 per
acre.

Gel-electrophoresis has
been used to detect resistant
greenbugs by looking at the
genes of a greenbug to deter-
mine if it is resistant or not.
This system is highly accurate
and expensive. It also takes
from two weeks to two months
to receive the results.

Ed Bynum Jr., a research
associate with Archer, has
come up with a way to deter-
mine in about two hours if a
field has greenbug resistance.
He uses a process called dis-
criminating dose. Archer and
Bynum placed different rates
of insecticides in petri dishes,
and sent these dishes to differ-
ent fields with personnel of the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

Forty-three field tests were
tested in 1994. If most or all of
the aphids contacting the dish
were dead the field was con-
sidered susceptible. If 50 per-
centor more of the aphids were
alive the field was considered
resistant to the insecticide.
Greenbugs from 22 field tests
were sent to Kansas for
geleletrophoresis. Of the 22
samples sent, 21 were found to
have the same results as the
discriminatory dose predicted,
which proves the accuracy of
the discriminating dose
method.

"We will be evaluating in-
secticide resistance manage-
ment again in 1995," said Ar-
cher, "And with a discriminat-
ingdosetotella person whether
or not they have a resistant or
susceptible population, a
quicker turnaround time, the
ability to sample more parts of
a field at a cheaper price, and
the mixtures to control the re-
sistant populations, we now
have a bandle on managing
insecticide resistant greenbugs
in both wheat and sorghum,”
he said.

According to Texas health
officials, this year's mild win-
ter and wet spring have con-
tributed to an annoying boom
in the state's mosquito popula-
tion. But although the insects
may spoil some outdoor recre-
ation, so farnomosquito-borne
illness outbreaks have been re-
ported.

Key Vaughn, chief of the
vector control program of the
Texas Department of Health
(TDH) General Sanitation Di-
vision, said, "So far, most ar-
eas with mosquito infestations
are bothered by 'pest’ varieties
of the insects, not the more
notorious disease vectors."

He explained that of about
83 mosquito varieties native to
Texas, only four or five spe-

The 100 non-paid voting
members would serve a three
year overlapping term.

formative.

"Because the Farm Bill is
still in the early stages of de-
velopment,” explains PCG
Executive Vice President
Ronald Johnson, "everything
is on the table and a wide array
of options are still being con-
sidered."

He adds that because of bud-
get constraints reducing Farm
Program spending will be a
major goal of those writing the
new legislation.

According to Johnson, cot-
ton has one of the best pro-
grams ever conceived in the
marketing-loan program,
which was first introduced in
1985. He noted that one of the
major goals for the cotton in-
dustry will be to maintain as
much of the current structure
as possible in the 1995 Farm
Bill.

Johnson concludesthatonce
the legislation moves out of
subcommittee and to the House
Agriculture committee, in
August, the picture will be
much clearer as to what will
and will not be included in the
legislation.

Inaddition to the discussion
of the 1995 Farm Bill, Johnson
says several other important
topics were brought up includ-
ing the importance of main-
taining federal support for
beltwide boll weevil eradica-
tion Programs in 1995.
