warm weather to mature. 
The freeze resulted in 
lower yield weights and 
lower grades which meant 

lower prices ann lower 
yields. However, in spite of 
the early freeze the peanut 
crops looks like one of the 
best since 1981. The four 
years for 1982 through 1985 
were all very poor years for 
peanuts in Eastland Coun-
ty. The 1986 crop yield 
average was 1,386 pounds 
per acre, about 300 to 400 
pounds more than the 
previous four years. This 
year's crop will be as good 
or better than the 1986 
crop, says Gordon. 

There were about 26,000 
acres of peanuts grown this 
year and if average yields 
reach 1,400 pounds per acre 
the county peanut crop will 
be worth about $11 million. 

Peanut harvest is quickly 
reaching completion in 
Eastland County. Crop and 
yield reports vary from one 
part of the county to the 
next. In general, the 
dryland peanuts are pro-
ducing very good yields, 
maybe the best in eight 
years, while the irrigated 
peanuts are only average 
says, County Extension 
Agent, DeMarquis Gordon. 

The Pioneer Farmers' Co-
op reports that almost all 
producers are exceeding 
their quota. A Rising Star 
buyer says the yields are 
good, but not as good as 
last year's crop. 
A hard freeze on 

November 11, stopped 
growth and maturity of the 
peanuts. This was bad 
news for many growers 
since most peanuts were 
planted about one month 
late this year. Many of the

Calaveras Lake Producing 
More Largemouths 

Calaveras Lake, a power 
plant reservoir on the out-
skirts of San Antonio, is 
improving its production 
of largemouth bass in spite 
of heavy fishing pressure. 

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department fishery techni-
cian John Wray said an 
electrofishing survey dur-
ing October resulted in the 
collection of more than 158 
bass per hour,_ an_ increase 
of 26 percent over 1986. 

Wray said he believes 
three factors contributed to 
the lake's improved pro-
ductivity. "The slot limit 
established in 1981 has 
helped protect fish bet-
ween 14 and 18 inches 
long," Wray said. "Bass of 
this size are prime brood 
fish." 

Secondly, Calaveras bass 
had a good spawn in spring 
1987. "The third factor was 
growth and recruitment 
(survival and growth of 
fingerlings to catchable siz-
ed fish). 

The third factor was 
enhanced by improved 
habitat conditions. This in-
cluded a two-foot rise in 
the lake level that flooded 
terrestrial vegetation, and 
a substantial increase in 
aquatic vegetation. "This 
survey shows that good , 
habitat combined with 
harvest regulations can 
produce conditions similar 
to a new lake," Wray said.

East of Los Angeles on 

November 11 the pilot of 
the big American Airliner 
spoke to the more than 220 
passengers on board. 

"We are in a descent pat-
tern from 35,000 feet to the 
L.A. Airport.

A web 
of freeways appeared, clog-
ged by tiny ants with blaz-
ing eyes. 

I wondered why the Pilot 
had mentioned "San 
Diego"? My destination 
was Santa Barbara, which 
I assumed was only about 
50 miles north. 

The jet throttled down, 
ending the two hour and 40 
minute flight. It was now 
5:10 p.m., California time. 
The ship touched the run-
way as gently as a car roll-
ing to a stop.

It ap-
peared that every effort 
was being made to keep the 
area inconspicious. I could 
hardly imagine a lot of peo-
ple on this hazardous road. 
No wonder the President 
used a helicopter. 

Several fat, tame, mixed-
breed cattle were crun-
ching on grass beside the 
road. They had no brand.  
After another breathtaking 
curve we reached a 
beautiful oak forest on top 
of the mountain. These 
California liveoak have 
small, glossy leaves, and 
hard dense wood. 

To one side of the road 
stood a rock gate with a 
heavily secured entrance. 
A high fence protected each 
side, and there appeared to 
be 	sophisticated 
survelliance equipment all 
around. I guessed there 
were plenty of automatic 
cameras, pointing right at 
me. 

We judged this to be 
"Reagan's gate". There 
was no sign of a house, 

)1-however, or any human 
nearby. .79 1a4n4-a 49  

It was a beautiful place -
but hardly a typical work-
ing cattle ranch. As we 
drove away I wondered 
how much the President 
and Mrs. Reagan would 
ever stay in this remote 
location.

especially in the Montecito 
area. 

