a boy, Charlie Farley, who died, 
in 1878—the y-eat the cemetery 
was established—the cemetery 
now contains the body of a man 
whose death was the first in the 
community. The earlier death 
was that of W. F: Langham, the 
son of a family who were trav-
elling west for his health, and 
who died while the family was 
visiting in the home of friends, 
the Groves family, living on a 
farm just west of the present 
Amity Baptist Church. 

Since no cemetery existed at 
that time-1876 or 1877, the ex-
act date is unclear—burial was 
on the Groves farm. Later when 
land lines were established by 
survey and roads were laid out 
in the new community, the grave 
was found to be located on a 
road, approximately 200 yards 
south of the  present Claud Grif-
fin home. It was an undesir-
able location, and through the 
efforts of Tom Steel, early in 
the spring of 1713, a brother 
of the man was contacted and 
permission secured to move the 
grave to the northeast corner of 
the Amity cemetery where it 
now lies, distinguished by a 
marker of native mountain rock 
with the crude lettering "W. F. 
Langham" which stood at the

A large number of ranchers 
are making plans now to defer 
one or more pastures  in 1957. 

Conservation-minded ranchers 
some times used to allow win- 
ter growing grasses to produce 
seed crops and produce top 
growth for soil protection and 
to allow choice summer growing 
grasses to make seed crops. 

Conservation ranchers agree 
that deferment should start with 
the pasture that has the highest 
percent of desirable plants pres, 
ent. This pasture will improve 
the fstest and reach top condi-
tion in the shortest time. This 
pasture should be rested each 
year during the growing season 
of the principal grasses until the 
desired condition is reached be-
fore starting on another one. 

A full year's deferment is quite 
often needed on ranges in ex-
tremely poor condition as many 
are due to the severe drought. 
The initial goal on these ranges 
is to provide cover and litter 
for soil protection to prevent 
excessive soil and water loss. 
Cover must be present before 
substantial improvement can be 
made on ranges of this condition. 

Some of the factors which in-
dicate the need for deferred 
grazing are: important grasses 
and fprbs are closely grazed and 
in poor vigor, bare ground pres-
ent, litter needed for soil pro-
tection, soil is  crusted on the 
surface and less desirable plants 
being grazed excessively. With 
these factors in mind the defer-
ment period which will correct 
the most important conditionE 
should be used Cooperators in 
many districts have found it 
beneficial to work out a system

The most popular is 
summer and fall rest which runs 
from June 1st` until two weeks 
after frost, approximately.

Spring Deierment. 
Spring deferment is another 

period used by many ranchers 
as a part of their conservation 
plans. This period extends from 
February 1st through July 1st. 
It is beneficial in allowing seed-
lings produced from previous 
year's seed to come up and be-
come well established. Quite of-
ten this period is used following 
fall and summer deferment the 
year before.

A Precarious Situation 

While most of us in this part of the country have our eyes 
on the critical situation resulting from the prolonged drouth, a 
situation is shaping up in the Middle East, which possibly and 
immediately could make even the worst drouth in recorded his-
tory, a small matter indeed. Newspapers and commentators 
throughout the country are warning that what comes out of the 
Bermuda confe:ences of Eisenhower and MacMillan may well 
eventuate in the most dangerous world crisis that has faced civili-
zation since those terrible days which preceded World War II. 

If some formula by which the Gaza strip situation can be 
solved and tensions eased in the Middle is not developed it can 
easily mean that Nasser's irresponsible actions in gambling on 
United Nations reluctance to use force to preserve an uneasy 
truce will cause Israel to abandon dependence upon the world 
community and re-open the war. The United Nations would be 
caught in a situation from which it would either have to retreat 
or exercise its police powers in force. Anything could happen. 

The " situatio: reminds us of the actions of Nazi Germany 
which brought cn World War II, and Nasser's activities of Hitler's 
neurotic moves without Hitler's power. This is one time when 
an irresponsible fool could tip a shaky world balance into 
horrible holocaust. Not since the first days of the Korean , rape 
have we been so near another outbreak.

2, 1836, Texas officially declared 
her independence from Mexico. 

The final victory Was won at 
the Battle of San Jacinto on 
April 21, 1836. Austin became 
the capitol of the Republic of 
Texas in 1839. Texan then in-
cluded parts of New Mexico, 
Colorado, Kansas and Wyoming 
and was annexed to the Union 
in 1845, becoming the twenty-
eighth state, later receiving ten 
million dollars indemnity. The 
Alamo, the forts, the missions 
and other renowned landmarks 
have all been preserved as scenic 
and honored shrines, serving as 
milestones in the by-path of his-
tory. San Jacinto Monument 
stands on hallowed grounds near 
Houston. It is the tallest stone 
monument in the world, 567 feet. 
The base of the 'monument hous-
es the San Jacinto Museum of 
History. The Alamo mission 
which stands in heart of the 
city of San Antonio, best known 
of all Texas landmarks, where 
on March 6, 1836, every man 
under command of Col. William 
B. Travis died in defense of 
Texas. The old town of Belle 
Plain, in Callahan County, was 
a pioneer county seat and an 
educational center.
