A big item in the Stanley
catalogue is the skunk, an
animal which, when deprived
of his offensive musk, is both
beautiful and highly prized as
a house pet

The kennel has difficulty in
meeting the demand and even
now has
2.000 to be shinned tn the
Dakotas and to Florida.
There are none in stock and
the Stanleys were waiting for
deliveries of young one from
various skunk farms around
Abilene and in other areas
and from private trappers.

When received the young
skunks are deprived of their
musk glands -- a simple oper-

ation, if care is taken to re .

move all of the organ, said
Mrs. Stanley -- washed in dish-
water detergent, and dipped
in vinegar. A skunk, de
musked, is as inoffensive and
manageable as a cat and as
easily house broken.

They makewonderful house
pets, said Mrs. Stanley, and
pay for their keep by being
affectionate and by ridding
the premises of mice, bugs,
and other vermin.

Coons, likewise are an im-
portant item in the Stanley
inventory. Lots of them are
sold through the faim, prin-
cipally to private clubs in the
southeastern states which use
them to restock their hunting
preserv es.

The Stanleys hope within
the next year to expand their
kennels to provide for breed-
ing stocks of skunks, coons,
and bobcats along with those
of other animals they sell,
principally dogs.

For the basic commerce of
the kennels is in finely trained
and registered hounds, and

fox terriers. The Treeing
Walker hounds sell from $50
to $375 each, dependingupon
purity of breed and their
training, which is done by
Mr. Stanley. The Walkersare
noted as “hard treers” with
lots of speed, much prized of
coon hunters, etc., and afinely
finished hound is a joy to
behold. according tn huntere

Mr. Stanley is an expert at

training these hunting dogs.
The hounds are trained as

“cat and coon” dogs, and the

kennel only last week sold 17
of them.

The kennelshandle poodles,
dachshunds and other breeds
of dogs only on order. Most
such breeds are much too diffi-
cult to keep, said Mrs. Stanley.

Among other wild animals
in stock this week were foxes--

another important item in the
business, and an animal the
Stanleys are cross-breeding
for odd colorations -- pOS-
sums, which they sell to lab-
oratories; civetcats and arma- '
dillos. There is quite a de- "
mand from some sections for
these armored, pig-like crea-

* tures, as thoroughly as they

may be resented here for their
burrowing in gardens and
flowerbeds.

The Stanleys ship all their
animals by air freight soasto
have them in transit as briefly
as possible. Usually nomore
than a day elapses between
shipment and delivery.
