DS1 Service provides a transmission speed of 1.544 Mbps and is
designed to provide an average performance of at least 95 percent error-free
seconds of transmission over a continuous 24-hour period.

DS1 Service is available in and between all exchanges of GTE-SW and Contel
where digital facilities exist. DS1 Service is available on a point-to-point
intraLATA basis between two Customer Designated Localions (CDL),between a
Serving Wire Center (SWC) and a CDL, between a CDL and a point of
connection with another service provider or between two SWCs.

IntraLATA DS1 Private Line Service is comprised of three rate elements: DS1
Local Loop, DS1 Transport and DS1 Transport Termination. Each element is
described below.

DS1 Local Loop

This rate element is for the cable facilities from the CDL to the SWC. The
customer has two payment options for the purchase of DS1 Local Loops. There
is a month-to-month plan or term contract Optional Payment Plan (OPP).

The month-to-month payment basis allows the customer to establish and
disconnect DS1 Services, without penalty, other than to meet the minimum
service interval of one month's service, as needed.

Fishing Outdoors

The Official Waxing
of the Rods

Each year about this
time, there comes one of
those Indian summer
days that gets the bassin
blood boiling. But as al-
ways that winter chill
returns and cools it off.
This year has been no
exception thus far. On
these days when home
chores won't allow me to
get in a good full day of
bassin I take time out for
major maintenance. And
oneitem I have found that
really adds years to rods
lifeis a good coat of wax or
polish. I havesettledinon
Old English furniture
wax, the dark liquid type.
A light coat not only ex-
tends rod life but reduces
sun damage, and gives
your rods a nice look. Be
sure when doing this to
also wax your line guides.
This should be done about
4 or 5 times each year
depending on usage. Af-
ter waxing the eyes check
for bad guides. This is
easily done with a cotton
swab brushed around the
inside of the guide. Watch
for snags on the cotton
head.

Of course the tackle
boxes whichhave endured
a full season are now full

of pieces of worms torn.
Spinner bait shirts that
look alot like the hair
styles of the 50’s. Dull
crank bait hooks are even
some which are broke off
now can all be repaired.

Another area I pay spe-
cial attention to now are
my worm weights. I nor-
mally bug the unpainted
weights and paint them
as I purchase. Of course
after banging a few rocks
they can all use a bit of
touch up. Last year I be-
gan experimenting with
my weights using combi-
nationg of colors, with
black most of the time as
abasic. Blackandred and
black chartreuse worked
real well. On one side of
the weightIpainted athin
line down not around the
weight. This seems to
break the outline some on
those days when small
details mean alot.

A quick note on local
bass fishing, the rocks
haveit.

Coming Up

HOUSTON - Both in-
fluenza A andinfluenza B
could circulate during
what is predicted to be a
mild to moderate 1992-93
flu season. Peoplein high-
risk groups should get
vaccinated early.

The flustrainsexpected
this season are A/Texas
(HIN1), B/Panamaand B/
Qingdao.

A/Texas and B/Panama
are covered by the 1992-
93 vaccine, said Dr. W.
Paul Glezen of the influ-
enza Research Center at
Baylor College of Medi-
cine in Houston. B/
Qingdao is not included
in the vaccine, but it is
closely related to B/Pan-
ama. The similarity will
provide vaccine protec-
tion.

The A/Texas strain was
isolated at Baylor's Flu
Center.

“People in high risk
groups should get vacci-
nated soon, “Glezen said,
“in case this season's out-
break occurs early, as
happened in 1991-92."

People at high risk of
flu complications are the
elderly as well as those
with heart disease; lung
disease, includingasthma
and chronic bronchitis;
diabetes; chronic kidney
disease; chronic anemia,
including sickle cell dis-
ease;and immune-system
disorders.

