Solo-managed 
Funds Are 
Likely To 

Become More 
Rare 

In 1989, Forbes magazine disqualified 
an entire mutual-fund management group 
from its annual fund rankings to introduce 
a new rating system that included only 
single-manager funds. Regardless of how 
outstanding or consistent the performance 
of a fund, if the spotlight was shared by 
more than one manager, that fund could 
not earn a trophy. 

This rating system drew enough nega-
tive feedback from readers that Forbes' 
1990 mutual-fund rankings returned to 
rating funds solely on performance, regard-
less of the management technique. The 
magazine's decision also may have been 
influenced by the fact that management 
teams, rather than solo performers, are 
becoming more common-place in the mu-
tual-fund industry today. 

One major fund group has always man-
aged its funds by what the company calls 
the "multiple counselor" system. The as-
sets of each fund are split among several 
individuals, each of whom manages that 
portion as a separate account. The system 
seems to work; their funds outperformed 
the Standard & Poor's 500 in 93 of 97 
decade-long periods beginning in 1933. 

More and more funds today seem to agree 
that multiple heads are better than one. 
Some management teams are put together 
with members whose styles complement 
one another. In one case, a group of team 
members loks at trends and searches for 
new ideas while the other group stays in 
contact with existing situations to see that 
they still work. 

Another major mutual-find group at-
tempts to create balanced teams. Its direc-
tor of equity investing recognizes that some 
people are better than others at the mathe-
matical aspects of portfolio management, 
others are good at spotting undervalued 
opportunities in the market, and still oth-
ers have a knack for timing trades to maxi-

mize stock-market movements. The aim is 
to utilize top-quality managers in all the 
different areas of portfolio management. 

The biggest advantage of the team ap-
praoch to portfolio management is consis-
tent investment results. U.S. News &World 
Report expalined one group's ability to 
hold up well in down markets like this: "If 
one (manager) fouls up, the others com-
pensate." 

On the other hand, there has been some 
criticism of collective management sys-
tems. It is argued that committees tend to 
compromise too often, may be wishy-washy 
about ideas and sometimes produce only 
lackluster results. 

The successful mutual fund groups rec-
ognize this and try to avoid a strict com-
mittee structure. They aim for individual 
decisions within the manager's framework 
of responsibility. In some cases, the final 
decision rests entirely in the hands of the 
lead portfolio manager. 

With a constant flow of investment dol-
lars into mutual funds, the size of these 
growing portfolios demands that today's 
manager look at a thousand or more stocks 
to ultimately buy, sell or hold for the port-
folio. Individual managers find this more 
and more difficult to do effectively and 
consistently. Although single-manager 
funds are not about to disappear, they are 
lidely to become more rare.

note expecting to receive 
that interest rate when 
your C.D. matures. Bet-
ter to find a less expen- 
sive car or make the old 
one last a bit longer. you 
may increase your inter- 
est rate by examining 
bond funds with longer 
maturities, by using some 
corporate bonds in your 
portfolio mix, or by look-
ing overseas for a global 
government bond instru-
ment. 

Risk area #4 involves 
market risk. This simply 
means that the demand 
for a product or service 
does not always remain 
constant. Market risk is 
measured by a term 
known as "beta." A "beta" 
of one means that par-
ticular investment had 
the same market risk as 
the Standard and Poor's 
500. This is a collection of 
the top 500 stocks in the 
land. A "beta" of less than 
one suggests an invest-
ment less volatile than 
this average, a "beta" of 
more than one suggest an 
investment is more vola-
tile than the average. 
There is no sure-fire way 
to completely avoid mar-
ket risk, however, one can 
certainly reduce its im-
pact in a number of ways. 

Let us examine four of 
them. First, use profes-
sional management. Do 
not depend on hot stock 
tips from Uncle Harry. I 
would even be cautious. 
WA tips from local bro-
kers on individual stocks. 
Now days, information  

moves so quickly that only 
managers right on the 
floor of the different ex-
changes have the ability 
to react to market condi-
tions consistently. By the 
time you and I hear about 
good opportunities it is 
often too late to partici-
pate. 

