Brazos Reduces Rates

The Public Utility Com-
mission last week
unanimously approved
Brazos Electric
Cooperative's request for a
$23 million rate reduction ef-
fective April 1. The commis-
sion also approved the
Cooperative’s request for a
temporary rate reduction for
December 1988 through
March 1989 which meant $10
million in credits for the

utility’s wholesale
customers.
The $23 million rate reduc-

tion means end consumers
will see an average reduc-
tion of $5.60 per 1000 kilowatt
hours used. Brazos Electric
Cooperative will file a full
rate case for the permanent
reduction on or about June 1.
Since January 1983, the
Waco-based cooperative has
reduced the average cost of
its wholesale electric power
by more than 18 percent.
‘‘Brazos Electric
Cooperative has carefully
studied our rate structures
with two goals in mind,"” Ex-
ecutive Vice President and

General Manager Richard .
