DEBATE IN THE 
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES 

REMARKS OF Mr. R. M. JOIHNSON, 
On the bill authorizing the President of the United State 

to accept the services of volunteers. 

TnURSDAY, APRIL 21. 

Mr. JOHNSON,rose, and said : It is not my intention t ^ 

detain the committee except for a very brief explanation o 
the object of the bill; for the measure which it propose 
requires despatch. The letter of the Secretary of War 
which I will here request the Clerk to read, shows the no 
cessity of immediate action: 

WAR DEPAaTm8NT, APRIL 18, 1836. 
Sin: In answer to your inquiry, I have the honor to state 

that various reports- which have reached the Department Ica( 
to the belief that the Indians upo n the Wes tern frontier are in : o 	e 
st teof considerable uneasiness, and that disturbances with then 
are anticipated. It is sty impression the safety of that frontier 
requires that a road should he opened, and a cordon of pools es 
tablished along it, in conformity with the plan recommended it 
my report to the Chairman of the Military Committee of the 
Senate, and communicated in my letter to you of the 19th Feb. 
ruary; and I would further recommend that the necessary lam 
should be passed as soon as convenient, in order that no unneces-
sary delay may take place in the arrangements of the Depart• 
ment. 

I have further to state, in conformity with your suggestion 
that, in the event of any difficulties among the Indians, I conside, 
the measure proposed by the, Military Committee, of allowing 
volunteer corps to be taken into service for a term not exceeding 
twelve months, to be discharged as much sooner as the public 
interest will permir, very important, and one which, if adopted. 
cannot fail to be more efficient and economical than the presen 
method of restricting the services of the militia to three months,

The bill now before the committee authorizes the Presi-
dent to accept the services of volunteers for a tern; not ex-
ceeding one year, but to be discharged at an earlier period 
if the public service will permit. The existing law au-
thorizes the President to call out the militia for a term not 
exceeding three months, for the object specified in the 
Constitution, namely, to repel invasion, s0ppress insurrec-
tion, or to enforce the laws of the country. The bill be-
fore the committee provides that, in lieu of a requisition 
upon the militia indiscriminately, without consulting the 
will or convenience of those who may be called upon, he 
may accept of such as shallolunteer their service ; and 
that instead of being required to discharge them for new 
subsidies, he may continue them in service for a year, if 
the public safety should require that length of service. It 
does not authorize him to accept their service for any other 
object than that specified in the existing law and in the 
Constitution ; nor does it change the principle of the exist-
in law in any other respect whatever. 

['lie advantages both to the public service And to the 
civil community of volunteers over militia draughts are cer-
tainly very great and obvious. The militia laws contem-
plate no difference of circumstances or condition among 
citizens. The farmer may be compelled to leave his field 
at a moment in which the loss of one month would- prove a 
sacrifice of the whole year'sroduce. It may be when he p 	 } 
has prepared his land for seed, but before he has sowed or 
planted it; or it may be when his crop is ripening, and the 
whole may perish for want. of gathering. The mechanic 
may be called from his work at a time when its neglect 
would ruin his whole business. Both may he called away 
when their families are in the most critical situation, and 
when the sacrifice would be greater than could be remuner-
ated by any pecuniary consideration. But volunteers will 
proffer their services when no such sacrifices are required. 
They will be persons without dependent families, or whose 
affairs are in a state that will permit their absence ,without 
great inconvenience. The greater proportion of them will 
be young men, who are animated by the ardor of youth, 
impelled by the thirst of glory, urged by the fire of patriot-
ism, and willing to learn the duties of the camp and the 
field, while indulging the novelties so grateful to youthful 
minds. 

As it regards the public service, all experience shows 
that the man makes the best soldier who makes the field 
his choice. The universal character of Americans is that 
of bravery; but the same person, with all the love of coun-
try which is common to Americans, (and no country on 
earth ever presented such charms, or ever commanded such 
patriotism,) would be much more effective in war, when 
circumstances marked the field of glory as his choice, loan 
when the state of his affairs at home, or the distresses of 
his dependent family, forced upon his mind a painful re- , 
luctance to do what, under other circumstances, would be 
a matter of choice. 

The difference between a tour of three months, and a 
year's service, of the same ptrsoils, is so decidedly .  in favor 
of the latter, both in efficiency and economy, that it must 
forcibly strike the mind of every person, upon a moment's 
reflection. Persons in public service but three months will 
scarcely have learned the use of arias, the exercises of the 
field, and the discipline of the army, before their term will 
expire. Experience is as necessary to the efficiency of an 
army as to any other employment ; and it is a fact as well 
established as any other principle in military annals, that 
troops disciplined and experienced arc, in action, nearly 
equal to double their nu:nbers'of untutored noviciates, es-
pecially when to knowledge and experience is added the 
ardor of volition. Our Western frontier, on the extreme 
confines of Missouri and Arkansas, is at this moment threat-
ened with Indian hostilities. While we are here deliberat-
ing, the tomahawk is preparing and the scalping-knife 
sharpening ; and before the appearance of a sufficient force 
to subdue, by terror, the martial spirit of the savages, there 
is danger of the reaction of the Black Hawk and the Flo-
rida scenes in those western regions. I ann unwilling to 
cause anthour's delay; but if ordinary militia draughts are 
made, which cannot exceed three months, at least half that 
time must be occupied in going and returning, so that for 
three months' pay the country will not have more than 
six weeks' field and camp service. By the time they reach 
the scene of action, new levies must be made to relieve 
them, so that at least double the number of men must be 
in motion, and in to keep the same number in th nd n pay, p the field; 
and these of new troops, instead of those who are accustom-
ed to the service. The expense of outfits, whether incur-
red by the Public or by individuaht is so much actual ex-
pense to the country, and this must be'renewed as often as 
new levies are made ; so that, in point of economy, there is 
a difference of mote than one-half in favor of volunteers for 
a year, as well as double the efficacy in their service. 

The saving oflife is also a desideratum worthy of notice. 
The loss by sickness and mortality brought on by the 
change of life, from the enjoyment of home to the privations 
and hardships incident to the camp, is believed to be great-
er than by the strife of battle; and this loss is principally 
among those who are commencing the service. After an 
experience of three months, men become habituated to the 
soldier's life, and generally enjoy as good health as in pri-
vate life. We have a sufficient number•r of patriotic citi-
zens in the morning and vigor of life, who are willing to 
indulge limoatriotI, ardor which they have derived from 

Y their revolutionary father s, by the performance of this ser- 
vice; and surely no army is so virtuous and patriotic, no 
force so efficient as volunteer citizens, after they  have 
learned the duties of service. They never assume a mer-
cenary character, They retain all the moral sentiments 
of citizens, expecting to return to civil life, and in their re-
turn they bring with them into civil life all the honorable 
and liberal sentiments of American soldiers. 

