THE LEVITIES OF THE LAW.
The dignity of the bench, and the severe gra-
vity of the law, are both sadly travestied at
times in our Court of Sessions—but we hardly
remember even there, a case of more unbecoming
jocularity than that of which the report (taken

from the Times) follows:

COURT OF SESSIONS.

Tukspay, Oct. 11, 1836.

Before his Honor the Recoider, and Aldermen

A case which from the standing and appear-
ance of the parties, created considerable interest
and much amusement withal, was brought up.

“There, take that.”” (A laugh.)

LATEST FROM FLORIDA.
Fort HEILEMAN,
Froriva, Sept. 27.

There are now at this post about 150 mien on-
ly, fit for duty, out of eleven companies. Of 20
men w!o composed the company of dragoons to
which I am attached, there are only ten able to
do duty; nor will they be able to take the field
for several months to come, being entirely bro-
ken down. Instead of being able to make a
summer campaign, the men are unable tostand
the climate when stationary; instead of being
able to advance into the enemy’s country, we
have had to retrogade. Micanopy was abandon-
ed in consequence of its breaking down the men
escorting wagon trains laden with provisions.—
We have had to fall back upon Black Creek, to
which place provisions can be brought in steam-
boats. Gen. Scott has been censured for not
carrying on the campaign during the summer:
it would have been absurd to attempt it. He
did all that any general could under the same
circumstances.

The nature of the country was the great cause
of his failure. He had 10 contend against the
obstacles which Nature threw in his way, and
not against the Indians who hover about, deliv-
er their fire, and fly off, without the possibility
of getting at them. They have trails through
their immense hammocks, with which they #re
familiar, and in this way they harrass us with
impunity. General Jackson never advanced in-
to the hammocks; he never penetrated farther
than the Suwanee river, and he hdd friendly In-
dians who could ferret out the hostiles, so that
he could get at them. A new campaign isa-
bout to open, but no one can anticipate the re-

sult. There are about 3000 men now in the
territory. Gen. Call has advanced as far as the
Suwannee, with the brigade of Tennesseeans,
and the militia of West Florida, making 1900
men: Gen. Jessup is advancing from Tampa
Bay with about 800 regulars and 600 Indians,
while Major Pierce, the commanding officer at
this Fort, will advance soon, with about 200 re-
gulars, and form a junction with Gen. Call at
Camp King.

Had he obeyed the dictates of his
heart, it would have been vetoed, and in ihat
Veto he would have been triumphantly sustain-
’ | ed. But the State was deeply in debt and her
works of Improvement were arrestel. The
Bank offered a liberal bonus. Their “poverty
and mot their will consented’ to its re-charter.—
The friends of Van Buren saw and seized upon
the advantage which this ill-fated measure pre-
sented. The old issue of ¢“Bank or no Bank’
was again tendered and taken. The Electors
who, in the previous conflicts voted against the
Bank, have only confirmed and reiterated their
sentiments by voting against the Bank again.—
Our friends, in this conflict, have occupied a
false position. The true question has not been
presented to the people. Against the Bank,
there was deep, settled and uncompromising hos
tility. The hope of buying the People into its
support was delusive. Had#en instead of two
millions been given to the State, the result would
have been the same.

We lave, for four years, dreaded and depre-
cated the influence of the Bank of the United
States upon oeur Elections. We have éndeavor-
od to warm our friends away from it. But we
warned in vain. The Presidential Flection of
1832 was fought upon the U. 8. Bank—and lost.
ThLe recent FElection in Pennsylvania turned
upon the question of ¢‘Bank or no Bank,” and is
lost.

But the trueissne is yet to be tried. An Anti-
Bank Legislature has been chosen. This, how-
ever, does not determine the Presidential ques-
tion. We do notsay that the State can be re-
deemed; but we say and believe that the direct
vote for President will show a different result_
Gen. Harrison, unless he has been ecrucified by
the Bank, has a majority of the votes of Penn-
aylvania.

It is consoling to reflect that theload under
which we have sunk in Pennsylvania, does not
and cannot affect other states. Here and else-
where, the Van Buren men are responsible
for the Banks. -The ¢“Monsters” out of Pennsyl-
vania, are of their own procreation. And out
of Pennsylvania, the Elections go well.
JersEy has given a_generous vote. Our gains
have been unexpectedly great. In Groraia,
our prospecis are equally auspicious. The de-
monstrations fron these two States areso strong
as to warrant us in claiming them against the of-
fice-holders.

LATEST FROM TEXAS ANDMEXICO.

TON’S ELECTION A8 PRESIDENT,
- CONFIRMED.

By the schooner Fanning, arrived at New-
Orleans, and which left Velasco the 13th Sept.,
we learn that the Texian army is 2,500 strong,
and posted at Victoria, remaining inactive. The
Mexicans are on the other side the Rio Grande,
and manifest no disposition to advance. Gen.
Samuel Houston, we are gratified to perceive,
has been chosen President. His competitors
were Messrs. S. F. Austin and Smith. The
new Congress commenced its session October
Ist.

Bartholomew Page, who attempted to rescue
Santa Anna, made his escape but was overtaken
by a negro man, on the plantation of Colonel
Wharton. He was shortly to have his trial as
a spy.

G)n;n. Urrea is recalled from Matamoras to
Mexico. The Mexican government has opened
all its ports free to Spanish vessels.

Mr. Moffat, the U. S. Agent to Texas, has ar-
rived in the Fanning, at New-Orleans.

