Royse City ISD board
hears STAAR report,
student handbook changes

by Millie Jean Coppedge

The Royse City Independent School District Board of Trustees conducted its monthly meeting July 16 at the
Earnest Epps Educational Center. Of special interest to the board was a PowerPoint presentation given by curriculum
director Janie Pope, who shared the raw data from the STAAR test administered in the spring.

STAAR (State of Texas Assessments of Academic Readiness) is the test replacing the TAKS (Texas Assessment
of Knowledge and Skills). A more rigorous standardized test, the STAAR was administered to elementary, middle
and high school students.

“The transition from the TAKS to the STAAR program is a big on,” Pope said. “Teachers and administrators are
working hard trying to learn exactly the expectations and layout of the new test. It is said to be much more exact and
thorough than the TAKS.”

Pope said that in almost all areas of the testing, Royse City students tested near the state level, which is good. In
some areas the students were a little lower than the state scores, and in some they were the same or higher, but all in
all, they did well for the first administration of the test.

“Since the scores for the STAAR didn’t come in until the end of school on, it was a challenge of how to plan
summer classes to help the students who did poorly or failed the test,” Pope said. “A two-week remediation boot
camp-type program was instigated, with teachers from middle school and high school pitching in the help the
' : T &% students.”

' ‘ R A z The question was brought up about teachers “teaching to the test.” Pope said teachers must teach the TEKS (Texas
Essential Knowledge and Skills) to a higher level, thus providing the students with the knowledge to pass the test.

“Students must be able to answer questions at an analysis and application level as opposed to a knowledge and
comprehension level,” Pope said.

The lengthy agenda for the meeting also included explanations and comments from Royse City High School
principal Brent Ringo and associate superintendent Jeff Webb. They reviewed items such as the policy for cell

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Heath working towards new codes to address abandoned dwellj

In response to a citizen request at the July 3 Heath city council meeting for
condemnation and demolition of an abandoned house in his neighborhood,
the council learned at its most recent meeting on Tuesday, July 17 that
the city does not have the authority per existing code ordinances to take
that action. Tasked with correcting this, the city management staff further
submitted additional updates and revisions for a number of other building
codes at the council meeting.

In light of the considerable documentation submitted for discussion and
action, Mayor Lome Liechty recommended all, except the specific changes
affecting this citizen’s concerns, be pushed out to one of the August council
meetings. This would ensure council members have adequate time to
properly consider the significant additional recommendations.

Another consideration, pointed out by Liechty, is the opportunity this will
afford to extend a courtesy to local builders for their review and feedback.
The council voted unanimously to adopt specific provisions of the 2009
International Existing Building Code (Sections 113, 115, 116 and 117),
which provides the process requirements that must be satisfied prior to the
city exercising its authority to demolish a building.

How much water will be needed for golf community?

I recently discovered at a Heath City Council (HCC) meeting that the
Heath Golf and Yacht Club (HGYC), when completed, will require 1.5
million gallons of water a day to operate. This is the total capacity of
Heath’s newest water tower. This water tower has cost the citizens of Heath
approximately $4 million, caused a lawsuit with a school (which the citizens
paid for), cost the school lost revenues and has seriously deteriorated a small
hometown Heath subdivision.

[ attended, several years ago, a HCC meeting when the city discussed
the water and road engineering studies required to incorporate the HGYC
into the city. At that time it was decided by the HCC to require the HGYC
developer to pay 100 percent for those water and road study costs. The
argument was that the studies would not be needed if it were not for the
HGYC development coming into the city. Today, with a newer HCC and
no reference to earlier HCC decisions, the HCC has decided that the city is
responsible to pay over $100,000 of these water and road studies.

Question to the Heath mayor: Is your family relationship with the HGYC
influencing your decisions with regard to the HGYC? And, does the Heath
city staff continue to bring back to the council things like these engineering
studies ... after a decision has been made, without any back history to
new members ... hoping to get a different answer the second or third time
around?

We have a quarter of a page in the
paper, and the ladies at each facility have taken great pictures of the little critters
and a very descriptive story of their life and how they would fit in with certain
families or individuals looking for a pet for their home. We are going into our
seventh week and we appreciate the wonderful response we have had. Hopefully
you will consider a new family member and remember all of the adorable ones
available. thinking maybe soon you would consider an adoption. Pubic awareness
has created extra calls to the shelters, and we appreciate the inquiries.

