News Briefs 	  Holocaust study to life with campus exhibit

Students at Royse City Middle School created a unique and moving exhibit 

as part of their recent studies of the Holocaust and its effect on the world dur-
ing the 20th century. After reading books on the subject and taking a field trip 
to the Dallas Holocaust Museum, the seventh grade Gifted and Talented class 
and the eighth grade Pre-AP class created their own mini-Holocaust museum 
at the school. 

Funded by a grant from the Royse City Education Foundation, the exhibit 
featured more than two dozen educational displays, including posters, scrap-
books, copies of World War Thera newspapers from around the world, poems, 
original artwork, and dioramas of concentration camp bunkhouses and build-
ings. 

The exhibit also included a replica boxcar built in the classroom, complete 
with a soundtrack of train horns and the sound of a train moving along the 
tracks, similar to the boxcars used to transport prisoners to the concentration 
camps. 

Built by students Justin Jones, Robert Mueller and Jared Padgett, with help 
from their parents, Mueller said his fellow students have been interested in 
the boxcar and to learn how thousands of people were crammed on the trains 
sometimes for days shoulder-to-shoulder as they traveled to the camps. 

"They (the students) squeezed all of their classes into the boxcar and pushed 
the button (on the soundtrack) to see what it was like to be so crowded," Mueller 
said. The boys included posters in the boxcar to explain the significance of the 
display and also wrote on the walls as prisoners did during transport. 

"The people on the train would write their names on the walls, where they 
were going or things like what they thought was happening," Mueller said. 

All of the school's classes were invited to visit the museum. The exhibit was 
also open to the public before and after spring break last week. 

Students at the middle school begin studying the Holocaust in sixth grade, 
according to seventh grade Gifted and Talented teacher Victoria Downs. Prior 
to their visit to the Dallas Holocaust Museum, Downs' students read the book, 
"The Devil's Arithmetic," by Jane Yolen. The eighth grade Pre-AP class, led 
by teacher Kelly Elliot, read, "Night," by Elie Wiese!. Both books are about 
experiences during the Holocaust. 

Downs said the students created their museum based on their reading, the 
field trip and other research they conducted on the subject. 

"The kids did all the work," she said, "but the whole population benefitted 
from their work. They tried to make it real. It helps having 'things' to see, not 
just words to read. They really paid attention." 

An original painting by Royse City Middle School eighth grader 
Hannah Webb, a student in Kelly Elliot's Gifted and Talented class, 
was on display at the school's Holocaust exhibit in March. The 
students read books on the Holocaust, visited the Dallas Holocaust 
Museum, and conducted research in order to build their own 
museum at the school. The exhibit was funded by a grant from the 
Royse City Education Foundation.

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It is becoming more and more obvious that the recession is losing it's hold on new home construction, 
at least in Buffalo Creek Golf Club.
