I take
what I do very seriously and want to play a part in a better reform.

We do not need a socialized, or a single-payer health care plan;
one that would increase our national debt to an estimated $20 tril-
lion. The 1,018-page bill released by the Democrats known as The
America’s Affordable Health Choices Act would cost Americans
$1.5 trillion that would be spent in a 10-year time.

I do not believe we break the whole mechanism, I believe we focus
on a reform that addresses the uninsured Americans.

Rockwall ISD’s New
Wave of Technology

by Dr. Gene Burton, Rockwall ISD Superintendent of Schools

Sergey Brin, cofounder of the
Google search engine said, “As
we go forward, I hope we're go-
ing to continue to use technology
to make really big differences in
how people live and work.”

As we follow our Technol-
ogy Plan and the 2006 and 2007
Bond packages, Mr. Brin’s hope
is very evident in Rockwall ISD.
Throughout our schools, ongo-
ing technology undertakings
continue enhancing the lives of
our students and staff.

Our primary objective with
technology upgrades is to directly integrate technology into the
curriculum and impact instruction. Linda Starr noted in her article
“Technology Integration Made Easy” the importance of equipping
both students and teachers with 21st-Century skills.

Ms. Starr stated that “integrating technology into the curriculum
is a priority - if not a mandate - in most schools today.” In addition,
this author stated the following: Most educational technology ex-
perts agree...that technology should be integrated, not as a separate
subject or as a once-in-a-while project, but as a tool to promote and
extend student learning on a daily basis.... In order to incorporate
technology-based activities and projects into ... [the] curriculum,
...teachers first must find the time to learn and use the tools and un-
derstand the terminology necessary for participation in those projects
and activities.

As a Learning Organization, we strive to provide ongoing, qual-
ity learning opportunities for students and staff members. Extending
student learning and properly preparing our teachers to enhance their
instruction through technology integration is always a priority. In
May, 2009, all teachers from Rockwall High School and Rockwall-
Heath High School were given an Apple MacBook laptop and re-
ceived basic Macintosh Operating System training.

This computer is the same laptop that students will be using at ™
both high schools beginning this fall. Using the MacBooks provides .

students with the opportunity to not only learn the Microsoft applica-
tions but also the Macintosh operating system and software. Over the
summer, all teachers from Rockwall High and Rockwall-Heath High
will attend a two-day workshop to learn basic software skills in two
iLife software applications.

Additionally, teachers will learn how to integrate the laptops into
their curriculum. Since the high schools will be receiving laptop
computers in a 3-to-1 ratio (student to computer), teacher training
will focus on using the laptops in a Project-Based Learning model
and will provide strategies and tools for creating collaborative les-
sons for students.

Summer classes are being offered for teachers who are either new
to the district or who are moving to another grade level. Although
each campus has a computer lab, the training classes provide these
teachers with learning opportunities applicable to their instructional
settings. There are three different courses offered, and they are based
on the various types of technology available in the classrooms.

Kindergarten through second grade teachers will learn strate-
gies for teaching in a one-computer classroom. Third through sixth
grade teachers will focus on using their Inspired Classrooms. (In the
Inspired Classroom, there are five laptops on carts, which can be
moved around the room so that students may have access to technol-
ogy most of the day.)

Initially, middle school teachers will attend a two-day workshop
that provides them the strategies for working in a one-to-one student
to laptop environment. Through this continuous learning process,
teachers will adapt the new strategies for students. In time, the pro-
cess will become a new way of life for both teachers and students.
Also this summer,

Instructional Technology Specialists are busy developing new
training that will be implemented this fall. Projects in development
include additional MacBook software training for teachers and stu-
dents, an elementary and secondary level Internet safety class, and an
online version of Rockwall ISDs technology proficiency program.

In August, all new teachers to the district will receive a new laptop
computer. They will attend a one-day workshop to learn computer
basics, the Skyward grade book and attendance system, and Group-
Wise e-mail. This summer marks Phase 3 of many technology proj-
ects. All district teachers received laptop computers in the summer
of 2006.
