The Trustees went into executive session to discuss the Tax Resale of 
Property in Lake Rockwall Estates, and to deliberate on a potential site 
for a school generally located in Heath, Texas. 

Superintendent of Schools, Jeff Bailey, headed the information 
reports presented by Katrina Hasley, Executive Director of Professional 
Learning/Mentoring & Elementary Curriculum, and Mark Speck, 
Executive Director of Human Resources. 

Hasley introduced the teachers participating in the Beginning Educators 
Successful Teacher (BEST) Program. Teachers named were Andi Apuan 
(Hays Elementary), Lauren Atkins (Shannon), Micah Baker (RHS), 
Jennifer Fortner (Shannon), Zach Hartmeier (Shannon), Gabe Hicks 
(RHS), Debbie Iradi (Hays), Grace Jones (Hartman), Tammy Robins 
(Stevenson), Colin Strahan (Hartman), Travis Ueckert (RHS) and Sarah 
Ackert (RHS). 

Bailey explained that there were over 3000 applicants for the BEST 
program. 

Hasley explained that each new teacher is assigned a mentor on campus 
to work with closely through the year. 

The program also offers professional learning opportunities related to 
classroom management and stress management. The new teachers are 
giving opportunities to observe experienced master teachers, and discuss 
what is observed with the masters. 

Debbie Roberts was recognized for earning certification as a Certified 
Texas School Business Official. Roberts is over all health benefits. 
Certification is awarded based on course work, business experience and 
training in area of specialization. 

During the Aug. 17 meeting, Jan Arrington was recognized, with the 
Finance Department, for receiving the Association of School Business 
Officials Award. 

Bailey introduced Holly Davis Jackson as the new Executive Director 
for Technology. 

The Aug. 17 meeting included unanimous approval of the 2015-2016 
Code of Conduct. 

Director of Student and Family Services, Shelly Garrett, presented the 
post legislative changes in accordance with Education Code Chapter 
37. 

The Code changed the position title to "Campus Behavior Coordinator?' 
Garrett clarified that the change was from the commonly used "Assistant 
Principal" title. 

The Coordinator must promptly communicate discipline consequences 
"as soon as possible," rather than the previous 3 day requirement. The 
Coordinator is in charge of student management. 

The Code was also amended to include that Board Members in the 
list of people not allowed to engage in sexual harassment, gender based 
harassment, and misuse of technology. 

Components of E-cigarettes were added to the list of contraband. 
Conversely, the Code allows for the use of "Low THC cannabis in 
prescribed medicine. It will not be treated as "marijuana?' 

The Code added Pot Pourrie and Bath Salts to the list of "synthetic 
psychedelics in accordance with the Penal Code. 

Breach of computer security results in Disciplinary Alternative 
Placement. 

Appeals will begin at Level 1 with the school principal. 
The ISD is now authorized to take action against students in matters 

involving title 5 offenses, such as trafficking, and Penal Code with 
bodily injury. The Code also allows for such actions to be taken where 
the offenses occur out-of-school and during weekends.

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I am now 69 years old. Daddy died in 1985. The siblings and family 
members have slowly faded away, and most who attended Grandmothers 
funeral are gone. 

To this day, I still feel the pain of that day. Did the family members think 
that since Daddy was child-like in his mental functions could not feel the 
pain, unhappiness and loss of his mother? 

Everyone in the small community where he/we lived always loved 
Daddy so much. Thus I couldn't understand why close family members 
would turn on him at a time like this. Was it that they were jealous of 
Grandmother's special love for her boy -- and me? I suppose I will never 
know. 

Since this story is written from the perspective of a child, this is my 
point. Children are very fragile when it comes to death. They need 
someone to cuddle them, hold their hand, and explain about death. They 
need compassion and someone who will answer their questions. 

Children need to feel the warmth and closeness of family members and 
to be included in the conversations. It might help, depending on their age, 
to be included in things like picking out flowers or serving food when the 
family gets together for a meal. 

Most adults can rationalize death. But for a child, all they can understand 
is that they will never see the person they love so much, ever again. 

Remember, the death, funeral, etc. of someone in their life, is making 
images that will be with that child for the rest of his life, embedded deeply 
within his memories. The loss can forever scar a child's life, or become a 
precious memory. It depends on the compassion and love shown during 
this occasion in his life. 

bedroom to look nice in case company came to see her on Sunday, which 
they almost always did. 

I still couldn't understand why no one was talking to Daddy and me, or 
why they weren't hugging us like they were everyone else. Didn't they 
understand what I had lost? Didn't they care? 

Hurt, pain and helplessness soon turned to anger. 
"Do adults think children don't grieve? Do they think we don't 

understand what is going on? Are they too wrapped up in their own grief 
to notice a helpless child in pain or a grieving man who has just lost his 
mother, and needs someone to just hold him? 

Thoughts continued to filter through my mind as we drove to the 
cemetery. Daddy drove with his left hand on the stirring wheel, cuddled 
me under his right armpit and held me tight. 

Once the final words were said at the gravesite, still no one spoke to us. 
It was as if Daddy and I were ghosts, invisible to everyone. How I wished 
we could talk to Grandmother. She would hold us and know just what to 
say. She would tell us how much she loved us and that everything would 
be all right. 

On the way home to Daddy's house, he and I didn't say a word. I didn't 
know what to do or say, so I just stared out the window. When we pulled 
in the driveway, Daddy slowly got out of the car and walked behind the 
house and just wailed for the longest time. I went in the house and lay 
across the bed in the back room, where I could hear him through the open 
windows. Never had I felt so extremely alone. There was nothing I could 
do to fill the empty black hole that now ached so much, deep in his heart.
