That sent Ruben Montoya searching 
through a stack of old tickets until he found 
the one with the winning numbers.

Customs won't be fooled
Miami customs agents said they selected 

Joel Calistan for a random search after he 
stepped off a plane from Haiti.

A search of his bags at Miami Interna­
tional Airport turned up nothing, but agents 
said Calistan appeared nervous and his story 
about a broken arm didn’t sound quite right.

He eventually agreed to let the inspectors 
examine and drill into the cast, and the 
inside of the cast tested positive for cocaine.

The cast was removed at a local hospital, 
revealing 2.3 pounds of cocaine.

Nursing-home completion now targeted for mid-July

O fficia ls  from  L u b b o ck 's  
Greenstreet Construction andBGR 
A rchitects-Engineers told the 
Muleshoe Area Hospital District 
Board on Thursday that the ex­
pected completion date for the new 
nursing home is now mid-July.

Bad weather during the winter 
has slowed the work by only a few 
days, the project representatives 
said.

“The work is going very well — 
the progress is good,” said Coda 
Stephenson Jr. of BGR.

The framing and the concrete 
work are mostly done, he added. 
The insulation that was installed 
exceeds what was specified, and 
the brick being used on the exterior 
meets or exceeds specifications, 
he said.

Board members also heard pre­
sentations from representatives of

three companies interested in sup­
plying furniture for the residents’ 
rooms.

Each was given 10 minutes in 
which to make a presentation. 
Board members are to study the 
materials left by the companies 
and make a decision later.

Board member Arline Phelps 
said that in regard to furnishing the 
rooms, “The No. 1 concern is the 
bed and how it functions. I think

that decision needs to be made first, 
and then everything else will fall 
into place.”

District administrator Jim Bone 
introduced board members to Dr. 
Thomas Smith, whose contract was 
presented for board approval.

The board also approved two 
other additions to the medical staff 
— Dr. Felipe Jubay, who has an 
established practice in Friona, and 
Dr. Robert Bannister.

Crop disaster funds 
begin trip through mail

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Agriculture Secre­
tary Ann Veneman announced Friday that pay­
ments under the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture Crop Disaster Program were beginning.

More than $1.1 billion is scheduled to be 
distributed.

About 450,000 applications from 160,000 
farmers have been approved, she said, and more 
are expected.

“American farmers are still feeling the pres­
sure of low (commodity) prices, and in many 
cases, the effects of natural disasters,” Veneman 
said. “These payments will assist farmers in this 
difficult time.”

Signup for the program began Jan. 18. Farm­
ers should contact their local USDA Service 
Center or Farm Service Agency county office to 
file an application.

To be eligible under this program, farmers 
must have suffered at least 35 percent loss to one 
or more of their 2000-year crops due to natural 
disasters. Eligible farmers should receive pay­
ment soon after approval of their applications.

The deadline for applying will be announced 
later.

The program is funded under the Agriculture, 
Rural Development, Food and Drug Adminis­
tration, and Related Agencies Appropriations 
Act of 2001. More than $1.2 billion in crop 
disaster payments were issued under the pro­
gram last year.

Rep. Larry Combest, chairman of the House 
Agriculture Committee, said farmers and their 
lenders can rely on payment equaling 100 per­
cent of the eligible production loss determined 
by the Farm Service Agency.

Congress provided “such sums as-may be 
necessary” without the pro-rate factor previ­
ously tying payment to the number eligible.

"Render" your taxable 
property by April 16th.

A "rendition" is a report to the appraisal district that lists all 
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 
1 st of this year. The rendition form is available at your local 
appraisal district office... or you may draft a similar form.

Who must file a rendition?
You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal prop­
erty that is used to produce income—such as the inventory 
and equipment used by a business.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

«■ You give your opinion of your property's value. If the 
appraisal district believes the value is higher, it must 
notify you in writing of the higher value and explain 
how you can protest that value to the appraisal review 
board.

«*• You record your correct mailing address so your tax 
bills will go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to 
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible 
for paying your taxes on time or paying extra charges 
for late payments.

You can also file a ‘ report of decreased value" to no­
tify the appraisal district of significant depreciation of 
the value of your property in 2000. The district will 
look at your property before assigning a value in 2001.

What's the deadline?
The last day for filing 2001 renditions is April 16. Call your 
appraisal district for the last date the rendition may be post­
marked, if mailing. You can get an extra 15 days if you ask 
for it in writing by the April 16 deadline.

For drought-related losses, benefits 
are available in counties where pre­
cipitation was 40 percent or more 
below normal for at least four months 
and where there was at least a 40 
percent loss of available grazing dur­
ing a 90-day period during the 2000 
crop year.

In order to be eligible, individual 
producers also must have suffered a 
40 percent or greater loss of grazing 
for three or more consecutive months 
because of a natural disaster during 
2000.

Eligible livestock includes beef and

dairy cattle, buffalo or beefalo when 
maintained on the same basis as beef 
cattle, sheep, goats and equine ani­
mals used commercially for human 
food or kept for the production of food 
or fiber on the owner’s farm or ranch.

Most of Texas (240 of the 254 coun­

ties) was approved for the disaster 
assistance.
