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agrees panhandling
ordinance needed

“I'think it's something we definitely
have to address, from a safety stand-
point for our residents,” Rockwall
City Council member David Sweet
said in the council’s Jan. 17 meeting.

“It" 1s a growing problem of pan
handlers at Rockwall intersections.

The five council members present
at the meeting agreed a local anti-
panhandling ordinance is needed, but
concurred that the wording of the or-
dinance needs more tweaking before
they sign off on it.

When introducing the ordinance to
the council, Matthew Scott referred
to “an individual who had apparently
set up a bedroom under the [-30 at SH
205 bridge™ as well as persons asking
for money at the I-30 and FM 740 for
several months.

“In talking to [police] chief
Moeller, we really don’t have a lot in
our ordinances to prohibit someone
from doing such things,” Scott said.
The goal of a ‘Peddlers, Solicitors
and Itinerant Vendors’ ordinance is to
give the police department the ability
to lawfully discourage the practice.

One issue that had to be settled:
Whether the persons asking Rockwall
drivers for handouts are themselves
Rockwall residents down on their
luck.

Sweet said the proposed ordinance
was not intended to make tough times
tougher on locals.

“It’s something we need to be sen-
sitive to in the economy we're all
living in right now,” he said. “There
are folks in our community going
through tough times, and we do have
places for those folks to get the nec-
essary assistance.”

He acknowledged council member
Margo Nielsen’s involvement with
Rockwall’s Helping Hands and how
that agency models a local response
to local needs.

But according to Scott, police
checks indicate that the panhandlers
are “commuting” to Rockwall from
Dallas or other cities where panhan-
dling is prohibited “because this is
apparently a pretty lucrative place for
them to come.”

The safety concerns are apparently
two-sided. Panhandlers put them-
selves at risk by walking in traffic
lanes, and they cause safety concerns
to drivers to whom they make ap-
peals.

have told him they felt unsafe when
approached by the panhandlers at
Rockwall intersections.

Fine tuning the ordinance language
to prohibit unwanted behaviors with-
out endangering other liberties fell
under discussion. Although Mark
Russo expressed concern that lan-
guage prohibiting “falling asleep in
a public place” would be unenforce-
able, Matthew Scott responded he
didn’t think those situations would be
an issue.

“I trust our officers have enough
discretion, as they do with all of our
ordinances,” he said. “We're not talk-
ing about the folks dozing off on the
park bench while their kids are play-
ing.”

Other concerns related to pros-
ecution under the ordinance. Nielsen
asked about procedures for fining or
jailing those found in violation.

Nielsen asked police chief Mark
Moeller, “Where does a vagrant or
transient or panhandler stay between
the time he’s charged with a misde-
meanor and the time he’s convicted
and has to pay a fine?”

“As with any other ordinance,”
Moeller said, “there’s the option
of going to jail -- or being cited, in
which case they're free to come and
go, like any other citizen. They're
arraigned at the jail unless released,
which can be fairly quickly. They
would be released with promise to
appear at municipal court.”

Not showing up at court results in
a bench warrant for violators, he con-
firmed.

“And then, if they get out of jail, do
you say, ‘Hit the road, Jack?" I have
some concerns about what happens
to people between ‘under the bridge’
and ‘getting where they’re supposed
to be,”” Nielsen said.

She told Scott, who had moved
for Jan. 17 passing of the ordinance,
“Matt, you and David have had op-
portunity to talk to the chief about
this. I would ask that you give us a
little more time to have that same
conversation.”

Russo suggested homeless persons
in other cities deliberately break the
law to get a warm place to stay and
some meals.

“They can misuse an ordinance, so
we need to think seriously about what
we want to achieve,” he said.

Scott emphasized that violations
under the ordinance would be treat-
ed like a traffic ticket. Violators are
processed and released, “presumably
on foot.” The potential of someone
abusing the panhandling ordinance to
get “two hots and a cot” should not
deter the council from acting on the

“You say, this is the situation, and this is how we're going to deal with it,"
said Justin Holland. So when Justin's father, Lance, was diagnosed with pan-
creatic cancer at the age of 46, and once his clan digested the information, they
got to work setting up a plan to tackle the problem.

