DIED.

J. A. Landrum departed this
life Saturday morning at six
o’clock, after a lingering illness
of five months. His remains
were interred Sunday afternoon,
Rev. M. T. Allen conducting the
funeral services.

Joseph Asbury Landrum was
born August 2nd 1864 1n Alaba-
ma. At the age of six years he
moved with his father’s family to
central Texas where he grew to
manhood, recieving his educa-
tion in the public schools of his
adopted county. Having com-
pleted his common school educa-
tion he entered the State Nor-
mal at Huntsville in ’83 and fin-
ished the course of study, as
then required for a first grade
certificate, in two years; after
which he graduated from the
Department of Pharmacy at
Vanderbuilt University in Feb-
ruary ’87, having completed the
two years course in one, by close
application to study. In the fall
of that year he secured the po-
sition of first assistant to Prof. J.
M. Gunning in the public school
at this place. Earlyin the spring
of the following year (March 13)
he was married to Miss Pearl
Daniel. Atthe close of his school
he purchased a half interest in
Dr. J. M. William’s drugstore,
and devoted his energies to the
upbuilding of the business. He
was converted and joined the
Baptist Church in the latter part
of 1890 and from that time,.de-
voted his talents to the cause of
his Master, with the same energy
that has characterized his busi-
ness dealings. During the very
severe drouth of 92, when cal-
lections could not be made, and
so many of his debtors failed to
meet their obligations; rather
than refuse themj credit for the
medicines which meant life and
health tosthem, he lelt the busi-
ness in the hands of his partner
and begun traveling for the Mel-
liemDrag Lo, or SU Loulsy but
returned after hisyear’s contract
with them had epded .and again
took charge of,the drugstore, in
connection with the Cotulla Led-
ger, which they had purchased
from E. K. Atwood. Wishing to
erter the merchantile business,
he sold his interest in the drug-
store to Dr. Williams, and the
paper to Smith & Cotulla, in the
summer of ’95, and opened a
general grocery and gents fur-
nishing goods, establishment in
the building now occupied by
Kerr & Kerr. After a year at
that stand he decided to move
his stock of goods into hisown
store, then occupied by B. Wil-
denthal. Last December, know-
ing the time was near at hand in
which he must leave the toils and
cares of this life, he brought his
business to a cash basis to make
it easier for his wife to continue
running it. He leaves a wife and
four small children to mourn his
untimely departure.” Cotulla
loses in his death one of her best
citizens. As a business man,
his dealings was above reproach;;

was ever on the side of right.
He will be missed by all; but in
his home, around hisown fireside,
with those of his immediate fam-
ily—he will be missed far more
than tongue can tell.

The coursein naval architect-
ure at Annapolis whicli was start-
ed two years ago by Lieut. Hob-
son has been abandoned, and now
young graduate constructors
will be sent abroad to complete
their education. For many years
it has been the practice of the

:Navy Department to select sev-
eral of the scholars of high stand
ing of each class at the naval ac-
ademy and send them abroad for

supplementary instructionin Eu-
rope, usually in Great Briltain

.or France. The American stu-
dents nearly always won honors

n the foreign schools, and this
is said to have eaused jealousies
which resulted ‘in closing the
Royal College in England and
the National School in Paris to
Americans. Our naval anthorit-
ies also reached the conclusion
that the American officers need
not depend wupon {foreigners to
learn an art which was already
being brought to a high state of
perfection in America. Then a
course in naval construction was
started at Annapolis under the
direction of Lieut. Hobson. Con-
gress atits last session withheld
all appropriations for a course at
Annapolis, under the impression
that several American colleges
bhad established adequate courses
in naval architecture, but it has
been found in many cases that
these courses were wholly pros-
pective, so the Navy Department

‘'does not now feel justified in

: sending officers to take these
courses until they are more ﬁrnﬂy

established.: Itis ex(raordinary
that naval architecture should
not be taught in our great naval
scheools. But in view of the pre-
sent condition of affairs it has
been determined to return to the
former practice. Two of the
members of Constructor Hobson’s
class will, therefore, be sent to
the University of Glasgow, two
to the Iicole Polytechnique in

Paris, while the remaining two

will be eompelled to abandon the
construction corps and will be-
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come line officers.—Scientific A-
‘merican.

Inspector Geheral Breckenridge
who has been in Cuba and Porto
Rica for three months, brought
the President much valuable in-
formation obtained by his elose
observation of existing conditions
on the islands, and not alittle of
it is widely different {rom that
which has been obtained from
other sources. Gen. Brecken-
ridge 13 strongly of the opinion
that Gomez is not to trusted. He
thinks that Gomez is the most
daegerous enemy the .

He doubts
whether Cuba can have a free
government of its own, because
he believes that as socon” as our
military government is withdrawn
Gomez and his followers will es-
tablish a Military government
that will be as much of a despo-
tism as Spain ever maintained
over the island. Of Forto Rica
he says that the people are dis-
posed to be contented, but that
the serious draw-backs to indus-
try, owing to the closing of the
markets of Spain for Porto Rican
products and the failure to open
our own to them, have already
resulted in distressand an alarm-
ing increase of brigandage, and
that things will grow worse if
means are not found to provide
employment for the islanders.

The President is powerless to
act in this matter. I% will require
action of Congress to open our
markets to Porto Rican products.
The president is deeply impress-
ed by Gen. Breckenridge’s infor-
mation, and has had several ex-
