We respectfully beg 
to raise our voice in p ro tes t: To 
do away with the said laws may 
not mean much to other 
counties, where very few cattle 
are shipped, but to La Salle 
county it means a great deal. We 
signed a petition to our Represen­
tative this week praying for his 
influence in behalf of the law as 
it now stands; we did so, not be­
cause the law is perfect, but be­
cause we feel that it is far b e t­
ter than none at all. Our law ­
makers should amend to make it 
apply to more counties rather 
than to repeal. It is a positive 
protection to all; cattlerpen, as 
any one interested can now go to 
the official records and find the 
brands and marks of every^ an i­
mal shipped.

The shipping season is again 
near at hand; every year thous­
ands of cattle are shipped from 
this place to northern points w ith­
out the knowledge of any one 
except the shipper and the In ­
spector. It is therefore evident 
that many cattle, not belonging 
to the shipper, could, and perhaps 
would, be smuggled into the 
herds if the laws we now have 
were repealed. We need a" Hide 
& Animal Inspector in this county 
at least, and hope our law m ak­
ers will see best to leave the* law 
as it now stands rather than to 
repeal it altogether.
