As is generally known to most
of our readers, a Fair is to be
held in the City of San Antonio
this fall, the dates having already
been fixed for October 28th to
November 8th, inclusive.

The main idea
the Board of Directors and man-
agement of the San Antonio In-
ternational Fair Association have
constantly kept in view is that
this is to be. as faras possible. a
Live Stock aad Agricultural Fair
and out of the $13,000 set aside
for premiums, $11,000 of that a-
mount will go to exhibitors of
live stock and farm products,
this amount being nearly one-
Lialf greater than hasi ever been
given by any other fair assccia-
tion in the State for premiums in
the line above mentioned.

Roasted inthe hull,
these green peas are indeed a
treat. When good, strong com-
mon sense shall have conquered
the prejudice against the colored
peas, both in the greer and dry
state, they will become generally
very highly esteemed as a table

Taken From the Speech of Sena-

tor Horace Chilton Against
Annexation of the Philip-
pine Islands.

Below we give a few extracts
from the speech of Senator Chil-
ton against the acquisition of the
Philippine Islands. His remarks
are wholly true, and should find
a fervant ‘amen’ on the lips of
every reader.

“Mr. President, I am not an
anti-expantionist. I believe that
it is the duty and the interest of
this couatry to wilen its bound-
aries as time goes on. But I
would not do this indiscriminate-

ly. In case of doubt, I would
adhere closely 'to the pelicy
of the forefathers. In my

judgment the taking of the Phil-
ippines will bring peril both to
the interests and the institutions
of the American people. 1t is
not an adquition which will add
to the comfort and glory of the
Republic like that of Louisiana,
or FFlorida, or Texas, or New
Mexico and California.

It seems to me a matter of as-
tonishment that such a radical,
far-reaching responsibility should
be courted upon the scantiness of
the information which we possess
in regard to the subject-matter
of our acquition.* * * If we will
confine our operations to Porto
Rico and Cuba, no additions “to |
our present Regular Army will
be necessary. We need but few
soldiers inside the present borders
of the United States, and our ex-
isting military force can be spared
largely for Porto Rico and Cuba.
Porto Rico is small in area and
at peace. That island cin be

concern.

In the interest of peacé
the Urited States will not dislodge
European colonies already estab-
lished, but their boundries are
fixed. Neither by war, purchase,
voluntary cession, vote of the
people, nor in any conceivable
way shall a single foot of new
territory upon this hemisphere be
added to European dominion.

In some 1espects this is a hard
doctrine, but it is a doctrine of
virtue and necessity. To say to
all the great powers of Europe
that they will never be permitted
to take in territory anywhere in
North, South or Central America
is something to touch the pride
of kings and emperors across the
water.* * * It would be hard to
find a citizen of the Union who
would give up that Monroe doc-
trine, We will say to the powers
of the Cld World, “We will not
allow you to acquire further pos-
sessions in the Western Hemis=
phere. Yet we will take Porto
Rico, and we reserve the right to
take Haiti or Brazil or Cuba or
any other part of North or South
America when we think proper
to do so.”’

But after saying this after re-
serving that liberty, will we gou
across into Asia and enter into a
wolfish rivalry for land, and will
we take and keep all that we feel
disposed to take and keep?
