Plow Now For Next Year’s
Crop
To the Farmers of Texas:

The land that vou expect to
put in small grain this fall, and
that is not growing peas, or
some other crop, should be plow-
ed at the earliest date possible.
This plowing should be very
carefully done, so that ever, bit
of the land will be turned over
at least one inch deeper than it
has heretofore been plowed. It
'should be very carefuily hariow-
ed immediately after it is  plow-
ed, before the clods get hard and
dey. If the land is low and has
a tendency to be wet, it should
be bedded in ten to twenty foot
beds, so that the furrows will
act as drains.

The top serfuce should not be
allowed at any time to get hard,
but should be harrowed as often
as is necessary to keep the soil
fairly pulverized so that the
summer rains will sink into the
earth and form a reservoir to
hold this 1atafall, and prepare
for a season 'n the ground that
will start and sustain a crop,
even if the fall is dry. Having
'stored this summér rain, and
kept it from evaporating, by
keeping the soil mulch on top of
the grouund, you can sow rust-
proof winter cats in August, or
early September, or wheat 1n
October or early November, and
be sure of a splendid fall and
winter pasture, and almost sure
of a fine grain crop next spring.

The wheuat and oats that are
sowed early will stuol and cover
the ground with much more
vigorous and hardy plants, with
one-fourth less seed, than will
be necessary, if you sow lators
The seeds should be separated
'with the greatest care, and none

inferior part of the crop. If

ing a constant cover crop. other
than weeds on the land, present-
ly your land will be rich, and
‘there will be no weeds.
