The AAk usks 31 percent In
next year’'s wheat acreage com-
pared to the acreage planted in
1988. In 1938 there was approx-
imately 80,000,000 acres planted
to wheat, and the reduction will
bring it down to about 55,000,000
acres, This acreage on a (rop
equal to the acreage production in
1938 would equal about six hun-
dred million bushels or three hun-
dred million bushels less thap the
1988 crop. But the country has
no agsurance that the yield will,
be even as high as it was this
vear. This is insufficient wheat
for domestic demands as we will
consume more than six handred
million bushels for bread and it
will take another 50,000,000 bush-
els to seed the fifty five million
acres, which would equal the pro-
duction if it was a2s high as it
was in 1938. Taking the average
