The NLRB has only used the 
penalties provided in the enforce­
ment of the act, which put all 
unions out of court, that refuse 
to sign the afidavit.

Reports from the State Highway 
Department Inst week say some of 
the laws of the new Traffic Code 
are not being abided by nnd that 
some arrests have already been 
made and that others —ill lie made 
all along, as long as the laws are 
not taken seriously and abided by.

One of the main things in this 
part of the country is the lack of 
lights on trailers. The Highway 
Department says the lights and re­
flectors are available now and 
must he put on immediately. Trail­
ers are supposed to_ have two re­
flectors, one on either side and 
a light on the left hand side. At 
night this light is supposed to bum. 
The reflectors and lights must be 
on the trailers, regardless of the 
fact that you may not be on the 
highway at any time, day or night, 
you must have aP the lights nnd 
reflectors required by law on the 
trailers.

Also on a car pulling a trailer 
you nre supposed to have the pro­
per lights on th" car. There are 
also a number of cars that do not 
meet *he state requirement yet 
and they are being watched for 
too. Most of the material to put 
the cars in proper condition is get­
ting where it can be purchased and 
all vehicles must be put in t.he 
proper condition as soon as pos- 
sihle, and then when you get them 
in the proper condition, keep them 
that way.

jects.

Soil and Water Conservation
The WTCC commission’s pro­

posal in Plnnk 2 is that, if the 
amendment is adopted by Texas 
voters, the Legislature pass an en­
abling act forthrightly defining 
soil and water conservation as 
coming within flood control, and 
authorizing the respective counties 
to set up tax supported funds ear­
marked in advance for determining 
and meeting their own distinctive 
problems in that broad field aimed 
at improving rural economy and 
life, as well as for lateral roads

The commission contends that 
abolition of the ad valorem tax 
heretofore going into the state 
treasury could i>e diverted to pro­
vide tiie 132 counties of West Texas 
witli no less than $ million annually 
for these purposes— all without es­
tablishing new political subdivi­
sions and incurring added over­
head administrative expense. Such 
a plan, says the commission, will 
provide faster, more effective and 
more economical methods tor pre­
serving and fully utilizing the 
county’s soil and water resources.

Tie-In Witli Districts
The conservation plank stresses 

that enabling legislation for putt­
ing the constitutional amendment 
into operation should require that 
each county’s soil and water work 
tie in with nnd carry out its share 
of any existing district conserva­
tion program to which it is com­
mitted, with its portion of he over­
all fund to be spent within the 
county. Other safeguards call for a 
definite time limit on t’a entire 
program so as to assure relief from 
the tax after a given period; for 
explicit bracking down and alloca­
tion of the county’s tax fund with 
a 75 cent ceiling on any one pro­
ject ; and for providing good fiscal 
control to assure maximum fanner 
protection and benefits.

If Plank 2 is adopted the West 
Texas chamber will study out and 
submit to the next LegMature a 
proposed enabling bill. \\ ile.v Oaf- 
fey, president of the West Texas 
County Judges and Commissioners 
Association, has joined W TOC’s 
agricultural commission is sponsor­
ing the plunk.

Several factors are important in 
selecting cull animals. Culling 
should include crippled, diseased 
and poor-quality animals, and un­
productive breeding stock. In the 
breeding herd, it is desirable to 
cull cows thar have missed calving 

two years; they are

are worth more when sold than 
when kept as “boarders”. Sows 
which have farrowed small litters 
are not paying their share of the 
cost of feed and care. Hens that 
have stopped laying and are get­
ting fat are robbing the flock of 
profit. As a rule, it pays to cull 
animals that are passing their 
period of usefulness because of 
age, and to replace them with 
younger stock.

Rigid culling will allow farmers 
and ranchmen to feed more gener­

ously animals that are able to re­
turn a profit for the feed given 
them. However, under present con­
ditions, even the best of animals 
should not be fed to grade higher 
than “good”, as the extra finish 
requires too much grain. Young and 
pregnant animals will have more 
feed ut the Jline when their nu­
trition needs are most critical, 
helping to insure better, heavier 
calves, lambs, or pigs next year.

