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Europe And Orient Built Brown County Solon Leader 
Terrace? 4 ,000  Years Ago In State's Legislative Halls

Men have been aware since an­
cient times that rain and wind 
take soil from cultivated land, and 
throughout Ihe world some farm­
ers have always sought, by one 
means or another, to prevent this 
loss.

Terraces in some forms were con­
structed in sections of Europe and 
the Orient 2,000 to 4,000 years ago, 
Spanish conquerers 400 years ago 
found the Incas farming steep 
Andean slopes on terraces walled 
with stone. In the United States, 
farmers have *ri«d to protect their 
lands since the Colonial period.

Foundation for the organization 
of soil conservation districts in 
Texas was many years ,.i the mak­
ing by local conservation leaders 
and State and Federal agencies. 
The knowledge oi soil erosion and 
its control has been increased 
vastly since Duke Howell, Newton 
County farmer, constructed the 
first known Texas terrace in 18*2. 
In the early period o f Texas con­
servation, emphasis was placed on 
single practices. The combination 
of many practices for the complete 
and coordinated treatment of every 
farm acre, according to its needs 
and capabilities was unknown. The 
modern technique of soil conser­
vation is to study the entire farm 
to determine what erosion and 
water conservation measures are 
needed on each part of the furm. 
All of these practices are brought 
together and modified as necessary 
to fit the farm or ranch unit and the 
economic limitation of the owner 
Educational work in the field of 
land conservation began in Texas 
in 1940 with a terracing demon­
stration by the Farmers’ Cooper­
ative Demonstration work, now 
known as the Extension Service, 
and in 1911 the Texas Legislature 
authorized the employment of an 
instructor to teach conservation 
practices at Texas A & M College 
and in the field.

The United States Department 
f f  Agriculture in 1928 set up eros­
ion control experiment stations at 
Tyler and Temple, and later the 
Spur station received federal funds 
for erosion control studies. For

many years prior to that time, the 
Spur staff, directed by R. E. Dick­
son, superintendent, had made 
erosion control studies. Other Tex­
as erosion control stations are at 
Dalhart and Bushland.

Since the first soil conservation 
demonstration project was estab­
lished in Texas in 1933, soil and 
water conservation practices have 
been put into use by more thun 
10751 farmers and ranchers on 3,- 
987,000 acres. These farmers and 
ranchers have reported results 
which bore out the conclusions the 
experiment staffs obtained from 
test plots.

The same type of soil and water 
conservation practices which in­
creased cotton yields on test plots 
at the Spur Experiment Station, 
enabled 20 farmers in the upper 
Concho River watershed near San 
Angelo to produce un average of 
9.3 per cent more cotton in 1938 
than their neighbors did in 19 com­
parable, untreated farms. The ave­
rage on the treated farms was 153 
pounds of lint cotton per acre, com­
pared with'140 pounds on the 19 
other farms.

Dickson's studies over a 10-year 
period had revealed that on ab­
sorbent West Texas soils, cotton 
yields increased as run-off of rain­
fall was reduced. Level, close-end 
terraces retained all the water 
which fell and resulted in the 
heaviest yields of cotton.

Detniled economic surveys made 
in the Duck Creek watershed near 
Lindale in Smith County have il­
lustrated strikingly the worth of 
conservation farming and good 
land-use practices.

Airplanes that can travel more 
than 1,000 miles an hour “ are well 
within the realm of possibility,”  ac­
cording to John E. Canaday, of 
California, Lockhead Aircraf* of­
ficial.

“ We used to think that there wer<* 
definite- limitations on both the size 
and speed of airplanes, but now our 
engineer^ believe these factors have 
no limits.

“ A few years ago engineers could 
not see speed much in excess of 800 
miles per hour—for at that speed 
tlie point was reached where wind 
would begin to pile up before tlie 
leading edge of wings with much 
tlie sanv* effect as snow piled up ] 
oefore a snow plow when traveling 
at high speed.

“ But new developments ire in 
progress to devise means of dim m ­
ing that resistance by dispersing the 
air in much the same fa thion as 
snow is thrown aside by tlie rotary 
snow plow.”

