swelling pit of gold at Camp |
Knox, Kentucky.

Talk of scaling down the price
of gold will be brought. to the Un-

The reports given out at Wash-
ington shows for the fifth con-
secutive month that our tradas bal-
ances have been unfavorable, or

that cur imports have been more
than our exports for the same
period, The report shows an un-
favorable report for the month of
April of $19,081,000 or we receiv-
ed that much more in goods than
we sold foreign countries,

In 1985 our trade balance show-
ed $235,000,000 in favor of this
country and after two years, with
the treaty making puwer taken
away from congress and given to
the President to make reciprocal
agreements, our trade balance
had dwindled to where we hed
only $34,00,000 balance in favor
of the United States, and in the
good year 1927, our imports are
running ahead of exports and in
tha place of a trade balance in
fevor of this country, there will
actua'ly be a balance in favor of
foreign countries. We are import-
ing more than $60,000,000 worth
of farm products each month and
our imports have rearhed more
than $600,000,000 this year. Think
about the proposition of taxing
the prople to hire the farmer not
to produce stuff in this country,
putting more than three million
people out of work and importing
more than billion dollars worth
of farm commodities into this
counitry. '

DEATH FROM PREVENTABLE
DISEASES ARE INCREASING

AUSTIN. Deaths in Texas
from preventable diseases are in-
creasing annually despite the tre-
mendous strides medical science
has made in the last few years.
according to statisiics compiled by
the Texas Planning Board’s pub-
lic health committee,

Since 1934 deaths in Texas from
preventable, infectious, and par-
asitic diseases have increased 54
percent; deaths from pellagra,
pneumonia, diarrhea and enferitis
have increased 22 per cent; and
deaths from all preventable dis-
eases have increased 33 percent.

Last year the board’s public
health committee disclosed the
startling information that during
1634 more than 17,000 Texans
died unnecessarily from diseases
which are classed as “preventa-
ble” by medical science. Remedial
steps were suggested yet during
1936 more than 24,000 Texans
succumbed to the ravages of pre-
ventable diseases.

Figuring the value of a human
life at $10,000 the committee es-
timated that Texas suffered an
economic loss of $175,670,000 in
1934; and $245,230,000 in 1936.
The committee estimated further
that relatives of the victims of
preventable diseases in 1934 paid
$3,513,400 for funerals, and $4,-
904,000 in 1986. The average cost
of each funeral was estimated at
$200.

Preventable, infectious and par-
astic diseases in 1936 claimed the
lives of 15,423 Texans as compar-
ed with 10,216 in 1934. Pellagra,
pneumonia, diarrhea and enterieis
in 1936 claimed the lives of an ad-

ditional 9,100 as compared to 7,-;

451 in 1934. Total deaths from
preventable diseases for 1936
amounted to 24,528 as compared
with 17,576 for 1934.

The Legislature
shall by general laws, authorize
the incorporation of corporate
bodies with banking and discount-
ing privileges, and shall provide
for a system of State supervision,
regulation and control of such
bodies which will adequately pro-
tect and secure the depositors and
creditors thereof,

“No such corporate body shall
be chartered until all of the au-
thorized capital stock has heen
subscribed and paid for in full in
cash. Such body corporate shall
not be authorized to engage in
business at more than one place
which shall be designated in its
charter.

“No foreign corporation, other
than the national banks of the
United States, shall be permitted
to exercise banking or discounting
privileges in this State.”

Three Year Quail Law
“allahan—

F‘gin(;e a move was started at the
beginning of this year intended
to preserve, promote, and improve
conditions of our wildlife in Calla-
han, the county agent has watch-
ed with the keenest of interest a
bill presemted in tEe legislature
that would prohibit the taking of
# quail in the county for the com-
ing three years. That bill has now
become a law and has received
the signature of the govevrner.
This law comes right at the time
when men all over the county are
becoming interested in setting up
a voluntary game presenve in co-
operation with the Texas Exten-
sion Service which has secured
the cooperation of the State and
Federal Departments in wildlife
preservation.

The Extension Service of Texas
was the first organization to cre-
ate the office of a Wildlife Spec-
ialist, This was done in 1936 and
has met with a tremendous suc-
cess thus far. The aims of the as-
suciation are that men will band
themselves together and form
game preserves where fish, birds,
or fur-bearing animals, if desired,
may be grown and protected. It is
not the intention of the Associa-
tion to prohibit hunting or fishing
on the lands owned by the mem-
bers of the Association but that
there shall be regulated hunting
and fishing on such property so
that a sportsman may enjoy a
day’s outing at hunting and fish-
ing without having to return home
empty handed and feeling worse
for having spent the day in such
manner.

It might be of inte-est to some
to know that the State and Feder-
al government will cooperate with
the county agents in securing for
memhers of these associations
fish and birds for their preserves.
Already this county agent has or-
dered application blanks from the
Federal fisheries and also has on
hand applications for fish to come
from the State fisheries this year.
Members of the Association may
call at the office any day and their
apvlication will be taken. Many of
the farmers and ranchers, poth of
the small and large landowners,
are becoming members of the As-
sociation.

it should be one prescribed by a
physician and it must be prepared
with extreme attention to cleanli-
ness and kept cold until used. The
baby should be fed at regular in-
tervals and should not be forced
to eat when not hungry. The baby
ghould be kept cool and comforta-
ble in hot weather, should not be
overclothed and should be given
plenty of clean water to drink.
Any infections which develop in
the nose, throat, ears or other or-
gans should receive prompt atten-
tion from a physician

If diarrhea develops, feedings
should be stopped or greatly dim-
inished and an abundance of water
should be given. Cathartics should
not be given except on advice of a
physician, If the diarrhea does not
improve within a short time, a
physcian should be called and a
comnlete examination made.

The three F'-s, flies, fingers, and
food are the three sources of dan-
ger to the baby. Flies carry dis-
ease germs to the baby and to its
food, Fingers and hands that are
not thoroughly washed before pre-
paring the baby’s food are likely
to-be germ carriers also, Milk and
