That very annoying malady
known as the common cold is pre-
valent here and almost everywhere
at this season of the year, but we
recently’ came across an article
stating that a United States Navy
doctor has announced that he has
found a cure for the common cold.

The physician, Captain John M.
Brewster, said a drug called bena-
dryl, originally developed to com-
bat allergies, has proved success-
ful in treating more than 100 com-
mon cold patients at the Great
Lakes Naval base. ®

Dr. Brewster empbhasized the
drug is successful, however, only
if it is used as soon as the first
symptons are felt.

Benadryl suppresses watery dis-
charges and shrinks the mucos
membrane, affected by the common
cold. It produces a sedative effect
and retards coughing, according to
Dr. Brewster's experiments,

A comet previously seen gt many
points in the Southern hemisphere
was visible at Auckland, New Zea-
land Zor thirty minutes recently,
aceording to reports reaching this
country.

Restrictions On P'nut
Acreage Is Removed

Secretary of Agriculture Ander-
son announced last week there will
be no marketing quotas on the 1948
crop of peanuts. He said he was
Wspending the quotas because of
the world shortage of foods, fats
and oils.

The action means farmers are
free to plant and market without
penalty all the peanuts they want
to.

Under marketing gquotas, produe-
tion in 1948 would have been liimit-

ed to approximately 2,359,000 acres
compared with about 3,378000
acres harvested for nuts in 1947,

Farm laws allow quotas to be
put into effect when farmers voted
for them. Bach farmer is then lim-
ited as to the amount of peanuts
he can market. The purpose is to
avoid a surplus.

Jarly in December, Anderzon said
quotas and allotments for the 1948
crop probably would be suspended.
but ordered a refrendum. Peanut
producers voted for quotas for the
next three years. This still leaves
quota machinery available for 1949
and 1950 should conditions make
it advisable to impose quotas for
those years.

“Bach of us starts with a cer-
tain amount of physical capital.
Merely as a business proposition,

As we giw older, the re-
sponsibility for doing so rests upon
the individual. The ecritical period
may come in middle life with the
sudden realization that the physi-
cal eapital is yielding diminishing
returns in the way of physical
well being, A large number of the
deaths reported each year in Texas
are due to the degenarative dis-
eases of middle age.”