These estates are general-
ly surrounded by artistic 
rock fences, and clipped 
lawns dotted with giant 
valley oaks, eucalyptus, 
and cypress. Scarlet 
bouganvilla, banana trees 
and other tropical plants 
brighten the scene. 

Homes in parts of the city 
are priced from $500,000 in-
to several million. I learn-
ed that a "moderately pric-
ed" house in Santa Barbara 
sells for around $200,000.  

The price of housing 
makes this town one of the 
most expensive places in 
America to live in. But 
Halt' - 	.' littlt 
nigh, .

the car is a bit cheaper. 
Groceries were also 
cheaper - especially fresh 
fruits and vegetables. They 
were everywhere in abun-
dance - tasty and colorful. I 
think California must ship 
out produce that the local 
people won't buy. 

I was not around long 
before I learned of the main 
issue which confronts the 
local citizens - whether to 
keep a "no growth" policy 
and save the beauty of this 
special place, or let in more 
industry and housing. 

Most natives favored no 
more growth, but all I met 
told me sadly that things 
were already out of hand-
the area was too crowded 
and they feared for the 
worst. 

Editorials in the daily 
newspaper appeared to 
favor a growth policy. 
"Ease the tourniquet," said 
one Editorial. "Growth 
restraints are choking life 
from the South Coast." 

Another article said that 
the Water Board - which 
had just denied a large 
housing development - was 
in the business of determin-
ing land use policy rather 
than providing water. 

"Letters to the Editor" 
reflected strong feelings. 
Several, including one 
from Elizabeth, referred to 
the sad end of a bitter fight 
to save a strip of wild land 
along the ocean north of 
where I was staying. The 
issue was decided by a 
referendum, in which the 
environmentalists lost by a 
few votes. 	 leo 

The Monarch but-tprfliesi  
rest on this property dur-
ing migration. The 
developers had promised to 
save them a strip of trees. 

Before long I also heard 
things pro and con about 
President Reagan and his 
mountain ranch. Some peo-
ple are alarmed because 
they think his policies have

lemons, apples, avacado 
and countless other plants 
clustered 	together.  
Elizabeth explained that it 
never really freezes in the 
mediterranean climate of 
Santa Barbara, so almost 
everything grows to a large 
size. 

So much grows that dur-
ing the dry season in spring 
and summer a number of 
people suffer from 
allergies from pollen from 
various plants. 

Another problem, she 
said, was that the area gets 
only about 17 inches of 
rainfall each year. Water 
was scarce in this slope bet-
ween the Santa Ynez moun-
tains and the ocean. The 
main source of water for 
the town of 70,000 was a 
lake high in the mountains. 
Fortunately the ocean fogs 
helped water the vegeta-
tion. 

Elizabeth said that the 
bottled water sitting in my 
bedroom was for me to 
drink - the tap water had a 
bad taste. I told her I had 
already sampled the tap 
water, and it tasted no 
worse than some of the 
lakes in Central Texas. 

A drive along the ocean 
gave me a view of the large, 
sheltered bay which gives 
Santa Barbara its favored 
location. There were miles 
of beaches, and a large 
wharf reaching into the 
water. About 20 miles west 
three islands rose like 
mountains from the sea, 
marking the place where 
artic winds and currents 
by-pass this inlet. 

To the east of the town 
the Santa Ynez mountains 
rose 4,000 feet above the 
landscape. They appeared 
to have quite a bit of 
timber. The town was built 
in Spanish, Moorish and 
Mediterranean style, and 
ribboned with acres of 
greenery and parks. 

This area was first settl-
ed by the Chumash In-
dians, and then by the 
Spanish and Mexicans. It 
became American territory 
in 1848. 

From 1880 on, the area 
became_a lamored...spot, for 
wealthy industrialists 
from the east to build 
homes, and many of these 
estates still exist. 

As we drove around dur-
ing my visit, I was amazed 
at the splendor of these 
homes, as well as that of 
modern ones. Many are 
owned by famous people,

The Comanche County 
Cooperative has approx-
imately 14,000 customers in 
Eastland, Comanche, 
Stephens, Shackelford, 
Callahan, Brown, Mills and 
Coleman counties, he said. 

With headquarters in 
Waco, Brazos Electric 
Power provides wholesale 
power to 20 member 
distribution cooperatives 
and 7 municipal customers.