“There is such a large
selection of formulas, it is
never too early to talk
about choices,” said Dr.
Kathleen J. Motil of the
USDA's Children’s Nutri-
tion Research Center at
Baylor College of Medi-
cine in Houston.
Formulas comein three
kinds: casein/whey, soy
and hydrolysates.
Cow's-milk-based ca-
sein/whey formulas work
for most infants, Motil
said, but the soy-based
formula may be appropn-
ate for infants who can-
not tolerate casein/whey
or have a family history of
allergies.
Hydrolysates, which
contain pre-digested cow’s
milk protein, are the easi-

est to digest but the most
expensive, she said.

Parents can provide
valuable background in-
formation, enabling their
pediatrician to recom-
mend formula best suited
for their infant.

*Stay relaxed; children
can sense your anxiety.

Never say such
things as, “Big boys don't
cry.”

*Ask the doctor to ex-

AUSTIN — Three weeks ago,
Democrats in Washington announc-
ed that political gridlock was ended
in the nation's Capitol,

But last week, Democrats in the
Texas Legislature watched gridlock
bare its ugly teeth and cut short
Gov. Ann Richards' special session
on school finance reform.

With a full weck remaining
in the 30-day session, House
Spcaker Gib Lewis, recogniz-
ing that Democrats and Republi-
can were hopelessly deadlocked,
gaveled adjournment.

Lawmakers went home, having
accomplished nothing except to
rencw fears that the Texas House
will soon be organized along party
lines like the U.S. House.

Gov. Richards had called the
special scssion (o showcase her
“Fair Sharc Plan," a proposcd
school finance reform drafted with
the help of Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock
and Lewis.

Democrats Point Fingers

House Republicans, controlling
57 of the 150 votes, kept Gov.
Richards from getting the 100 votes
nceded to offer a constitutional
amendment.

Plenty of blame was passed out
as the frustrated Icadership on both
cides battled to no resolution.

Richards blamed Republicans’
“cynical partisan politics™ for the
defeat.

“There are a lot of influential
mecmbers of the business commu-
nity who are unhappy with what
they’ve scen,™ Richards said.

Bullock accused the GOP of try-

ing to embarrass Richards, at one
point comparing them (o traitors at
the Alamo.

Top speaker licutenant Rep.
Hugo Berlango, D-Corpus Christi,
said Republicans were “trying (o
hold the Legislature hostage.”

Republicans Unapologetic

GOP members didn’t apologize;
they opposed the plan to share local
property taxes statewide.

But they also savored the oppor-
tunity to teach Richards and Bul-
lock a lesson for excluding Repub-
licans on other issucs.

Rep. Tom Craddick, R-Midland,
chairman of the Republican caucus,
fired back at Richards: “From a
political aspect, she is the one
that's played the school issue like
a yo-yo. And I think there's been a
real void in her leadership.

“She chose to concoct her plan
without consulting any Republican
leaders in the House,” Craddick
said, ;

“She should have called this
session last spring if she wanted o
solve it before the regular session.
She didn't ask us (Republicans)
for any input. She didn't want our
help until she couldn’t get her bill
passed,” Craddick said.

Craddick said Richards was more
concerned  with the Democratic
convention and electing Bill Clin-
ton.

Bentsen for Treasury

Indeed, the governor travelled
around the country stumping for
Clinton, and his election promises
some mighty maneuvering within
the Texas Democratic Farty

As U.S. Sen. Lloyd Bentsen
looks more and more like he
has a lock on Treasury sccretary,
Richards 1s being approached by
persons wanting hier appointment as
Bentsen's successor.

Two major players are former
San Antonio mayor Henry Cisneros
and Texas Comptroller John Sharp.

Cisneros, sources said, doesn't
want to give up his lucrative San
Antonio asscts management con-
pany to become transportation scc-
retary. He could keep the firm if he
were a U.S. Senator or United Na-
tions ambassador.

Sharp, a former statc scnator
who led the ‘88 Dukakis campaign
in Texas, is an expcrienced cam-
paigner who would neced less on-
the-job training on Senatc power-
wielding.