Secondly, diversifyyour 
holdings among several 
top money managers in 
several different types of 
assets. You might akin 
this to havinga large farm 
and raising several differ-
ent kinds of crops and or 
livestock. One never 
knows when a crop will 
have a good or a bad year, 
so it is best to have sev-
eral options going. 

Thirdly, be patient. All 
investments have ups and 
downs. By being patient 
you can weather the 
downs and benefit from 
the ups. Those who sold 
out of the market in panic 
on black Monday, Octo-
ber 19, 1987 lost between 
20% to 50% of their hold-
ings. Those who stood pat 
that year make all their 
money back plus a health 
return. Lastly, you may 
consider a market timing 
service to monitor your 
accounts for you and make 
adjustments as conditions 
warrant. 

The risk of theft is cov-
ered by insurance in al-
most all legitimate invest-
ments. The F.D.I.C. cov-
ers bank deposits up to 
$100,000. The S.I.P.C. 
covers brokerage accounts 
for $100,000 in cash, 
$400,00 in securities or a 
maximum of $500,000 
total. Life insurance and 
annuities are covered by 
the state guarantee fund 
for $100,000 cash value 
and $300,000 in death 
benefit.

The extension will not 
delay receipt of advance 
deficiency payments, 
Madigan said. 

WASHINGTON - Sec-
retary of Agriculture 
Edward Madigan an-
nounced that farmers 
have until May 1 to sign 
up for 1992 annual com-
modity acreage reduction 
programs administered 
by the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture's Agricul-
tural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service. 

This announcement 
extends the signup period 
two weeks beyond the 
original deadline of April 

and 1991 crop years. 
Payments to Eastland 
County producers will 
total $568,100 after ap-
plication of the factor. 

Martin said qualifying 
producers' payments were 
calculated by determining 
the eligible amount of 
production loss and multi-
plying it by the applicable 
rate. 

"Because total pay-
ments are limited by the 
$995 million allocated by 
Congress, it was neces-
sary to factorthis further," 
Martin said. "Producers 
may calculate their pay-
ments at once by using 
this percentage." 

All commercially grown 
crops that suffered at least 
a 40% production loss due 
to an identifiable disaster 
were eligible for payment. 
The Disaster Program 
signup ended on March 
13, 1992 and all support-
ing documentation was 
required to be filed by 
March 27. Eastland 
County producers filed for 
disaster losses totaling 
$742,369 in 1990 and 
$392,923 in 1991. 

The Eastland County 
ASCS office is in the proc-
ess of preparing 506 
checks totaling $568,100. 
The mailing of payment 
checks will begin soon.

Maps, tables and list of sources 
is good in the little Handbook, and 
the material is digestible. Who can 
name the 14 battles fought in Texas? 

The 350-page Photographic History 
has over 600 black and white photos, 
but the book could use an index. 
Detailed information is given on 
individual armies, of how troops 
were formed, leaders, actions seen 
and losses. 

The Cavalry section paints a 
picture of this colorful arm, and 
of its men who with a revolver and 
a saber at their side, had the 
reputation as dashing and carefree 
soldiers, not unlike the Airborne, 
the Rangers and the strategic 
Artillerymen of later fame. "The 
importance of the cavalry as a 
fighting force was most significant 
in the Battle of Gettysburg, a 
critical turning point in the fortunes 
of the Union."

won the March 10 Demo-
cratic Primary election. 

Owen was back in his 
place at Commissioner 
Court that afternoon, but 
Pct. 2 Comm. Calvin Ains-
worth was absent for 
awhile. He had been called 
to Eastland Memorial 
Hospital, where his 9-
year-old grandson was 
having an emergency 
appendectomy. 

The first agenda item 
was brought by David 
Burnett, Lake Leon busi-
nessman. He addressed 
the Court on flood dam-
age and flood insurance 
in the Lake Leon Area, 
saying that people had 
filled out many forms, 
heard many promises 
from government agen-
cies - but that help had 
been slow to come. 