The bill does not propose, as some gentlemen seem to 
suppose, giving to the President extraordinary power. The 
Constitution gives him the power, as commander-in-chief, 
to call into service the militia for the same purposes con-
templated in the bill. The existing law recognises this 
power, but it limits the service of the same persons to three 
months, when he may supersede them by others. The 
present bill provides that, instead of changing them, he may 
continue the same persons by their own consent, and that, 
instead of draughts, he may receive such as volunteer their 
service. It is, s t , in this respect, not only more numerical and 
efficient for the country, but more consonant to the feelings 
of freemen, To sustain a republican Government, some 
sacrifice of liberty must be made for its defence. It is a 
common duty to protect the country in the points specified 
in the Constitution; and for this the free American must 
relinquish the liberty of remaining at home when his 
country's service calls him to the field; but it is wise to 
make that sacrifice as light as possible. This object will 
be accomplished by the passage of the bill before us, as it 
provides for the acceptance of volunteers in lieu of those 
who might otherwise be required to serve. As friends of 
liberty, then, we should unhesitatingly pass the bill. The 
cloud which is gathering in our Western horizon warns us 
to make immediate preparation for the approaching storm. 
Our unprotected citizens expect it, and the obligation rests 
on us. Nothing but a sense of the strongest obligation 
could have induced me to occupy the time for making this 
explanation of the object of the bill. The necessity of its 
immediate

assage forbids further delay, and I earnestly 

desire the final action of the committee u pon it before the 
present morning shall pass away. One day's procrastina-
tion may be productive of fatal disasters; and for the con-
sequenpes we u,IusI bwSr the responsibility.

Speaker : I rise to I ^ m Y P 	 b 
assent to the general propositions of this bill, and particu-
larly to say a few worts in favor of the amendment .pro-
posed by the gentleman from Missouri, (Mr. Asni.EY.) I 
rentember, sir, that when the question of removing the In-
dians from their native abodes and the sepulchres of their 
fathers was first raised, one argument in its I Ivor, and one 
which commended itself to me with more force than any 
other, was the fact that they would be removed from the 
vices which civilization threw around them ; that they 
would be taken to a country where broad hunting grounds 
would be secured to them; that they would follow the 
chase as they had been accustomed to follow it—and that, 
finding employment congenial to their habits, they would 
have all their simple wants supplied, and would cease to be 
the victims office white man's cupidity. 

I remember, sir, that those who viewed this subject more 
calmly, and, as it would seen., more wisely, then prophe-
sted that that would appen which has happened. We 
have been told, to-day, that instead of availing themselves 
of the advantage promised to he secured to them, instead 
of being quiet, happy people, indulging themselves in all the 
simple engagements ot'savace life, they are people, herding 
together, and pent up in close squads on the frontier, as the 
gentleman from Illinois (Mr. REYNOI.ns) has told us, often 
suffering from hunger, enjoying but few of the necessaries, 
and none of the luxuries of life. Under these circum-
stances, sir, and departing as they have done from the pri-
mitive habits of their ancestors, to which I had hoped they 
would have returned, it becomes necessary to take mea-
sures to guard the frontier settlement against their depre-
dations. No gentleman has greater confidence than I have 
in the armed freemen of the United States, when called 
into action. The history of the West shows us that there 
is no community on which we can rely with more security 
than on the people of that section. But, sir, he has been 
but a careless observer ofthe Indian character who does 
not know that the force proposed by the gentleman from 
Missouri is the force of all others that an Indian dreads, 
and that is effective in Indian warfare. What do you see 
in Flomidal All the commanding generals of your army 
there <sse 	 .' r 1 m led ; the patriotic volunteers flowin g  m from 
all your Southern and Southwestern States; and still you 
find that an army of militia, aided by regularly organized 
infantry, is almost powerless in this peculiar warfare. He 
who reads the accounts of the day will learn that, as your 
armies have v m s hn e me, ed irI full martial array from one post to 
another,!the point which the army abandons is immediately 
seized upon by the very savages whom you would attempt 
to force from. their- ambush. Why, sir, in these cases it 
requires an army to fight an Indian ; because he regards 
not the " pride, pomp, and circumstance' of war.' His war-
arc Is1 of o t Ie war.are c f subtlety ; he feels no disgrace in tell-

ing you that he will not meet you on the battle-field, be-
cause he has been early taught,both by sages and warriors, 
that treachery is honorable. How, then, are you to con-
trol him? How are you to address yourselves to his fears? 
Only by presenting to him that kind ofmartial array which 
can be moved with celerity, and which will present a force 
at every corner. That is only to be found in armed men 
who are moved with a rapidity equal to, that with which 
the Indian pushes on his trail, or traverses the prairie. 
Gentlemen familiar with this species of warfare have told 
you that, if yot rely on your infantry, the Indian will laugh 
at you, scout you, and that before you have moved ten 
miles from the post you abandon, he will possess himself of 
that very encampment. I have no objection to the general 
provisions of this bill ; for I believe that authority, if it does 
not now, should at all times exist in the President of the 
United States, to call outtroops when wanting for such an 
emergency. I shall therefore vote for every part of the bill, 
but more particularly for the proposition of the gentleman 
from Missouri. One word, sir, before I sit down, as to 
what has fallen from the chairman of the Committee of 
Ways and Means, (Mr. CAMDRELENG.) It seems to me 
;hat there is a great desire to create a war panic somewhere. 
We are now to raise an army to guard ourselves against 
Santa Ana. - _ -  

Mr. CAMBRELENG explained. He had said no such 
;hind; lie had said that we must raise an army to prevent 
to Indian war. IIe had expressed no opinion about Santa 
Ana. 

Mr. GRANGER. I will endeavor to bring myself more 
aosely to the gentleman's words. They were, sir, that 
it cannot be disguised that there is danger that Santa Ana, 
n driving the Texians before him, might follow them to 
within our frontier. 

Mr. CAMBRELENG said he expressly disclaimed having 
ised any such language. 

Mr. GRANGER. Did I understand the gentleman to dis-
:laim having stated the possibility of an approach by Santa 
Ana upon the frontier ofour country 1 

Mr. CAMBRELENG said he had stated that he was of opi-
-ion that the force of the Mexicans was so strong that 
.hey would drive the Texians before them on to our fron-
ier, which would excite the hostility of the savages on the 
whole frontier, and bring upon us an Indian war, against 
which it was necessary to protect ourselves. 

Mr. GRANGER. Then, sir, leaving the correctness of our 
respective versions to be decided by the House, I have only 
o regret that,commanding the distinguished position he does, 
hegcntleman should havefoundit necessary to have said one 
vord of Santa Ana, even in connexion with our Western 
ndians. Should the crimson flag of that chieftain ever be 
trought so near this frontier that its blood-stained folds 
'ould be seen to wave, the whole of the vast valleys of the 
Viississippi, of the Ohio, and of the entire West, would be 
toured forth to the defence of our country. And, 'sir, the 
entleman from New York, my honorable colleague, know% 
s well as myself, that when the hunters of Kentucky and 
he riflemen of Tennessee are in the field, the enemy had 
,otter look out. 

After some further debate, Mr. • WHITE, of Florida, 
noved to amend the amendment, by inserting the words 
' or mounted riflemen." 

Mr. AS fiLEY accepted the modification, and the amend-
rient or modification was adopted—yeas 96, nays 40.