A letter in the New-Orleans Bulletin, dated
Matamoras, Sept. 2d, represents the financial
resources of the Mexican government to be still
in a deplorable state. Individval paper is pre-
ferred for security to the treacherous faith of the
government. Taxes and foreed loans continue.
The Mexican General at Matamoras, is endeav-
oring to force from the Merchants $10,000 per
week for the support of the troops there. The
letter adds:

*The government appears to be but little in-
terested for the troops here, and unless funds
soon make their appearance from some quarter,
serions consequences are anticipated in a saqueo
and many of us being among the missing, with
ihe lo:s of property. Protection we have none,
and our consul is less respected than the mechan
ics. Handbills are posted on the eorners; to
encourage the soldiery and taladus to insurrec-
tion, urging them to burn the property and mas-
sacre the fureigners.”

According to the Texas Telegraph some of
the members of the T'exian army who have left
it are selling out their land certificates at reduced
prices, in consequence of the arrearages of pay.
The paper justly reprobates this practice, as it
may have an injurious effect in depressing the
credit of the government abroad, which it is con-
tended is quite equal considering the augmenting
valne of thelands to the continentil paper of the
American revolution.

The same journal states that suich has been
the excessive issue of copper coin in Mexico as
a substitute for gold and silver that itis at a dis-
count of from 15to 18 peret. A kintal of cop-
per weighing 100 lbs., and the coinage thereof
costs the government $26; but is isswed to the
public at $200, giving a profit of $174. The
paper adds:

Contrary,to every prineiple of policy and equi-
ty, the Executive thus makes a heartless traffic
of the people’s necessities. In theUnited States
of America the dollar is ~worth 100 cents; in
Mexico 32, under the name of ‘‘quartillas.”” In
the first mentioned country, copper i1s not alegal
tender; in the laiter, it is so, in the provortion
of 25 per cent. These are not the only evils ex-
perienced by the Mexican population; they are
exposed to become and are actually the prey of
a multitude of false coiners. 1t would be prefer-
able to adopt a cuculating medium like the cow
rie’shells of Africa; or to render general the use
made in some parts of Mexico, of handfulls of
beans, coco, nuts or salt, asa means of ex-
change.

Happy Texas, in being separated by a sterile
portion of the territory fur from the inttuence of
such examples, and in being within reach on
the other side, of practical lessons of economy
and wisdom.

Disaster and loss of Liwes.—The schooner
Boxer, Captain Watson Gibbs, of Sandwich,
Mass., from Hudson, with marble, bound to Phi-
ladelphia, cap-ized yesterday morning, about 2
miles west from Sandy Hook Light House,while
beating out of the bay, and sunk in five fathoms
water. The Captain and George Hulsey, a
black man, belonging to Hudson, were drowned.
The Revenue Cutter Alert, Gaptain Beeker,
which was near at the tims, immediately went
to the assistance of the Boxer, and succeeded in
rescung the remainder of the crew. The Cut-
ter’s crew afterwards stripped the vessel of sails,
ngging, &ec. and probably succeeded in saving
all that remained above water. The steamboat
Sun, Captain Elijah Peck, was despatched by
the underwriters at 2 o’clock, P. M.and returned
at 6, oringing the Mate and two men who had
been saved by the officers and crew of the Cut-
ter.

Disgraceful Riot.—We learn from the Courier
that a most disgraceful riot took place at Brigh-
ton, near the Cattle Fair Hotel, on Sunday af
ternoon last, in which some thirty or forty per-
sons were at one time engaged. It appears that
several young men, somewhat inebriated, were
disposed to insult an inoffensive soldier, belong
ing to the Arsenal at Watertown, and irritatec
him tosuch a degree that he struck two or three
of them; upon which the whole gang, some 1%
or 15in number, rushed upon him and commenc-
€d beating Lim most unmercifully. Several spec.
tators here interfered, and fora few minutes 30
or 40 were dealing their blows in every direction
striking even their own friends. Afterwards the
soldier was allowed to whip two of bis adversa
ries, and then the mob gradually dispersed. The
batt!e lasted about 15 minutes, yet not a peact
officer appeared to quell the riot.—Boston Tran-
script. .

Sir—In order to guard more cffectually against a repe-
tition of frauds, as herctofore practised by the produc-
tion of forged papers, the first three fellowing addition-
alrules will be observed by the aceounting officers of
the Treasury. 3

1. In every case where the pensioner employs an at-
torney to receive h s pension, the execution of the pow-
er must be in the presence of at least one witness, other
than the magistrate before whom it is acknowledged.—
No payment to an attorney will be allowed supported by
a voueher thus executed.

2. In all cases where the signature of the pensioner or
his attorney is required, sueh peusioner or attorney will
write his name at length, if capable of so doiug; otlier-
wise his signature may be by niark or cross, in swhich |
case the execution must bein thie présence of at [east olie
competent witness, other than the justice or netary who
acts officially in the case.

3. No payments will in future be paid to any pension-
er, either in person or by attorrey, who has not applied
for the pension for more than one year, without the pro-
duction of evidence of his identity, as preseribed in the
instructions from this office of June 10, 1833, chapter 1,
section 2, and form B; nor until such evidence has been
transmiited to the Commissioner of Pensions, and a spe-
cial direction authorising the payment has been given.

4, In cases where a certificate has been issued by the
Commissioner of Pensions to the widow or children of
an officer or soldier under the act of June 7, 1832, or un-
der the act of May 15, 1828, no proof of the relationship
of the applicant to the deceased officer or soldier 1s tobe
required by the pension agent, that proof having been
necessarily filed in the office of the Commissioner of
Pensions prior to the issuing of such certificate.