One thing is for sure, up here in the North Texas area there are a whole bunch of
animal lovers. I thought Houston had a large quantity, but the Dallas/Fort Worth
and surrounding areas certainly love their pets.

Of course, with the good comes the bad. There are also a whole lot of people
from wherever they come from that are about as heartless as they can be. It is
hard to conceive this type of human being because most people don’t think this
way. I am not talking about someone who has no other chose but to give up a
pet, I am talking about the ones who just throw them out of their lives because
it isn’t convenient. And the ones who purposefully hurt an animal, there are no
words to describe that low life and scum of the earth. One thing is for sure is that
[ hope that individual will pay one day. I may never see it, but one day they will
pay. How do I know this? Because this world belongs to God and everything in it
belongs to him. As I call it (I just stay here) and am thankful every single day to
be alive and well. I sometimes forget how lucky I am, but believe me I do know
who the boss is.

Anyway, back to Rockwall Animal Shelter. I, in my short period of learning
about Rockwall and the animal shelter, have learned that the shelter has become
extremely overcrowded. It is a beautiful facility and the adoption program has
some very dedicated employees and volunteers who give more the 100 percent
of their time each and every day. They are very caring about the well being of the
animals and to make sure all calls that come in are handled with the knowledge
of protecting the citizens of Rockwall and Heath and helping the caller with
whatever their concerns might be regarding an animal. If cruelty is reported, the
same care and efficiency is applied and at all times protection for the animals and
protection for the citizens are always their goal.

The Rockwall City Council passed an order last July that there would be no
longer any animal put down or euthanized. I am not sure of all the particulars of
this order, but the shelter has now 188 animals and space for 48 dogs and 24 cats.
Also, be aware, that any animal reported, should it be a duck, horse, snake, that
needs help, be it from abuse or otherwise in distress, the animal control officers
will bring them in to the shelter. Sometimes citations are given, sometimes the
citizen may have to go to court, but they have a job very few people want. What
heroes they are. Three bids were taken by the City Council to have an outside
organization run the Rockwall shelter and the organization selected was Collin
County Humane Society.

Thanks to a sweet lady named Paula, over 70 years old and faithfully
cleans the shelter vehicles that become quite nasty.

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Elections Administrator explained

This is another in a series of columns designed to provide more information
on specific elected or appointed positions in county government.

We have just gone through an extensive process here in Texas of

“redistricting” our political boundaries. And in that process you were able to
see the extra special scrutiny that Texas receives from the federal government
when it comes to election issues.

We are not alone in the attention given in this area. Fourteen other, basically
southern states, are also specially watched by the feds to make sure all voters
have equal voting rights and no citizen is denied that right. This special over
watch came about because of past violations in this area by the fifteen states
in question. Needless to say, everything that deals with elections is carefully
watched and based on very detailed election laws.

Back in the “old days™ here in Rockwall County, the responsibility for the
election process was split between various elected officials. The tax assessor
was responsible for voter registration while the actual conduct of the election
was under the county clerk. The county judge and the Commissioners Court
were charged with the overall responsibility for the election process and
insuring it was conducted correctly.

Several years ago, as the county continued to grow, the Commissioners
Court made the decision to combine the functions of the two elected
officials and, following Texas Election Code, created the office of elections
administrator. |

This office is unique in county government. While the Commissioners
Court makes the decision and creates the position, the election administrator
really ends up working for two different groups. A County Election
Commission composed of the county judge, tax assessor, county clerk
and the elected county chairperson of each elected political party, actually
recommends who should be hired for this position of elections administrator.
They also supervise the administrator to some degree so that if there is a
“good and sufficient cause,” the commission may make recommendations
to the Commissioners Court that the county elections administrator be
terminated.

The recommendations then go to the Commissioners Court who make the
final determination on any action to be taken. The court also sets the salary
of the administrator, the budget for the office, and the determination of any
additional people who may be added to the office.

In addition to the Commissioners Court and the County Election
Commission, the elections administrator works closely with the office of the

Texas Secretary of State, who is responsible for elections in our state. Texas
Elections Code is very specific in terms of what can and cannot be done, how
it is to be done and what violations of the code might be.