“My father is the definition of a self-made businessman,” said Justin. “He
had a modest upbringing. My grandfather had to work three jobs at times to
support his family. My father started in real estate in 1983, and I think he
waited tables on the side for a while. By 1991, he was ready to start his own
company,”

That company, Regal Realtors, banded together and got behind Lance's bat-
tle with cancer by forming two teams for the Rockwall County Relay For Life,
the signature fundraising event for the American Cancer Society. 1

“Relay was five months away when my dad started chemo and working to- r;g P
ward the event, raising money, gave us something to look forward to,” Justin = =
said. "My father’s diagnosis caught us by surprise. It was the first time I'd been
affected on a day-to-day basis by a close family member having cancer.”

Lance’s symptoms leading up to pancreatic cancer began with that of adult
onset diabetes. In fact, when Lance Holland went into the emergency room in
mid-2009, the doctor asked him what his blood sugar level was, because his
glucose levels appeared skewed. He was not diabetic, nor had he ever experi-
enced diabetic symptoms.

Lance’s team of doctors consisted of Dr. Viral Patel (gastroenterologist),
Dr. Thomas Shires (general surgeon), and Dr. Minal Barve (oncologist). In
December of 2009, he underwent the Whipple Procedure before beginning a
six-month treatment of chemotherapy. Although his father’s chemo was fairly
mild because of the frequency of his treatments, Justin was impressed by his
dad’s strength through the ordeal.

“I've been involved in sports my whole life, and I've been taught what being
‘tough’ is supposed to be,” Justin said. “But you don’t know ‘tough’ until you
see someone you love going through chemotherapy.”

Justin became the captain of the Regal Realtors team, guiding them in their
fundraising efforts for ACS.

“We betame proactive to try to outweigh the feeling of helplessness by do-
ing something about it,” he said. “We didn’t know what the future would hold,
and this made us feel like we had some control over the situation, even though
we didn’t.”

The teams set an early goal of $2,500, but they quickly had to set a new
one as the contributions started pouring in. Justin personally raised more than
$6,000, largely by utilizing the American Cancer Society plug-ins for Face-
book.

“It’s amazing how dynamic social networking can be for spreading the word

A large part of Relay is getting into the spirit of the event, and Justin’s team
was full of spirit. Since the Kentucky Derby was the Sunday after Relay, they
named themselves Derby Riders for the Cure, decorated their tents with hats
and came supplied with Southern-style foods and a Mint Julep machine. They
even had stick-horse races around the track for the children, and their team
captured first and third places in the cake-decorating contest.

Justin said he enjoyed the fun aspects of Relay, but his mindset was serious.

“The whole point of Relay being held from 7 p.m. Friday night until 7 a.m.
Saturday morning is because cancer never sleeps,” he said.

The 12-hour time period mirrors the fight of the cancer patient who begins
his battle with energy, begins to tire and becomes his most exhausted right
before the dawn which symbolizes the cure and return to health. During Re-
lay, luminarias -- paper bags filled with candles — are placed on the stadium
bleachers to spell out the word ‘hope.’ Later in the night, the luminarias are
rearranged to spell out the word ‘cure.

This year Relay For Life is set for April 29, starting at 7 p.m. at the Cain
Middle School track. Justin won't be
team captain this year because he's
taken on the job of Logistics Chair
for the Relay Committee. His father,
Lance Holland, will be there, walk-
ing the Survivors’ Lap.

Jill McDill looked up at the score-
board Tuesday night at McKinney at
the end of the first quarter, “We've got
almost as many points as we had in the
whole game last time against them,"” the
Rockwall girls’ basketball head coach
realized.

The last time the teams met, Dec. 21
at Rockwall, McKinney had handed the
Lady Jackets their only District 10-4A
loss in three seasons.