Culling yvill also aid the improve­
ment of permanent pastures, es­
pecially imjKirtant in the South. 
With unproductive animals elimi­
nated,. proper stocking of pastures 
and ranges is encouraged so that 
livestock operators will be in bet­
ter position to capitalize on the 
use of Itetter grazing in the future.

Another major advantage of 
culling is that it will help to re­
duce the hazard of continued large 
livestock inventories. They urge 
the elimination now, of many ani­
mals which have been kept in the 
herd in the past l>ecause of the 
general upward trend in prices.

For these reasons, close culling 
is recommended this fall as one of 
the important steps in the good 
management and feeding, which 
will help to solve the important 
problem of scarce and high-priced 
grains.

Texas Rescue 46
This time next fall farmers and 

ranchmen will be going to their 
seed stores and culling for Texas 
Rescue 40.

Rescue grass is a native of South 
America and has been growing in 
Texas- for almost a hundred years. 
It is a winter annual which pro­
duces green feed when most other 
grasses are dead or dormant. Early 
ranchmen named it “rescue” be­
cause it enme to their rescue when

most needed.
Native rescue grass is harvested 

and sold commercially. as *8 seed 
imported from Australia and other 
countries.

Since 104] Oesugt? C. Warner 
and R. L. Hetutej of the Agricul­
tural Experiment Station at Texas 
A. & M. College have been making 
selections from (K),h native rescue 
grass and from sc veral strains of 
seed obtained f,,uii the USDA  
Bureau of Piant industry, Soils 
and Agricultural Engineering.

They found tliai rescue differed 
greatly in height, leafiness, seed 
production aiul resistance to dis­
ease. Out of tli,.se tests they came 
up with a selection they named 
Texas Rescue 4(5.

In the filed tests with other na­
tive and imported strains it bus 
ranked high in f,,rnge and seed 
yield and in protein and phosphoric 
acid content. Foundation seed was 
placed with Texas registered seed 
growers in Scpteiulier, 1046, and 
the seed will |*> available for 
general planting ne xt fall.

I f  fruits are usep as much as pos­
sible, Miss Mason pointed out, there 
is less need for cakes, pies and 
puddings. By cutting down on bak­
ed desserts, the housewife is do­
ing her part in the government’s 
program for saving certain foods.

Wanted Siloes

Shoes are the delight as well as 
the baue of existence for women 
. . .  A trim, becoming shoe can 
make a woman feel almost as good 
as a new hat . . .  but if the shoe 
isn’t right, she’s miserable.

Stores sell shoes designed for 
nurses . . , for girls scouts . . . for 
tennis, golf, skiing and other 
sports . . . but Mary Routh, cloth­
ing specialist for Texas A. & M. 
College Extension Service, says 
that work shoes for farm women 
have been forgotten. And the six 
million rural housewives of this 
country are unhappy about it.

The active farm woman needs 
durable shoes for outdoor work—  
but she usually has to buy heavy 
work shoes which look clumsy on 
feminine feet and are tiring as 
wTell. When she wants a comfort­
able shoe for the long hours on 
loot indoor?, she has her choice 
of expensive “Health” or other 
“sensible” shoes . . .which often do 
not fit her needs, her pocketbook 
or her tuste.

Farm women in every state have 
reported to their Extension cloth­
ing specialists that what they’d 
like to have in work shoes are 
sturdy moisture-resistant but flex­
ible soles, medium heels, comfort­
able hut trimly shaped toes, rein­
forced at the tip, durable uppers 
with some ventilation and scuff- 
and inositure-resistant finish, good 
arch support, and neat, attractive 
lines that flatter the feet.

Sounds like a large order, but 
I ’ll bet those 6 million farm women 
get what they want.