In such planes, lie said, “on« 
could leave New York and, flying 
with tlie sun, arrive in Dis Angeles 
earlier than the time of his depart­
ure." ,

He declared also that the size of 
ships seemed to have no limits.

“ As engines with higher liore- 
power are being produced,” he ad­
ded, “ we are able to increase tV» 
size of airplanes until we have ships 
with wing spreads of over 200 feet 
with gross weight in exiess of eight 
tons and capable o f carrying bomb- 
loads of twenty-five tons.

Boin in Albertville, Ala., In 1890, 
Chambers, with ids family, moved 
to Brown county in 1893 where he 
has lived ever sinee near tlie little 
farming community of May.

20 Years A Farmer
After graduating from high school 

and attending several state nomal 
schools. Chambers settled down to 
a steady life of farming and teach­
ing school, and for more than 20 
years he did just that in May.

To some people that might seem 
an uneventful life, hut not to Bill 
Chambers. Realizing that man's real 
happiness c»mes from within, he hus 
found life fascinating.

Years ago he took a mathemat­
ics course at Southwestern univer­
sity in Georgetown, and mathe­
matics has been his favorite men­
tal sport ever since. He taught al­
gebra and geometry for 2u years, 
and one of his greatest ambitions 
Is to write a simple, understand­
able mathematics text for Texas 
high schools. Nothing gives him 
greater fun than to work hours on 
a complicated mathematical prob­
lem, and this attentiveness to math­

ematical precision shows up in his 
speeches unlcb have l^e sulue con­
cise logic of presentation.

He loves music—t,ie Popular and 
semi-classicai nirnbers — but he 
thinks the classics depend too much 
on perfection of technique and not 
enough on human emotion. He 
pluys the violin. *ln8s- aud bas 
composed music.

As a kid, lie f?ot interested In 
public speukl-ig and together with 
other boys of his community, form­
ed a debuting society where one 
amateur taught another, and to­
day he stands as one of the most 
effective speakers in Texas public 
uffairs.

May Try For Commission
His farming work is real pleasure 

to him. There is widespread talk 
that he may run for commissioner 
of agriculture in 1942. He has been 
n small farmer, raising cattle and 
goats along with craps.

Checker-playing is his favorite 
recreation and he’s gotten a real 
repution fur skill in his part of 
the country. He carries on checker 
games by letter with cronies far 
away.

Bill Chambers is a lover of books, 
with history and political philoso­

phy his favorite subjects. Being a 
farmer givf'i a man lots of time, to 
think things through, and Chambers 
has taken advantage o f his oppor- 
tunity to do so, with tlie result 
that he would he hated us a liberal 
conaervat'ou who knows that gov­
ernment must keep pace w7ith the 
times hut must not get so fur ahead 
that the people cannot keep step 
with it.

And this liberal-conservative to­
day ranks as one of the house’s 
most powerful leaders in many 
fields of statecraft.

ADVICE FOR FARMERS 
ON HOW TO TREAT 

SEEDS SUCCESSFULLY
Sweet sorghum and grain sorgh­

um planting seed should be treated 
with 1-2 ounce of new improved 
ceresan i>er bushal to control smut 
disease.

Cotton seed treated with 1 1-2 
ounces of new improved ceresan 
controls certain Loll rots, dumping 
off or sore-skin, angular loaf spot, 
anthracnose,, and seed rotting.

Any tight container, such as a 
lard can may lie used for a few 
bushels. For larger quantities, a 50 
gallon oil drum with a tight lid and 
arranged on an axis, is suitable. The 
axis may be made from a one-incli 
water pipe about four feet long 
passed diagonally through the drum 
and welded or soldered firmly to 
it. A mixing or beltble board, nail- 
eel across the inside is neetled to do 
a good job. Tbe drum should not 
be more than one-half or two-thirds 
filleel so the seeel will fall while it 
revolves.

As the chemical is poisonous, tbe 
seed should be treated out doors i 
and precaution taken not to breathe j 
the dust. Left over treated seeel j 
should not be feel to livestock or | 
sold to oil mills or feed houses