Mauro, Armstrong

Insiders say Land Commissioner
Garry Mauro almost has his bags
packed to go with President-clect
Clinton, and Richards might fill
that vacancy with former Land
Commissioner Bob Armstrong, a
long-time Austin friend.

Armstrong already knows the
agency, and the governor could
avoid making enemies among mi-
nority factions who strongly desire
the appointment.

Lawmaker Touts Record

According to House records,
state Rep. Randy Pennington, R-
Houston, has been recorded as
absent cvery day of the special
session save one, the day the
House voted on the constitutional
amendment on school finance.

But Pennington disputes the ac-
curacy of those records.

He says he wasn't there that day,
either.

“I think what they are doiag is a
total wastc of time and taxpayers'
money, said Pennington, a lame
duck.

One thing that really
gets me hacked is a bu-
reaucrat who replaces
rigamarole for value.

It never fails: when too
little wit and/or too much
self-importance gets a
position of responsibility,
it reacts by starting or
expanding a set of rules
for the people it's sup-
_ posed to serve. This takes
up time and money, helps
justify the civil servant’s
office, is generally done in
theabsence of knowledge,
and is usually a defense
against chaos (all the
things it doesn’t under-
stand and refuses to deal
with). And all that paper
proves how hard they
work, right?

To be fair, most of us
have to proceed without
adequate planning be-
cause there's so much to
do and so little time. The
thrust of my complaint is
the fact that most of us
now work for the govern-
ment in one or another of
its manifestations, but the
civil servant is insulated
from the consequences of
his or her inaction: we

condemn dishonesty and
fraud, rightfully so, but
accept inefficiency and

foot-dragging in the pub-

lic sector. The public
employee has to spend so
much time in the “CYA”
dance there’s often little
time left to put in a day’s
work.

The fundamental flaw
of the paper-pusher’s
point of view is that the
thing on paper, with all
thelittle boxesnicely filled
out, and everything
stapled neatly in order for
filing and forgetting, isthe
real thing, not just an
artificial construct. I'm
not sure what a human
being, B. 0. and all, is, but
I'm pretty sure the Form
1040A or the student
application for financial
aid, ortheemployee evalu-
ation form, or any of the
other innumerable pieces
of paper on file in a
hundred or a hundred
thousand offices is just
exactly what he ain’t.

Ifyou think the bureau-
cratic paper mill is harm-
less, let me point out just
one example alittle closer
to home: a public notice in

And aside from my re-
peated statements, no-
body- -absolutely nobody-
-connected with the lot-
terybill ever said it would
go to the schools. The
author of thebill certainly
neversaidit would.IThave
never seen a newspaper

“article that said it would.

Those who campaigned

for it never said it would.

Those who write letters
to the editor and call ra-
dio talk shows ought to
get their 'facts straight,
particularly about some-
thing as well documented
as my historic opposition
to trying the education of
our children toagambling
game.

As one of the state’s
major daily newspapers
said editorially last week,
“Texans were repeatedly
warned before they voted
on the lottery. . .it's too
bad if you weren’t listen-
ing.”

adequateimmunizationis
the primary cause for an
unusually high rate of
measles cases among
Hispanics. Statistics from
the Centers for Disease
Control in Atlanta show
therate of measlesamong
Hispanics forthe past two
yearsis more than double
that of blacks and five
times greater than that of
whites.

Many poor families in
metropolitan areascanbe
immunized at community
health centers, but is is
often more difficult for
thoseinrural areastofind

a clinic or center offering
low-cost or free immuni-
zations, said Dr. Michael
Tristan of Baylor College
of Medicine in Houston.

“It is important for
people in rural areas to
call a county or state
health department office
to find out where they can
receive free or low-cost
immunizations,” Tristan
said.

Motil recommends giv-
ing supplements to chil-
dren only for specific
medical reasons such as
chronicillness, teen preg-
nancy or eating disorders.
A physician should be
consulted before starting
any supplement regimen.