"The SBA (through 
FEMA) will participate, 
but the Grant Depart-
ment will not participate," 
Burnett explained fur-
ther. "They say Eastland 
County is not a 'Sanction' 
County - it does not par-
ticipate in National Food 
Control. 

"Like myself, lots of 
people do not qualify for a 
SBA loan, andyet we can't 
get a grant either." 

The Commissioners 
discussed regulations 
involved for the County if  

it did participate in the 
Flood Control Program. 

Richard Robinson said 
that basically the County 
would have to fund money, 
hire someone to supervise 
construction, and that any 
structure built lower than 
1375 feet at Lake Leon 
would have to be ap-
proved. He said the 
Eastland County Water 
District Board would also 
have to be involved. 

The court authorized 
Comm. Richard Robinson 
to look further into the 
matter of Eastland 
County participating in 
the Flood Sanctions Pro-
gram. 

County Judge Scott 
Bailey read some mate-
rial relating to County 
participation. There 
seemed to be a number of 
things involved. 

Burnett observed that 
he had already lost over 
$11,000, and other indi-
viduals much more by the 
County notbeinginvolved 
in the program. 

On other items, the 
Commissioners approved 
a bid from Hood King 
Motors to furnish a lease/ 
purchase car for the 
Sheriff's Department. The 
new Ford automobile will 
cost $459.18 per month. 

In other Department 
matters, Sheriff Ronnie  

White reported that State 
Jail inspection is still 
scheduled for April 30. 
Comm. 4 Reggie Pittman 
reported that 16 prison-
ers were currently in the 
jail. 

Richard Robinson gave 
an update on the 9-1-1 
Emergency Services 
scheduled for the County. 
He said the system will be 
operational over the whole 
county on May 12, but 
official opening ceremo-
nies will be May 15. 

Other reports were that 
the system was opera-
tional right now in all 
parts of the county except 
the City of Eastland. 

Toward the end of the 
meeting Pct. 2 Comm. 
Calvin Ainsworth came to 
the Courtroom, and said 
his grandson was "doing 
fine." 

He said he had an ur-
gent item to present: A 
proposal for a Farm-To-
Market Road in Pet. 2, 
north of Ranger along the 
Stephens County line. 

He described the county 
roads involved as being 
No. 717 west to Rd. No. 
340, where it interacts 
with 335. Around 3.6 
miles of dirt roads would 
become an FM road.

Twelve families live 
along these roads and 18 
families just off them, 
Ainsworth said. F Irty oil 
wells are in the vicinity, 
and these are visited by 
pumpers 24 hrs. per day.

There are two gas plants 
with 25 employees, and 
50 farmers and ranchers 
in the vicinity. 

"Add to that the U.S. 
mail and school buses," 
Ainsworth said. "Drivers 
have endured this road 
for many years - I'd like to 
do something about it." 

The Commissioners 
agreed that Ainsworth's 
proposal should be a top 
priority, with the request 
for the FM Road near 
Scranton also on the list. 

Urgent requests for 
these two roads to become 
FM roads will be for-
warded to the State De-
partment of Transporta-
tion. 

Comm. Richard Robin-
son said he didn't have 
much hope that the High-
way Department would 
"pay any attention" to the 
requests. 

"But we'll do what we 
can," he said.

In a called meeting 
Monday Eastland County 
Commissioners discussed 
rural addressing with 
Venita Roach, Eastland 
Postmaster, and Frank 
Perez of Fort Worth, area 
Manager of the Address-
ing System for the U.S. 
Postal Service. 

On the other agenda 
item, County Judge Scott 
Bailey and the Commis-
sioners shared informa-
tion on what would be 
required if Eastland 
County participated in the 
National Flood Insurance 
Program. 

The meeting began with 
the postal officials re-
questing clarification on 
the way the county has 
been addressed by Jedco 
Designs of Clyde. 