Sin: I am instructed by the President to request that yo 

would repair to some proper position near the Western front'e 
of the State of Louisiana, and there assume the personal coin 
mend of all the troops of the United States who are, or may be 

m eployed in any part ofthe region adjoining the Mexican bean 
dary. It is hot the object of this order to change' at all the rein 
tions between yotu-selfand the military departments under you 
command, but to require your personal presence ate point when 
public considerations demand the exercise of great discretiot 
and experience. An order will be issued without delay to hit 
sixth regiment, to proceed to Fort Jesup ; and this force, toga 
tiuer w•itft all the troops in the western part. of Louisiana, and it 
the country west of the Mississippi and south of the Missour 
rivers, will be employed, as occasion may require, in carrying 
into effect the instructions herein communicated to you. 

The state of affairs in Texas calls for immediate measures or 
the part of the Government. It is the duty ofthe United State: 
to retrain entirely neutral, and to cause their neutrality to bt 
respected. It is possible that the course of operations may in 
duce one or other of the contending parties to approach. the boun• 
dory line, with a view to cross it in arnrs. Should you find tits 
the case, you will give notice to the persons having the ctirection, 
that they will not l e permitted to cross into the territory of the 
United States ; and if they attempt to do so by force, you will re- 
sist them with the means at your disposal. - 

The 33d article of the treaty with Mexico requires both the 
contracting parties to prevent, "by force, all hostilities and in 
cursions on the part of the Indian nations living within their 
respective boundaries, so that the United States of America 
will not suffer their Indians to attack the citizens ofthe Mexican 
States," &c. 

The provisions of this article you will cause to be faithfully 
enforced, and the various Indian agents and the officers of the 
Indian Department in that region will be required to furnish 
you any information in their power in relation to this matter, 
and to carry into effect any instructions you may give. You 
will make known to the various Indian tribes inhabiting that 
part ofthe United States, the determination ofthe Government 
to prevent any hostile incursions into Texas, and you will call 
upon the chiefs to inculcate upon all their people the necessity 
of carefully abstaining from any violation ofthe above-mentioned 
engagement, and you will not hesitate to use the force at your 
disposal for the purpose of preventing any sttoh designs. 

Should you be called upon by the civil authority for any aid 
towards enforcing the laws having relation to the neutral duties 
of the United States, you will render such assistance as the laws 
prescribe. 

You are requested to communicate freely with the District 
Attorneys of both the districts of Louisiana, on all points of law 
connected with the execution of the instructions, and those offi-
cers will be desired to give you their opinion. 

I will thank you to keep me advised of any occurrences in 
that quarter, which it may be important for the Government to 
know.

Sin ; I have received, not until yesterday, an official copy of 
your letter ofthe 23d January last, by which I have the antis- 
faction to be informed that the President of the United States 
has been pleased to direct my immediate attention to the West- 
ern frontier of the State of Louisiana, in order to preserve, if 
necessary, by force, the neutrality of the United States. 

In obedience to this order, I have availed myself of the very 
first S. B. conveyance that offered after the receipt of the order 
to proceed to Baton Rouge, to enable me to ascertain to what 
extent the arsenal there will furnish ordnance and ordnance 
stores for the prompt and efficient discharge of the duties as- 
signed to me—duties which derive great importance from the 
recent accounts ofthe sanguinary manner in which the Mexican 
forces seem disposed to carry on the war against our Texian 
neighbors. (See the accompanying newspapers.) 

Upon this point I take leave to su  ggest whether it may or may 
not become necessary, in u or owls d 	 thee con- 
tending belligerents in a language not to be misunderstood—a 
language requiringforce and military supplies that shall sae in!- 
ficient, if necessary, for the protection of our frontier, to dlreck 
the savage operations of each of the contending parties who may 
forget to respect the laws of war and our neutral rights, until 
Mexico and the United States shall, by an adjustment of exist- 
ing difficulties, put an end to scenes of barbarism which cannot 
but endanger the peace and other vital interests of all the parties 
concerned—scenes of barbarism disgraceful to all who enact or 
tolerate them. ' 

Should I find any disposition on the part of the Mexicans or 
their red allies to menace our frontier, I cannot but deem it to 
be my duty not only to hold the troops of my command in readi- 
ness for action in defence of our slender frontier, but to antici- 
pate their lawless movements, by crossing our supposed or ima-
ginary national boundary, and meeting the savage marauders 
wherever to be found, in their approach towards our frontier. 

Should I err in this view of the subject, in which, however, I 
am convinced the laws of war and of nations will bear me oat, 
shall be gratified to receive the views of the President, to whh ic 	-', 
I shall scrupulously adhere. But if it be otherwise, if my own 
views are approved, I shall, in that event, have occasion for 
some mounted volunteers, with other forces sufficient to make 
my numerical strength equal to the estimated strength of the 
contending parties, which is now estimated at eight thousand to 
twelve thousand men, (8,000 to 12,000 men.) With a view to 
this possible emergency, I have already desired the fine Le- 
gionarp Brigade, commanded by General Plar che, of the city of 
New Orleans, to calculate on the possibility gfmy having oc- 
casion to invite the Legion to join me. Po this suggestion 
the officers of the Legion, with the gallant General at their head, 
cordially responded that they would, whenever it might be 
deemed necessary, promptly repair to the frontier, delighted 
with the opportunity of carrying into effect the wishes of the 
President, under whose immediate command many of these offi- 
cers had distinguished themselves in the defence of their city 
and State in the memorable triumphs of December, 1814, and 
January, 1815. 

All which is submitted for the information of the President of 
the United States.

WASHINGTox, APRIL 25, 1836. 
SIR : Your letter of the 29th ultimo was received at the De- 

partment a few days since, but I have been prevented by indis- 
position from giving it an earlier answer. 

I enclose for your information a copy of the memorandum of 
an official conference* between the Secretary of State and the 
Mexican Minister, respecting the present state of affairs upon 
the southwestern borders ofthe United States. You will consi- 
der, as a part of your instructions, the declaration made by the 
Secretary of State, and govern yourself accordingly. 

It is not the wish ofthe President to take advantage of present 
ci rcumstances, and thereby obtain possession of any portion of 
the Mexican territory. Still, however, the neutral duties as 
well as the neutral rights of the United States will justify the 
Goverment in taking all necessary measures to prevent a vio- 
lotion of their territory. Recent events induce the belief that 
the Mexican forces, as well as the inhabitants of Texas, must be 
m a high state of excitement. In that portion of the coup. 
try, there are many Indian tribes whose habitual predisposition 
[o engage in war is well known, as is, also, their reckless disre- 
lard of any of the claims o£ humanity. And from information 
which lies reached the Government, there is too much reason to 
believe that efforts have been made to induce these Indians to 
vin the Mexican troops. It may, therefore, well be, as you an- 
ticipate,thatthese various contending parties may approach our 
frontiers, and that the lives and property of our citizens maybe 
placed in jeopardy. Should this be the case, the President ap- 
proves the suggestion you make, and you are authorized to take 
such position, on either side of the imaginary boundary line, as 
it be best for your defensive operations. You will, however, 
under no circumstances, advance farther than old Fort Nacog- 
doches, which is within the limits of the United States, as claim-
ed by this Government. But you will please to observe, that 
I permission will not be exercised, unless you should find such 
an advanced position necessary, to afford due security to the 
frontier, in consequence of the unsettled state of things beyond 
You. 

You will please to explain, fully, your views and instructions 
o any armed parties who may be marching towards you ; and 

should they continue to threaten your position, or to manifest a 
C of crossing into the United States, you are authorized to 
attack and repel them. 