The elections administrator, in addition to being responsible for all county
elections, may also contract with political parties and political subdivisions,
such as cities. water districts and school districts, to conduct elections for
their entities. As an interesting side note, when there is a primary election for
a political party, the county pays for the early voting part of the election, but
the political party(s) pays for the actual election on Election Day.

In addition to all of the requirements for the actual elections, the elections
administrator must also determine where the precinct polling places will be
located. This doesn't really sound like a very tough job, but the polling place
must be in the precinct and it must also be approved by the U.S. Department
of Justice. This oversight by the DOJ is to again insure no citizen is denied
their right to vote. Typical polling places include schools, fire stations,
churches and courthouses, but any location that is large enough for the voters
to vote and is located in the precinct may be used.

As you would expect, technology is making the administration of the
voting process simpler. It used to be that all ballots were hand counted and
it was not unusual for the final determination of who won an election not
to be made until the wee hours of the following day. Automated counting
of both paper and electronic ballots has eliminated that delay. Today as the
ballot is cast into either the paper ballot machine or the electronic machine,
it is immediately “read” and the total for any person or issue on the ballot is
calculated. When the polling place is closed, the election judge then returns
the “counter mechanism” to the elections office and it is then automatically
tabulated and totaled for the county. These results are then reported to the
state and released to the citizens.

A tradition that has been around our county for a long time is going up to
the courthouse or the elections office on election night and waiting for the
results to be released. Now through automation, you can get these results
right on your iPad, phone or PC in the comfort of your living room or at your
table at the restaurant. If interested, please provide your email address to
gdenton@rockwallcountytexas.com and tell her you would like to be added
to the free automated reporting software the county has instituted in the last
election.

When you are
attacked, calling 9-1-1 will do little good. For the record, the police are under
no legal obligation to defend you. The courts have spoken on this — not that
your survivors’ ability to sue the police would bring much comfort.

The upshot is that, high-flown political theory aside, no one can truly
delegate his or her right to or responsibility for one’s own self-defense.
Ultimately, you are the only one who can look out for your safety, because
you are only one who is with you 24/7 and therefore the only one you can
count on when the criminal targets you. That’s just a fact.

Another fact is that while guns are used to take innocent life, they are also
used to protect innocent life. The numbers are in dispute — ranging from
100,000 to over 2 million times a year — but no reasonable person can doubt
that people use guns to prevent violent crime, often, if not usually, without
firing them. Gun opponents downplay this by distracting us with dubious
statistics on how often criminals disarm and kill their victims or how often
guns are used to escalate arguments over card games and fender benders. The
fact remains: Guns save lives.

Many people don’t appreciate this because most such incidents are not
reported to police or the news media. Moreover, the national media are
uninterested in defensive gun-use stories. Local news outlets pay attention
when an elderly person or shopkeeper uses a gun to thwart a would-be
criminal, but the national media, which give wall-to-wall coverage to mass

I you be the next peaceful traveler ...

The traveler is also unaware that the Troopers are about to take advantage
of him.

Executing the game plan

The Troopers are well trained to operate as a team and they execute the
game plan with precision.

After approaching the traveler, the lead Trooper asks what he is doing in
the park. Slightly confused with the strange question, the traveler answers
that he’s been flying a kite.

Suspicious about the traveler’s answer, the Trooper’s partner walks to the
car and begins to shine a flashlight into the car through the windows.

During the conversation, the other Trooper approaches the lead Trooper
and informs him that he observed something “suspicious” in the car that
could be evidence of criminal activity. He observed a zip-lock baggy with
white powder.

The lead Trooper acts on his partner’s observations and immediately
places the traveler under custodial arrest and executes a warrantless search.

The Troopers search the whole car, seize items, and place the traveler in
jail.

tate Is Here

what journalist William Norman Grigg calls the “vertically integrated
Homeland Security State.” Thisintegration has largely been a function of the
federal government’s so-called wars on drugs and terrorism.

In this process, police departments have been transmogrified into
virtual standing armies, endowed with an array of military-grade weapons
and equipment. SWAT teams, once a rarity, have proliferated throughout
the country and are increasingly used in routine police work. And this
militarization of the police has been coupled with the use of actual military
personnel domestically.

The emergence of the police state has predictably resulted in the swelling
of the nation’s prison population, which is now the largest in the world.
Police are now jailing people for the “crimes” of selling raw milk or buying
too much Sudafed. A massive snarl of regulatory red tape dangles above
the head of every American, threatening to impose crushing fines and even
imprisonment. As former assistant Treasury Secretary Paul Craig Roberts
says, “long before 9/11 US law had ceased to be a shield of the people and
had been turned into a weapon in the hands of the government.”