Jedco was paid by the 
county to number rural 
roads and residences. 
These designations will be 
used by the 9-1-1 Emer-
gency System, and also 
may be used by the U.S. 
Postal Service to imple-
ment a new system of 
rural addressing. 

Although the 9-1-1 Sys-
tem is set to begin here 
May 12, the new ad-
dresses are not yet opera-
tional for the Postal Serv-
ice, according to Frank 
Perez. 

He listed several prob-
lems, including confusion 
over driveway addressing, 
the addressing of private 
roads, and multiple ad-
dresses on one road. 
Homes and roads missed 
in the addressing were 
also a factor, Perez said. 

Pct. 1 Commissioner 
Richard Robinson agreed 
there had been some in-
consistencies. 

"Out at Lake Leon (Pct. 
2 Commissioner) Ains-
worth has a road desig-
nated as a 'Private Road', 
but it is a county road," 
Robinson said. 

Postmaster Roach 
asked why the county 
roads were not numbered 
consecutively. 

Judge Bailey said that 
the people working on 
numbering would appar-
ently hit some muddy 
roads now and then and 
skip over them until they 
dried out. 

Robinson told the court 
that he was going to call 
back Jim and Sue Mad-
dox-who had mapped the 
Eastland County roads-
and asked them to clear 
up anything that had been 
missed. 

"They told us they would 
come back and take as 
much time needed to 
straighten out addresses," 
Robinson reminded the 
Court. He said he felt 
certain they would come 
back whether they were 
still working for Jedco or 
not. 

The court was told that 
calls to Jedco in Clyde 
brought no response. 

Frank Perez summed 
things up by saying that 
the Postal Service is in 
the process of getting in-
formation into computers. 

"There are some prob-
lems-some addresses may 
have to be changed," he 
said. "All addresses must 
be cleaned up before the 
Postal Addressing System 
is changed in this county " 

"A letter will go out to 
everyone before addresses 
are changed," he stated. 

He gave no estimation 
on how long he thought 
this changeover would 
take. 

Pct. 4 Comm. Reggie 
Pittman said he had eight 
families in part of his 
Precinct who didn't get a 
number. When Jim and 
Sue Maddox came back 
he wanted to get these 
families into the 9-1-1 and 
new addressing system. 

Next on the agenda was 
the matter of National 
Flood Insurance for 
Eastland County-a topic 
that had last surfaced 
April 13. 

Judge Bailey passed out 
leaflets which gave details 
about Flood Insurance. 

Among them was a copy 
of a Survey of Lake Leon 
made in 1971 by Chester 
H. Breneman, County 
Surveyor. He lists the 
elevation of the spillway 
as 1,375 ft., and the emer-
gency spillway at 1,382. 
He states: "All construc-
tion below 1,385 ft. must 
be authorized specifically 
by the Eastland County 
Water Supply District." 

Bailey told the court: 
"The Water District has a 
lot of power and authority 
to control the shoreline of 
a Lake. If the County 
entered into a Flood In-
surance Program it would 
possibly share some of the 
authority." 

Robinson said that 160 
to 220 Lake Leon resi-
dents had all been "turned 
down by FEMA because 
we didn't have Flood In-
surance. 

"If we start participat-
ing within six months of a 
major flood FEMA will go 
back and recosider the 
applications," Robinson 
said. "That gives us about 
50 days from the flood last 
December-January. 

"The Water Board could 
do it, enter into the agree-
ment but I don't think they 
would do it." 

Judge Bailey said the 
county would have to pass 
an ordinance to enter into 
a National Flood Insur-
ance project. 

Members of the court 
indicated they might pass 
an ordinance, say what 
FEMA requires-and the 
insurance rates would be 
figured on the likelihood 
of a flood coming in. 

Robinson said he would 
talk to Richard Johnson, 
County Surveyor, and 
officials of the Eastland 
Water Supply District. 
The matter would go on 
the next agenda unless the 
Water Board objected. 

"I would like to see us 
enter into a Flood Insur-
ance program if it's prac-
tical," the Commissioner 
said.