I have this day, by direction of the President, requested  the 
Governors of Louisiana and Mississippi to call into service any 
militia force you may find necessary for the protection of the 
rontiers. This force must be called out for a term of not less 
ban six months from the day they reach their rendezvous, to be ^ 

C at any time by the United States. The necessary 
means will be furnished to the officers ofthe proper staff depart- 
ments, for such supplies as may be required. 

1 need hardly say that the duty committed to you is one of i 
 gFeat importance, as well as ofgreat delicacy ; and I do not doubt 

t will be so executed as to preserve, on the one hand, the pro- ^ 

per safety of the frontier, while, on the other hand, as little cause 
of offence as possible will be given to any foreign authority. I 
have to request that you would keep me regularly advised of 
your proceedings. L. C.

Memorandum for Mr. Gorostiza, of what was said to hint 
by .34r. Forsyth, in their conference on the 20th of fl pril, 
1836. 
Mr. Forsyth stated to Mr. Gorostiza, that, in consequence of 

the contest in Texas, the movements of some citizens of the 
United States on the lied' river, and apprehended hostile inten-
tions of the Indians in Mexico against the United States, and of 
the Indians within the United States against Mexico, orders 
would be given to General Gaines to take such a position with 
the troops of the United States as would enable him to preserve 
the territory of the United States and of Mexicofrom Indianout-
rage, and the territory of the United States from any violation 
by Mexicans, Texions, or Indians, during the disturbances un-
fortunately existing in that quarter, and that the troops of the 
United States would be ordered to protect the commissioners and 
surveyors ofthe two Governments, whenever they should meet 
to execute the instructions to be prepared under the treaty of 
limits between the United States and the United Mexican States. 
Should the troops, in the performance of their duty, be advanced 
beyond the point Mexico might suppose was within the territory 
of the United States, the occupation of the position was not to be 
taken as an indication of any hostile feeling, or of a desire to es-
tablish a possession or claim not justified by the treaty of limits. 
The occupation would be precautionary and provisional, and 
would be abandoned whenever (the line being run and the true 
limits marked). the disturbances in that region should cease, they 
being the only motive fort. 

- HEAD QUARTERS, WESTERN DEPARTMENT, 
Natehitoches, Louisiana, April 8, 1836. 

Sin: I arrived at this place on the 4th instant, since which 
time I have r, sceived information from various sources, which 
leaves no doubt in my mind that a considerable portion of seve-
ral tribes of the Indians residing within our territorial limits 
have gone uv-er to the Texas side of the boundary line between 
the United States and Mexico. 

When to '.his fact are added the reports daily received at this 
lace, that .he army of Mexico, commanded by the President, 

(St. Ana) ire person, is ra idil n roachi 	in. this direction 
through the: centre of Texas; that 	his plan is to put to death all 
he finds in arms, and till who do not yield to his dictation ; that 
as soon as )..e comes to the section of country occupied by the 
Indians in: question on the waters of the Trinidad, or Trinity_ 
river, they will unite with him in his war of extermination ; and 
that no boundary line,, save such as they find properly guarded 
with an ;f icient force, will be sufficient to arrest the sanguinary 
career of these savages, I cannot but deem it my duty to pre-
parefor action. 

For this purpose I have requested of the Governors of Lou-
isiana amd Mississippi and-Tennessee, each, a brigade, and of the 
State of Alabama a battalion, making altogether three brigades 
and one battalion ; the whole, or as many of them as practicabl'e 5 

 to be t-pounted.; to repair to this place as soon as may be conve-
nient, by battalions or companies. 

This force, though not equal in numbers to that which it may 
be my dutyto.meet in battle, will enable me at least to secure 
the confidence of the frontier settlements, and keep them at 
home to plant their crops; and moreover enable me to inflict 
summary punishment on such of the enemy by whom they are 
now menaced, as may teach them to respect us, and in future to 
pay more regard than they seem now disposed to pay to our 
sights and treaties. 

I shat. in the course of a few days address to each one of the 
'commanders of the armies in Texas a note calling their atten-
tion to their duties, and apprizing them of the course which I 
shall pursue towards them, in obedience to the orders of the 
President of the United States, should they approach our boun-
.dary, or suffer the Indians near them to commence hostilities. 
I have notified the Governors of the States to whom I have ap-
plied for force, that c`should the war in Texas be brought to a 
close without the apprehended Indian hostilities," the volunteers 
will in that case "be discharged forthwith."

HEAD QUARTERS, WESTERN DEPARTMENT, 
Natchitoches, La., April 8, 1836. 

Sin : The war in Texas, which has, of late, assumed a san-
guinary and savage aspect, has induced the President of the 
United States to require a considerable augmentation of the re-
gular force to be concentrated upon this section of the national 
frontier, to which my attention has been particularly directed. 
He deems it tee be the duty of the United States to remain en-
tirely neutral; and to cause their neutrality to be respected, 
peaceably, if practicable ; forcibly, if necessary. 

The thirty-third article of the treaty with Mexico requires 
both the contracting parties to prevent, " by force, all hostilities 
and incursions on the part of the Indian nations living within 
their respective boundaries ; so-that the United States of Ameri-
ca will not suffer their Indians to attacd the citizens of the Mex-
scan States," &e. 

The provision of this article I any particularly instructed to 
cause to be enforced ; and I have, pursuant to instructions, taken 
measures to make known to the various Indian tribes inhabiting 
that part of the United States bordering on the Mexican terri-
tory, on the waters of the Red and Arkansas rivers, the deter-
mination of the' Government to prevent any hostile incursions 
into Texas; and have directed that the chiefs be called upon to 
inculcate upon their people the necessity of carefully abstaining 
from any violation of the abovementioned engagements; and I 
have moreover informed them, pursuant to the orders of the 
President, that I will not hesitate to use the force at my dis-
posal for the purpose of preventing such designs. 

I have learned from several of our citizens entitled to credit, 
that one Manuel Flores, a Mexican Spaniard, but for some years 
past a citizen of " Spanish town," in this State ;  near the Sabine 
ridge, has been lately commissioned by persons professing to 
act by the authority of the Mexican Government, for the pur-
pose of enticing the Indians in the Western prairies, on our side 
of the boundary line, to join them in the war of extermination 
now raging in Texas ; and that, with this view; the agent, Man-
uel Flores, accompanied by a stranger, has lately passed up the 
valley of the Red river, and has already produced excitement 
among the Caddo Indians ; and I have very recently learned, 
from several intelligent persons in Texas,, and others who have 
lately been there, that many of our Indians have lately gone 
over to the Texas side of the line. 

These facts and circumstances present to me the important 
question, whether I am to sit still and suffer these movements 
to be so far matured as to place the white settlements on bolls 
sides of the line wholly within the power of these savages, or 
svlrether I ought not instantly to prepare the means for protect-
ing the frontier settlements, and,: if necessary, compelling the 
Indians to return to their own homes and hunting grounds? I 
cannot but decide in favor of the last alternative which the 
question presents ; for nothing can be more evident than that an 
Indian war, commencing on either side of the line, will as sure-
ly extend to both sides, as that a lighted quickmatch thrust into 
me side of a powder magazine will extend the explosion to both 
:ides. - 

But I am without mounted men, the only description of force 
which will enable me to interpose an effectual check to the 
gaily increasing clanger which every intelligent citizen with 
whom I have conversed upon the subject apprehends; and ap-
prehencing, as I do, that the loss of a month, which it would re-
luire to submit the case to the decision of the President of the 
United States, might prove fatal to a large portion of the fnon-
:ier inhabitants, I have determined to solicit of your excellency 
I brigade, to consist of two or three battalions of volunteers, as 
many to be mounted as practicable, to repair to this place as 
soon as may be convenient, by companies or battalions ;  to re= 
ceive their arms and camp equipage at New Orleans and Baton 
Rouge. There -may be eight or ten companies to a battalion. 