The nation’s courts, rather than checking the police state’s relentless
expansion, have become its enabler. The Indiana Supreme Court ruled in
Barnes v. State that citizens do not have the right to resist police officers
who enter their homes illegally. The U.S. Supreme Court delivered a severe
blow to the Fourth Amendment when it ruled in Kentucky v. King that police
could break into a home without a warrant so long as they suspected that
those inside were in possession of illegal drugs. And just a few weeks ago,
the court ruled that law-enforcement officials, whether local, state, or federal,
have the authority to strip-search anyone they arrest for any reason.

What recourse do the people have when police forces violate the very law
they are sworn to uphold and the courts become complicit in their abuse?
As disturbing as that question is, it is one that American people must ask
themselves if the country’s descent into tyranny is to be arrested.

The recently passed Federal Aviation Administration Air Transportation
Modernization and Safety Act includes an amendment authorizing the use
of spy drones in American airspace. The bill’s passage was apparently
anticipated by law-enforcement agencies across the nation, as many of them
had already deployed spy drones as part of their domestic police work. U.S.
Customs and Border Protection, the FBI, and the DEA are also using spy
drones in their operations.

The Patriot Act, the Military Commissions Act, the Protect America Act,
and the more recent National Defense Authorization Act of 2012 (NDAA)
are all grossly unconstitutional, yet they passed through Congress with
overwhelming bipartisan support. The NDAA is particularly egregious,
for it not only explicitly authorizes indefinite detentions of U.S. citizens on
American soil but also requires that detainees be held in military custody.

The Federal Restricted Buildings and Grounds Improvement Act codifies
the federal government’s practice of intimidating and silencing protestors.
The ostensible purpose of the law is to prevent the unlawful disruption of
government business or “official functions,” but what is “unlawful” is left to
the discretion of federal agents. Indeed, the language of the law is so vague
that it arguably constitutes a suspension of the First Amendment right to free
speech and peaceful assembly.

And then there is the National Defense Resources Preparedness executive
order, which authorizes a federal-government takeover of the entire economy
during a declared “national emergency.” President Obama claims this
authority under the Constitution, of course, and the Defense Production Act
of 1950, a law that historian Robert Higgs says gives the president “lawful
authority to control virtually the whole of the U.S. economy whenever
he chooses to do so and states that the national defense requires such a
government takeover.”

So all the president has to do is to declare a nebulous “national emergency,”
and his agents can seize control of every factory, farm, and business in the
country and lay claim to all its resources, including labor.

The intent of this short essay i1s not to provide a “list of horribles™ committed
by the government (although such an accounting is useful) but to point out
that the much-feared police state has come into being. Its growth had been
gradual, which contributed to the public’s indifference, but it metastasized
after 9/11, when the remaining legal barriers to the state’s expansion were
taken down in the name of “national security.” A large portion of the public
appears to be appropriately alarmed, but it remains to be seen whether this
will reach a critical mass in time to reverse the country’s destructive course.

shootings, apparently have no time to report life-saving uses of firearms. No
wonder some people believe handguns are only tools for criminals.

Even if we concede that tighter gun laws would have stopped the Aurora
shooting — unlikely, because a determined Holmes could have acquired guns
in the nevitable black market — those laws also would have cost innocent
lives, because people who would have used guns to defend themselves
would have been unable to do so. Why are those lives less important than
the others?

People are not interchangeable. Even if gun control could save one life
— or a hundred — in one place, that would not justify putting other people
at the mercy of criminals somewhere else. People have a right to defend
themselves, and handguns are by far the best way for smaller, physically
weaker innocent people (women, please note) to protect themselves from
larger, stronger bad people. (If all guns were to disappear, who would gain
the advantage?)

Finally, it is unappreciated that along with increasingly wider gun
ownership and liberalized concealed-carry laws, violent crime has been
declining for years. The Aurora tragedy should not overshadow that happy
fact.

Speed forward in time

Having faced jail time and lost work, the traveler moves for a Suppression
Hearing. The Court decides against suppression of evidence. The peaceful
traveler decides to plea guilty on advice of his attorney.