Should the war in Texas be brought to a close without the ap-
;rehended Indian hostilities, the volunteers will, in that case, 
se discharged forthwith.

employment of whatever force may be necessary to protect the 
Western frontier of the United States from hostile incursions. 
Phis Department has addressed the Governors ofthe States of 
Louisiana, Mississippi, Tennessee, Kentucky, and Alabama, re-
luesting them to call into service such militia force-as you may 
end necessary in carrying into effect the instructions heretofore 
liven to you. The theatre of operations is so distant from the 
eat of Government, that much must be entrusted to your dis-
aetion. The two great objects you have to'attain are, first, the 
,rotection ofthe frontiers, and, secondly, as strict a performance 

object c ,f the neutral duties ofthe United States as the  gr eat ^e t of  
elf-defence will permit. Yeti will take care ' and do no act 
vhich can give just cause of offence to any other Government ; 
.nd, on the other"land, you will not permit the frontiers to be 
avaded by any forces whatever. I have to request that the ini-
itia you may call out may not be more numerous than the exi- 
encies shall seem to require. They ought to be called into ser- 
ice for six months, if practicable, to be disbanded whenever not 
vanted ; and you will take care that all due economy is pi e- 
erved, as well in your disbursements as in the preservation and 
ocountability of the public property. It is very necessary that 
eu should communicate freely to the commanding officers of any 
ailitary parties who may approach the frontiers, and inform 
beta of the nature of your orders.

SUPERIOR COURT.—BEFORE CHIEF JusTICE JONES. 
Samuel Jarvis vs. Matthew Sayre. 
This was a special action on the case, to recover clama-

ges of the defendant for incumbering the street in front of 
its premises. The defendant keeps a marble yard in De-
laney street, and,at the time of the injury complained of, a 
large block of marble laid nearly in themiddle'of the street, 
in front of his yard. The plaintiff drove along the street in 
a one horse wagon, at about 8 o'clock in the evening, gut 
it being very dark, the horse ran againetthe marble, broke 
the wagon, throwing the plaintiff out, and injuring him 
severely. The horse continued running, and was eventu-
ally stopped in Chatham Square; and it was proved that 
the horse prior to the accident was worth 150 to $200, but 
that he was rendered of no value by the injury he had sus-
tained. The value of the horse and the hill for repairing 
the wagon constituted the claim for damages. The defen-
dant proved that he had been absent from home on the af-
ternoon and evening of the accident, and that he was not 
aware of the marble being there ; that it had been brought 
there by a strange carman, and left lying in the street. 
The court charged the jury that the defendant was liable in 
the present case for whatever damages the plaintiff had ins-
tamed. That it did not matter whether the incumbrance 
had been placed there by the plaintiff, or without his know-
ledge. It had been done by his agents, and that was 
enough. Every man in front of whose house stands a 
nuisance is prima ,facie a wrong-doer, and liable. If the 
incumbrance be placed there by a stranger, he has his rem-
edy against him. But he cannot screen himself under such 
an allegation. The acts of his agents are his own acts, 
and for their negligence or carelessness he is liable. 

The jury found a verdict for plaintiff of $190 damages, 
with costs.—Courier and Enquirer. 

The Editor ofthe Cincinnati Advertiser,an Administra- 
tion paper, pays the following tribute to the integrity and 
patriotism Of Gen. HARRISON : 

" General Harrison we do not only believe to be an hon-
est man, but we know him to be so; his personal character 
we esteem and admire; he is open, candid, and honest in 
his intentions ; he is no hypocrite ; he pretends not to hold 
principles which he does not approve, in order to recom-
mend himself to office ; he speaks his mind freely and 
avowedly.

If he approved 
of or promoted any public improvement, it was for the ben-
efit of his country, not for his own." 

FInE.—On Thursday morning week, about an hour be-
fore day-break, the dwelling house and barn of Mr. David 
Denison, of Leyden, Ct. took fire and burnt down. No 
part of the furniture was saved, except two beds; every 
thing else was'consumed, not excepting the account books 
and papers. - 

In and about the barn were about two hundred sheep, 
one of the finest Ilocksin the country. The flock was val- 
ned at a thousand dollars, and every one of the=n perished. 
The owner burnt his hands severely in trying to rescue 
them from the flames, but they huddled together under the 
barn, and resisted every effort to withdraw them. Two 
horses were saved ; the third refused to come out, and was 
so severely burnt that it was found necessary to kill him. 

Buffalo and Gen. P. B. Porter.—The way that Buffalo 
goes on is a caution to other parts ofthe earth. A company 
there have recently purchased of General PETER B. PORTER 
the whole of his possessions at Black Rock Dam, near 400 
acres, with the mansion-house, harbor grounds, mills, un-
appropriated water power, &c. for $$320,000. In one year, 
probably, it will be worth a million. We hope the gallant 
General has reserved some beautiful site for himself, from 
whence he may still look upon the romantic shores of Eric, 
opposite the theatre of his honorable services and brilliant 
military exploits during the last war.—Star. 

COLUMBUS, (GA.) APRIL 29. 
Steamboat lost.—The steamer Ohioan, Capt. Freeman, was 

burnt on our river on Saturday last. The particulars, as we 
have received them from a passenger, are as follows : On Fri-
day last, the Ohioan, freighted with merchandise for Columbus 
and intermediate landings, with fifteen passengers, left the 
wharf at Appalachicola. On Saturday morning,when about eight 
miles below Ocheese, the alarm of fire was given, and in three 
minutes the boat was enveloped in flames. With much diffeul- 
ty the female passengers were handed into time yawl boat, and 
rowed safely to shore. The other passengers jumped overboard, 
and succeeded in swimming to land, with the exception of a 
servant girl, who was lost. The boat was owned by the captain, 
and other gentlemen probably of Mobile. She has been run-
ning on our river only a few months. 

The Portsmouth Journal mentions as a case of remarkable 
Sreservation, that a Mr. Woodman, in Washington, Vermont, 
accompanied by a neighbor, commenced one day towards the-
sat of February, making a path under the edge ofa hill, where 
he snow was very deep. After he had progressed some dis-
ance, a son of Mr. W. drove into the path with a yoke of oxen. 
The snow caved in, and buried rap the boy and oxen complete-
ly. The place where they disappeared was opened, but they 
were not to be found. As the father was about hastening away-
La obtain assistance, he saw, a few rods from the path ;  a slight 
motion in the snow. They commenced digging, and soon found 
the head of one of the oxen. Life was extinct in both of them. 
The. boy was found with his leg across the neck of one of the 
oxen, having been half an .tour buried under the snow. He 
showed scarcely any signs of life at first, but sooI began to 
revive, and was restored to his parents as from the jaws of 
death. 