After a closer review of the suppression hearing transcripts, the angry and
frustrated traveler notes that the Troopers offered no reasonable justification
for approaching him in the first place. He begins to mentally understand the
precisely executed game plan by the Troopers.

According to the Hearing transcripts, both Troopers stated under oath that
the traveler was not required to converse with them. While he finds this to be
an interesting revelation, he 1s more shocked when the Troopers stated under
oath, that they did not find a kite in the car.

The traveler’s anger grew inside while thinking about how the D.A.'s
office delayed acting on his request for the Inventory List. Some time after
the Court decided against his motion to suppress, the D.A. sent the Inventory
List, which included a “kite.”

He further notes that since he was not required to speak with the Troopers,
his comment about the kite should be irrelevant to the case.

The traveler realizes the Troopers had no reasonable justification to go on
the flashlight “fishing trip” and ultimately search the car.

Out of frustration and increased awareness of the conditions, the traveler
fires his attorney and defies the Court’s probation order.

The peaceful traveler now faces the threat of arrest and prosecution for
defying the Court’s probation order.

While knowing the Troopers did not show reasonable justification for
the search and seizure the Court refuses to change its decision about the
suppression motion, and throw out the case. The D.A. continues to pursue a
motion to adjudicate guilt.

The peaceful traveler is now a fugitive in defiance of the Court because he
was deprived of liberty without following due process of law.

It’d be different if they’d follow the law

It may be argued that the traveler in the above scenario should be convicted
if the lab test of the suspicious looking white powder came back positive to
be a controlled substance.

The people of Texas through their Legislature believe differently.

Code of Criminal Procedure Article 2.01 Duties of District Attorney
states, “It shall be the primary duty of all prosecuting attorneys, including
any special prosecutors, not to convict, but to see that justice is done.”

The D.A.’s actions appear to have been in conflict with Article 2.01. The
D.A. sought to convict rather than ensure the justice was done.

If the D.A. applied Article 2.01, then a motion for dismissal would be
before the Court because the Troopers did not show reasonable justification
for approaching the Defendant in the first place. Nor did they show reasonable
justification for the flashlight fishing trip.

Code of Criminal Procedure Article 2.03 Neglect of Duty states, “It shall
be the duty of the attorney representing the State to present by information
to the court having jurisdiction, any officer for neglect or failure of duty
enjoined upon the officer...and he shall bring to the notice of the grand jury
any act of violation of law...”

The D.A. may have violated Article 2.03 by protecting the Troopers from
a Grand Jury investigation for their testimony under oath about not finding a
kite, while the Inventory List included a kite.

Your constitutional rights !

The Texas Constitution restricts the powers and authority of the government
in order to protect the people.

Article 1 Bill of Rights, Section 9 Searches and Seizures states, “The
people shall be secure in their persons, houses, papers and possessions, from
all unreasonable seizures or searches...”

The Court and the D.A. treated the initial flashlight “fishing trip” and
resulting search/seizure as if the Troopers had reasonable justification for
their actions. Yet according to the suppression hearing transcripts, the only
Justification the Troopers offered for initially approaching the Defendant was
a general history of unrelated criminal activity at the park.

The Troopers’ game plan may be compared with one officer talking
casually with the homeowner at the front door, while the other officer walks
around the house shining a light in the windows hoping to find something in
“plain view.”

Due process of law

Texas Constitution Article 1, Section 19, “No citizen of this State shall
be deprived of life, liberty, property, privileges, and immunities, or in any
manner disenfranchised, except by due course of the law of the land.”

Based on information found in the suppression hearing transcripts, the
Troopers deprived the Defendant of his liberty and property by unreasonably
holding him under custodial arrest, unreasonably searching his car, and
unreasonably seizing property. Recall that the Troopers demonstrated no
reasonable justification for initially approaching him, and even admitted he
was not required to speak with them.

The peaceful traveler fell prey to a judicial system that operates on the
premise that the end justifies the means; where the end is getting a conviction,
and the means is following unlawful and adversarial procedures designed to
ensure the end is accomplished.

According to the Constitution and its subservient statutes, the end for the
Court and D.A. should be to ensure that justice is done, and the means should
be to follow the law.

When economic times are bad, animosity is directed at foreigners:
“Theyre taking our jobs!” So it’s unsurprising that the presidential
campaigns feature charges and countercharges about outsourcing,
the employment of foreign labor by American companies. This is a
dangerous game because it sows the seeds of trade war.