We learn from an Erie paper, that on the morning of the 25th 
ultimo, a little before clay-light, while the steamboat United 
States was between Painesville and Ashtabula, on her passago 
clown the lake, a passenger by the name of Porter Knowles,

;hat he was either asleep, or laboring under mental derange-
nent, of which he had given some signs the evening before.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES. 
By unanimous consent,. Mr. EVERETT offered the fol-

lowing resolution; which lies over one day: 
Resolved, That the President of the United States be re-

quested to communicate to this House, if, in his opinion, it 
shall not be incompatible with the public interest, the-in-
structions which have been transmitted from time to time, 
since the 1s€ day of January,1835, to the Representative of 
the United States at the Government of Mexico, relative 
to the boundaries 'between the two nations, and relative to 
the setting on foot military expeditions by citizens of the 
United States against the Mexican Province of Texas, 
and relative to the military occupation or contemplated oc-
cupation, under the authority of the President, of any post 
or place within the said province of Texas; and all corres-
pondence and communications which have passed, at Wash-
ington or at Mexico, between the two Governments, roe- i 
pecting the same; and all information in possession of the 
Executive respecting the same. And, also, that the Presi-
dent be requested to communicate to this House all orders 
and instructions issued to the military or other officers of 
the United States, or of the States, relative to the defence 
of the Western frontier, and all correspondence between 
them and the Government respecting the same. 

The unfinished business of last Monday, being the pre-
amble and resolutions of the Legislature of Kentucky in fa-
vor of the distribution of the proceeds of the sales of the 
public lands among the several States, was taken up. 

The question being on the motion of Mr. WILLIAMS, of 
Kentucky, to commit the same to the Committee of Ways 
and Means, with instructions to report a bill in conformity 
with the resolutions, and Mr. WILLIAMS being entitled to 
the floor, 

Mr. Oi:AVES asked hl s colleague to give way for a 
moment to enable him to notice a charge that had been 
made against himself in the Globe of this morning. 

Mr. WILLIAMS yielded the floor, and 
Mr. BOON rose to a point of order. He wished to 

know whether the gentleman from Kentucky (Mr. WIL-
LIAMS) had not lost his right to the floor. ' 

The SPEAKER replied that if any objection was made, 
the gentleman could not resume the floor, after yielding it. 

Mr.WILLIAMS said ifthat was the case he would not 
yield the floor, and proceeded with his remarks. 

Mr. BOON followed in o pposition to the motion. 
Mr. GRAVES took the floor, and the special order was 

then called for. 
The House, by general consent, on motion of Mr. LIN-

COLN, took up and considered the joint resolution from 
the Senate, authorizing the Secretary of War to receive 
additional testimony in relation to the claims of Massachu-
setts and other States upon the United States, for services, 
expenses, and disbursements, during the late war with 
Great Britain; which, after being verbally amended, was 
read a third time, and passed. 

NAVY APPROPRIATION BILL. 
The House resumed the consideration of'the bill making 

appropriation for the naval service of the United States for 
the year 1836, which had been returned from the Senate 
with amendments, and acted on in. the Committee of the I 
Whole. 

The question being on concurring with the Committee'. 
of the Whole in the following amendment to the Senate's 
amendment, providing for an exploring expedition to the 
South Seas : 

" The President of the United States be, and he hereby 
is, authorized, if in his opinion the public interest-shall re-  I 
quire, to send out a. surveying and exploring expedition to 
the Pacific Ocean and Sguth Seas ; and for that purpose to 
employ a sloop of war, and to purchase or provide such 
other small vessels as may be necessary and proper to ren-
der the said expedition efficient and useful; and, for this 
purpose, the sum of one hundred and fifty thousand dollars 
be, and the same is hereby, appropriated out of any money 
in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated ; and in addi-
tion thereto, if necessary, the President of the United States 
is authorized to use other means in the control of the Navy 
Department, not exceeding one hundred and fifty thousand 
dollars, for the objects required." 

Mr. PATTON said he had not intended, as had been 
supposed, to question the constitutionality of authorizing 
this expedition; but he meant to say that it was not com-
petent to this House to devolve upon the Executive the 
duty of deciding upon the expediency of propositions of 
this nature. The duty of deciding questions of this na-
ture was not given to the Executive by the Constitution; 
it was the duty of Congress to decide them ; and Congress 

h ought not to throw the responsibility 't 	 Executive. upon the E ecutl e. 
He would not intimate any distrust of the Executive, but 
he would say, the House had no right to impose upon him 
a; duty which belonged exclusively to Congress. He look-
ed upon the principle as an important one, and he thought 
the precedent would go to establish a course of legislation 
which would entirely change the relations of the different 
departments of the Government. - 

Mr. HAMER thought every department of the Govern-
ment should assume the responsibility which properly be-
longed to it; and, for this reason, he was opposed to the 
amendment, though he was in favor of the expedition, as 
one which might lead to important and useful results. He 
said the principle upon which this amendment was found-
ed, was similar to that upon which the exploring expedi-
tion of Lewis and Clarke and Featherstonhaugh were au-
thorized. He could see no sectional interest in such an 
appropriation ; and he compared it to works upon the sea-
coast, such as light-houses, which, he said, were as itn-
portant to those who lived in the interior as to those who 
lived in sight of them. He said the object of the expedi-
tion was extensive: it was to make surveys of islands al-
ready known, and to bring away prisoners who are known 
to have been kept there, as much as to explore new lands; 
and such a purpose was one that ought to be encouraged. 
He made some remarks upon the character of Mr. Rey-
nolds, who had been active in advocating this expedition; 
and said he had known him from his boyhood, as he came 
from his (Mr. HAlwIEa's) neighborhood in Ohio. He knew 
him to be a man of as fair character as any one in the 
House ; and said he had received literary henors from va-
rious societies and colleges in this country and in Europe. 
In favor of the expedition, and in reply to the remark that 
it was a visionary scheme, he said it was no new thing, but 
had been in agitation six or seven years ; had received the 
sanction of many most enlightened men ; was petitioned 
for by the Legislatures of seven different States ; and re-
ceived the approbation of the whole mercantile community. 
The country was interested in such an expedition, because 
now we had a vast amount of shipping navigating those 
seas, without a single chart, exposed to shipwreck, for the; 
want of information, which it was in the power of the Go-
vernment to give them. 

Mr. REED made some remarks; which will be published 
hereafter. 

Mr. HAWES considered the amendment preferable to 
the clause proposed to be stricken out; but he thought 
both were objectionable. He objected to it as a visionary 
project. After some remarks upon the inutility of several 
similar expeditions, he said the did not know that the friend 
of the gentleman from Ohio (Mr. HAMER) would go with 
it; but he would not vote for it. He-was informed that 
the individual alluded to was in favor of that project which, 
some time ago, originated in Ohio, that the world is Iike a 
cocoa nut, and that the inside is as much better than the 
outside to live upon, as the inside of a cocoa nut is better 
than the outside shell to eat. He was opposed to the 
whole plan, and should vote against it; and he hoped the 
House would not sanction any such visionary and useless 
schemes. 