Economists understand the benefits of the division of labor. If you
and your family had to live on only what you could produce your-
selves, you'd be dirt poor. You wouldn’t be much better off if you
could buy only what the residents of your town or county could pro-
duce. As the trading area grows, a more intensive specialization and
hence division of labor are possible. Combine this with the increased
productivity that the growth in knowledge and inventiveness also
make possible, and dramatic prosperity results.

Adam Smith observed, “The division of labor is limited by the
extent of the market.” If the extent of the market is artificially con-
stricted by politicians (no one else has such power), the division of
labor and its concomitant progress are stunted — and we are poorer
than we would have been.

Thus we should worry whenever politicians attempt to incite the
public against global trade in goods and services.

“But they're taking our jobs!” In the course of things, jobs are
moving, changing, disappearing, and emerging all the time. It can
be disconcerting and disruptive, but we wouldn’t like the alternative:
a government powerful enough to stifle freedom and change. When
the free market is allowed to operate (which is not the case today),
change is the rule. Consumer preferences evolve. Entrepreneurs try
to win favor by offering new or improved goods. New knowledge
brings technological developments that lower costs, which enable
things to be produced with fewer resources and less labor.

While of course this all can create hardship for those — workers
and business owners — invested in the old ways, the general ben-
efits are undeniable. Whenever fewer resources and less labor are
required to produce a good, resources and labor formerly devoted to
that good can now be directed to things we couldn’t afford yesterday.
That’s how societies prosper.

Moreover, whenever a new good comes to market, it plants the
seeds of new opportunities for other people. Think of the many firms
launched to complement the personal-computer industry, with prod-
ucts ranging from software to a multitude of accessories. No one was
making mouse pads, laptop fans, and web cams a few years ago, nor
mobile-phone cases, ring tones, and apps.

The same process that “destroys” jobs also creates them. Our de-
sire for goods and services is open-ended, and so the opportunities
for work — absent government impediments — are similarly unlim-
ited. Even if we could acquire all imaginable “necessities,” we also
value leisure, which results in the demand for skis, tennis racquets,
fishing rods, e-book readers, tablets, game consoles, and things yet
to be dreamed up.

I don’t wish to understate the hardship that change can produce.
But government policies designed to tamp down change are a blue-
print for poverty for the poorest among us. The wealthy have their
riches already. It is those who have yet to make it who stand to lose
the most from economic stagnation.

Fortunately, the hardship that is a byproduct of social dynamism
can be ameliorated by the very freedom which produces that dyna-
mism. Because our desire for goods and services is unlimited, there
is always new work to be done.

It is shameful for Americans — fabulously wealthy by world and
historical standards — to begrudge poorer people their chance to
prosper. Progressives and conservatives profess compassion and
charity — but they are the first to object when the world’s worst-off
“take our jobs!”

The foregoing requires a caveat. America does not have a free mar-
ket; the economy is laden with intervention, much of it in the form of
privileges for big, established companies at the expense of would-be
competitors. Tax and regulatory interventions distort market forces
and facilitate the migration of jobs and other resources. Moreover,
neo-feudalism in developing countries likely reduces workers’ op-
tions, providing cheaper labor to transnational corporations.

All of this underscores the imperative to free the market at home
and to set an example for others abroad. Global cooperation beats
trade war every time.

Hinton wins 4
medals at Region 7

Hinton placed first in the girls’ 16-and-under 100-meter hurdles (1543
seconds) and long jump (17 feet, 8 inches). She won a silver medal for
second place in the high jump (5-2) and a bronze for third place in the pole
vault (10-0).

Club Vaultitude and the Rockwall Mustangs combined to qualify 29
athletes in 37 events at this weekend’s TAAF Summer Games in Corpus
Christi. The Mustangs took eight golds; Vaultitude won six events.

For the Mustangs, Liah Collins took gold medals in the girls’ 12-and-
under 400 meters (1 minute, 3.04 seconds) and 800 meters (2:25.47. Cinque
Balancier won an individual gold medal in the boys’ 12-and-under 400
(1:01.17) and another for anchoring the Mustangs’ 4X100 relay team to
finish first. Bryce Coby, Tanner McCalister and Drew Gladney preceded him
in the race.