Mr. PHILLIPS went into a general examination of the 
subject. He did not object to granting the power to the 
President to decide, though the amendment embarrassed 
him somewhat in coming to a conclusion on the subject. 
He regretted that gentlemen who opposed this proposed 
expedition had• not made themselves acquainted with the 
merits and necessities of such an expedition; and he went 
at length into a statement to show that no correct infornla-• 
tion was in the possession of mariners or merchants con-
Corning the innumerable islands of the South Seas. Re-
ports madq by vessels who arrived in the country, of islands 
and of places where other vessels were left, often were in- 
correctc and could never be relied upon.. Indeed, so de-
fective was our knowledge, and so dangerous the naviga-
tion of the South Pacific ocean, from want of information, 
that it was impossible for merchant ships going there for 
any other pursuit than that of whaling to obtain insurance; 
and those who ventured thither for the fisheries sirother 
commercial objects were obliged to sustain the whole risk 
themselves. He thought that great commercial advantages 
would be derived from a scientific hydrographic research 
into the Southern ocean. There were great treasures in 
the islands of this region, and it was only necessary to 
have them explored to enable our seamen to take advan-
tage of the benefits of their trade ; and the visit of a na-
tional ship would cause our nation, and the mariners of 
our merchant ships, to be respected by many of the natives, 
who are now suspicious or hostile. 

He said a great amount of produce and manufactures 
was annually shipped to those seas. The produce of the 
West was used in great quantities to fit out the whale and 
other ships; and there was hardly a cotton factory in the. 
country which had not sent out their cotton goods, which 
were now bought and used for clothing by the savage in-
habitants of those islands, who return for them valuable 
furs and other productions. He alluded to the trade in San-
dal wood, shell, and other articles, which are carried from 
the Sandwich. Society, and Fejeo Islands to China, and 
there exchanged for articles which contribute to swell the 
amount of the revenue of the country, and to increase the 
comforts of our people. The gentleman from South Car-
olina, who spoke of the valuable productions of his own 
State, a few days since, might learn, if lie would consult 
the statistical papers, that another State, not accustomed to 
boast of her wealth or her achievements, annually reaped a 
larger amount ofwealth from the ocean by her fisheries and 
her commerce than was produced by the State of South 
Carolina upon her whole soil. 

Mr. PHILLIPS then stated as a fact, that many American 
seamen, who had been wrecked or accidentally left, were 
now living among those islands; held as prisoners by the 
natives, who cannot find opportunities to get away, or who 
are denied the privilege of leaving the island if an oppor-
tunity should occur. He thought it worth the expense of 
the expedition to rescue their fellow-citizens from bondage, 
and.to  restore them to their homes and their friends. He 
also urged the advantage of scientific and practical re-
searches into unknown regions of the earth. He was not 
disposed to discourage the efforts of our citizens to make 
advances in knowledge and science; and when a'gentleman 
came forward with a long-cherished plan, founded in rca-
son, and calculated to benefit the country, and to enlighten 
the world, he was willing to bid him God speed, and to ren-
der him all reasonable and proper aid. He said he had

^ The same treaty further stipulates, in refer-
ence to the boundary thus recognised, as follows : 
" The two high contracting parties agree to cede 
' and renounce all their rights, claims, and pro-
' tensions to the territories described by the said 
' line; that is to say : the United States hereby 
' cede to his Catholic Majesty, and renounce 
' forever, aII their rights, claims, and pretensions 
' to the territories lying west and south of the 
' above described line," &c. 

As between the United States and Spain, no-
thing can be plainer or clearer than this defini-
tion of boundary. 

But, still later, after the recognition of the in-
dependence of Mexico, that is to say, on the 
12th of February, 1828, we made a Treaty with 
Mexico (the ratifications of which were exchang-
ed as late as April 5, 1832,) in which was a new 
recognition of boundary, word for word, in the 
very terms (Melish's map and all) of the article 
of the Treaty of 1819 with Spain. 
' Again : only on the 20th of the last month 

(the very day of the conference between the 
Secretary of State and the Mexican Minister) 
were exchanged the ratifications of a supple-
mentary treaty, the sole object of which was to 
recognise and carry into effect the stipulations 
of the treaty of 1528 concerning the boundary 
line between the two countries. 

Whatever doubt existed as to the boundary 
line was ended by the Treaty of 18.19 with Spain, 
not contradicted, but solemnly renewed and cor-
roborated by subsequent Treaties with Mexico. 
But, to prevent the possibility of the language 
of those treaties being subjected to different 
interpretations, Melish's map of January, 1818, 
was made a part of each of these Treaties; and 
the line marked on that map, thus recognised, 
must be the true line, whatever any one may 
Dow think ought to have been the recognised 
line. According to that map, the post of Na-
cogdoches is, by measurement, forty-eight Wailes 
west of the western boundary of the United States, 
south of its intersection of the latitude of 3.'. de-
grecs, and is of course so many miles within the 
Mexican territory. 

This is a plain statement of the case, as we 
understand it. 

We do not pretend to deny, the reader will 
readily perceive, that it would be a very conveni-
ent thing to have the boundary line of the United 
States extended as far west as it is claimed—
(though such an extension would not embrace 
the principal settlements made in that country 
by emigrants from the United States)—but it is 
an acquisition which can be made in one only 
of two ways ; that is, with the consent or MEx-

Ico, or by conquest. To the former mode of 

.obtaining it we have no objection : to the latter 

we have all the repugnance of those who have 
a due regard either to the faith of treaties or the 
law of nations. 

Nor do we deny that ;  in the event of any 
hostile inroad into the territory of the United 
States, the invaders, whether Indians, Mexi-
cans, or Texians, may be pursued into Texas. 
What we object to is the authority expressly 
given to our. commanding General on that fron-
tier to advance into the Mexican territory as far 
as Nacogdoches; considering such an authority, 
under present circumstances, as one very liable, 
and very likely, to be construed into an order—
anti, consequently, an authority which ought not 
to have been given. Still less would we be un-
derstood as differing in opinion from those who 
deem an addition necessary to the existing 
means and material for the defence of the West-
em frontier. It is due to the People of that 
frontier, not only that they should be protected 
from actual danger, but secured from the appre-
hension of it. All proper measures, having that 
end in view, and no latent ulterior purpose, 
will receive our cordial assent and approbation. 
But, of all conceivable ways of disposing of our 
surplus revenue, we protest against bringing into 
the field, upon the plea of defending the fron-
tier, large armies of militia, should obvious ne-
cessity and propriety not require it. 

A debate of'more than an hour's duration took 
place in the SENATE yesterday on the subject of 
the Texian conflict. It arose upon the occasion 
of the presentation of a petition asking of Con-
gress, among other things, to recognise the in- 
dependence of Texas. We hope to be able to 
give a satisfactory report of it in our next. 

From TENNESSEE we learn that Governor 
CANNON, as soon as he received the requisition 
of Gen. GAINES from Natchitoches, issued his 
proclamation calling for volunteers, in compa-
nies of 64 rank and file, one captain and three 
subalterns each. Thirty companies will be re-
ceived, who will, when assembled, elect their 
own field officers. We are very glad to observe 
that the object for which these volunteers are 
invited is distinctly stated to be '"for the purpose 
of protecting our Western frontier, and preserv-
ing the neutrality between Mexico and out Gov-
ernment. 