The team’s gold medal winners also included Taylor Neely in
the 18-and-under 3200 meters, Mykala Williams in the girls’
18-and-under 1,600, Maiya Collins in the girls’ I6-and-under 1,600
(5:33.78) and Destini Jeter in the girls' 10-and-under 400 (1:06.71).
Williams also won a silver medal for placing second in the 1,600. Coby
also took silver behind Balancier in the boys' 12-and-under 400, with Davis
Baucum earning a bronze medal by completing the Mustangs’ 1-2-3 finish
in that event. Teammate Bruce Harmon won both a silver medal in the boys’
12-and-under 100 meters (13.25 seconds) and a bronze in the 200 (27.01).

Also qualifying for the state event from the Mustangs by finishing
among the top five were Joanna Gibbs in the girls’ 16-and-under 3,200;
Sam Fox in the l6-and-under 3,200; Desman Williams in the boys’
14-and-under shot put, Grayson Gilkey in the I4-and-under 3,200,
and Tyrus Fort in the 14-and-under 300 hurdles; Devon Maheshwari
in the 12-and-under 1,600; Nicole Wohnsiedler in the girls’ 12-and-
under shot put, and Jamison Gladney in the boys’ 10-and-under 800.
Vaultitude's other gold medal winners were Kerry Anderson in the boys’
18-and-under high jump (6-0) and three boys’ pole vault champions:
Chris Doyle (18 and under) at 396 meters; Clark Norris (16 and
under), 2.89 meters, and Noah Sewell (14 and under), 2.74 meters.
The team swept the boys’18-and-under pole vault medals, with Colten
Laraway second and Gaines Kinsey third. Kinsey also won a silver medal
in the 800 meters (2:01.18). Matt Graves tied for the second in the boys’
16-and-under pole vault, and Jasmyn Penn qualified for Corpus Christi by
placing fifth in the girls’ 16-and-under pole vault.

Matt Graves finished in a tie for second in the boys 16U Pole Vault and
Jasmyn Penn finished fifth in the girls 16U Pole Vault.

While those athletes are competing at the TAAF Summer Games, members
of Rockwall’s Texas Titans will be at this weekend’s USATF Junior Olympic
Championships in Baltimore.

The Royse City of 2012 is booming with many newcomers moving in.
Families were and are settling in the community with little or no knowledge
of how Royse City was established. This is a very brief history of how the

According to “Rockwall County History,” a book published by the
Rockwall County Historical Foundation, those who first settled here
established residences about 1841. Elegant homes were built, many of

The Missouri, Kansas and Texas Railroad was being built, but was going
to bypass the town then called “Old Fate.”

So in December 1885, the N.B. Jouett and R.E. Yeager's General
Merchandise Store was loaded upon to rollers with chains and pulled from
Old Fate to Royse City by four oxen, settling on the north side of the track to
be near the railroad. Eventually, a grocery, furniture, dry goods, hardware,
livery stable and blacksmith businesses were moved in the same manner.

The town was named after G.B Royse who in 1886 platted the town-site

and sold lots. The first post office
was opened the same year.

Once most of the businesses were
gone from Old Fate, people began
moving their houses, to Royse City
in what they called a “community
move.” It was a very exciting event,
especially for the kids to watch
their whole town being transported
by oxen.

In 1886, when the MK&T
Railroad lines opened, the entire
town turned out dressed in their
Sunday best to sec the first train pull
in. In 1887, the first schoolhouse
was built on the south side of town.
In 1888 the Masonic Lodge was
instituted.

In 1891 Royse City was first
incorporated, but was voted out
in 1902. It was reinstated in 1906.
Progress continued in 1896 with
40 businesses calling Royse City
home, including the Will Gardner’s
Coca-Cola Bottling Works.

A fire destroyed all the south side
of the business district in 1893,
except for the Jones, Miller and
Dodson’s stores. Then the north
side of Main Street began to grow.

Churches were built and
eventually the Royse City Bank
opened in 1897. By 1898, the
schools registered 204 students
being taught by four teachers.

These merchants gave tickets to
their customers all year for every dollar they spent in their stores. At the
end of the year on a Saturday afternoon, a big drawing was held. The lucky
ticket holder drove home in a shiny new black Ford.

Economy from the sales of cotton and the arrival of the railroad seemed to
really be pushing the little town toward growth and financial prosperity. But
looming in the future was the Great Depression.