We are glad to find the following paragraph 
in the Philadelphia National Gazette of Friday: 

,' The health of the editor of this Gazette, which has 
prevented him from- exercising his functions since the com-
mencement of the present year, still continues such as to 
disable hits from resuming his post. We rejoice, however, 
to be able to state that it is improving." 

THE FLORIDA CAMPAIGN TERMINATED. 

FROM TIIE CHARLESTON PATRIOT. 

Latest froln Florida—Termination of the fn-
dian campaign.-Lieut.

ferently interested will give partial and exaggerated ac-
counts. For instance, we are now informed that Colonel 
Fannin and his men are alive; that they surrendered them-
selves prisoners of war, and were honorably treated as such. 
They are new, it is said, in 'Victoria, prisoners of war. 

We also.have the following, through a letter received 
through the house of Messrs. Lizardi, of this city. That 
the schooner Bravo, [Montezuma] in endeavoring to warp 
over the bar at Metamoras, lost her rudder, and afterwards. 
suffered in an action with the Texian schooner Invincible. 
That at the time the Bravo was lying at anchor on the bar, 
and the action resulted without loss. The Bravo succeed, 
ed in returlking to port without damage, and has since sail-
ed in company with the schooner commanded by Captain 
Thompson, late master of the Correo, convgying a vessel 
laden with provisions for Santa Aria's army. We publish 
these accounts as we received them from supposed credita-
ble sources, and time will only disclose which of them most 
bear the stamp of truth.

TWENTY-FOURTH CONGRESS. 
FIRST SESSION. 

MONDAY, MAY 9, 1836.. 

IN SENATE. 
Petitions were presented by Mr. WHITE, Mr. HUB-

BARD, Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH, and Mr. TOMLIN-
SON. 

A communication was received from the Treasury Dc-
partment on the subject of an individual claim ; and anoth-
er in reference to the increase of compensation to the 
clerks. 

ARMY. 
Mr. WEBSTER, from the Committee on Finance, re-

ported the act making appropriations for the Army for the 
year 1836, with two amendments. 

On motion of Mr. WEBSTER, the bill was then taken 
up for consideration, and the amendments were read. 

Mr. WEBSTER explained that the bill, as it came 
from the House, contained a provision for moving the 
troops from Fort Gibson to some other point on the banks 
of the Arkansas. The Committee on Finance had thought 
it better, with a view to consult the health of the Army, 
that the point should be left to the discretion of the Presi-
dent, who might consider the high lands a more healthful 
location than the immediate banks of the river. This, 
therefore, was the object of the amendment. 

The other amendment was to insert an appropriation of 
$300 for completing the medal voted to Gen. Ripley. By 
an accident, this appropriation, which had been added by 
the committee to another appropriation bill, had been omit-
ted in the engrossment of that bill, and it was therefore in-
troduced into this bill. 

The amendments were then agreed to ; the bill was re-
ported without further amendments, and the amendments 
were ordered to be engrossed, and the bill to be read a third 
time. 

The bill was subsequently read a third time and passed. 
A message from the House of Representatives was re-

ceived, stating that the House had concurred in all the 
__ amendments ofthe Senate to the bill making appropriations 

for the civil and diplomatic service of the United States, 
with the exception of the sixth amendment. 

I. [This amendment consists of an appropriation for the 
Judicial Department of the district of East Florida.] 

Mr. WEBSTER said he thought the non-concurrence 
of the House in this amendment was probably the result of 
want of information. He did not wish to delay the passage 
of this bill, and it might be that the clause stricken out by 
the House could be introduced into another bill. He would 
leave it to any Senator to suggest what might be the pro-
per course. 

Mr. WRIGHT stated that , since the message was re- 
ceived from the House, he had received a communication 
from the chairman of the Committee of Ways and Means, 
by whom it was stated that the committee were ofthe opin-
ion that they had voted from insufficient information. It 
was, however, thought best that the appropriation should 
be introduced into another bill, in preference to ,delaying 
this bill. 

Mr. WEBSTER, assenting to this course, moved that 
the Senate recede from their amendment; which motion 
was agreed to. 

The bill for the relief of the corporations of the District 
was returned from the House with various amendments. 

On motion of Mr. KING, of Alabama, the bill was - re-
committed to the Committee for the District of Columbia 
for the purpose of examining the amendments. 

The amendment made by the House to the bill providing 
for the salaries of certain officers therein named, was, on 
motion of Mr. WEBSTER, concurred in. 

A bill from the House, making appropriations for the 
defence of the Western frontier, was read a first and se-
cond time. 

Mr. WEBSTER moved its reference to the Committee 
on Finance, stating that a communication had been re-
ceived from the War Department by the committee in re-

. ference to the phraseology of the bill. 
The bill was then referred to the Committee on Finance. 
Mr. CLAYTON, from the Committee on the Judiciary, 

reported a bill for the extension of the northern boundary 
of Missouri, after the extinguishment of certain Indian 
titles therein named; which was read, and ordered to a 
second reading. 

Mr. PRENTISS, from the Committee on Public Lands, 
reported the bill from the House of Representatives for tl e 
relief of Robert Murray, without amendment, with the ex-
pression of an opinion that the same ought not to pass. 

On motion of Mr. HUBBARD, the Committee on Re-
volutionary Claims were discharged from the further con-
sidpxation of certain petitions, among them the petition of 
the heirs of James Mason. 

Mr. HUBBARD also reported from the sane committee 
n bill for the relief of Benjamin J. Porter ; which was read, 
and ordered to a second reading. 

TEXAS. 
Mr. PRESTON rose to present a memorial from anum-

ber of citizens assembled in Philadelphia on the affairs of 
Texas, and recommending an early recognition of the in-
dependence of that country. 

Mr. PRESTON accompanied the presentation of the 
petition with some remarks, which produced a debate of 
much animation and interest, in which Mr. PRESTON, 
Mr. WEBSTER, Mr. WALKER, Mr. BROWN, Mr. 
MOORS, Mr. BUCIIANAN, and Mr. SHEPLEY par-
ticipated. 

Mr. BUCHANAN presented other memorials in the 
course of his remarks; and the whole were laid on the 
table, and ordered to be printed. 

[The report of this debate will be given in another paper.] 
A resolution offered by Mr. WEBSTER, on Friday, call-

ing-on the Secretary of War for information concerning the 
contracts for the removal of the Creek Indians, was taken 
up, and agreed to. 

A resolution to authorize the Secretary of War to receive 
additional evidence in confirmation ofthe claim of the State 
of Massachusetts, for military services, was returned-from 
the House with an amendment to insert after the word 
" Massachusetts" the words " and the other States of the 
Union," so as to admit all the States under this resolution. 

The amendment was concurred in. 
WESTERN FRONTIER. 

The Senate, on motion of Mr. BENTON, took up the 
bill from the other Ilouse, authorizing the President of the 
United States to accept the services of volunteers, and to 
raise an additional regiment of dragoons or mounted rifle-
men. 

There was some discussion in reference to this bill, in the 
course of which the bill was amended so as to authorize 
the number of volunteers to be raised at 10,000 men, and to 
confine themselves to repelling Indian invasions. 

On motion of Mr. PRESTON, the authority given to 
the President in these words : " and shall appoint the ne-
cessary officers," was amended by adding " above therank 
of Captain, which appointments shall be submitted to the 
Senate for its advice and approval, at its next session."
