Rules Bondholders 
Entitled to Relief

ABILENE .— Fower o f the fed­
eral government to force payment 
of municipal bonds to bondholders 
has been illustrated at Brownsville, 
according to press reports from 
Houston where Federal Judge T. 
M. Kennely ruled that holders of 
“ about $1,500,000 bonds o f the 
City o f Brownsville, fo r which the 
city budget makes no provisions, 
are entitled to relief.”

Included in Brownsville’s out­
standing indebtedness is $742,000 
due on a municipal light plant, 
says the latest issue of ihe Texas 
Bond Reporter.

Judge Kennedy requested at­
torneys fo r a bondholders com­
mittee to confer with R. A. Dun- 
delberg, Brownsville city attor­
ney, on a decree which would be 
satisfactory to both sides.

The city o f Brownsville this 
year set aside $1.62 o f it3 $2-50 

| tax rate for operating expenses, 
j and only 88 cents for serving 
bonds. '

Dundelberg told the iourt that 
servicing o f all outstanding bonds 
and warrant debts o f the city 
would require a tax rate o f $2.55 
or five cents more than the con- 
ftituticnal limit.

T. E. E’ cock, chief attorney for 
the bondholders, said he thought 
more than 88 cents o f the total 
rate should be applied to bonds.

Biennial 'sweet clover should 
not be sown on land where cotton 
dies with root rot, as the stand 
will be depleted before the clover 
makes seed. Hubam (annual 
white sweet clover) seeds the first 
year and is being used successfully 
in the Texas blecklands where 
cotton root rot occurs.

Lespedeza is another legume with 
a wide adaptation throughout the 
more humid portions of the South­
west, especially on sandy soils, 
and is also sown in the spring. It i

Within four years it .is  expect­
ed that the Regular Army Reserve 
will count 75,000 men— all train­
ed— as its ranks are onen only to 
former soldiers o f the Regular 
Army who are under 36 years o f 
age at time o f en.istment in the 
Reserv e and whose services in the 
Regular Army have been honest 
and Taithful and terminated bv 
honorable discharge after at least 
one year’s continuous service.

This newly formed Regular 
Army Reserve is expected to prove 
popular with men who leave the 
active ranks o f the Regular Arm y

DALLAS.— Texas has hundreds 
o f little children, victims of in­
fantile paralysis, knocking on hos­
pital doors for treatment. This 
fact was revealed here today in a 
letter to George Waverley Briggs, 
state vice chairman for the Cele­
bration of the President’s Birth­
day, Jan. 30, from J. J. Brown, 
director vocational rehabilitation., 
Austin.

The actual count shown in the 
summary o f all counties shows 
that the state has a listed total of 
victims seeking treatment of 816 
children. Seventy-one counties 
out of the total o f 254 o f the state 
report no hospital cases. El Paso 
county leads with 51 waiting cases; 
Dallas fo'lows second with 51, and 
Bexar takes third with 28 patients.

“ This should prove to Texans 
how necessary their support is to 
relieve suffering,”  Mr. Briggs said. 
Then quoting from the Brown let­
ter, he read: “ ‘The attached list, 
gives you by county the number 
o f children on the waiting list 
ready to be sent to the hospital, 
but no money is available to send 
them.’ This statement by Mr.

One of electricity's many uses, in 

which there has been a marked in­
crease during the past few  years on 
general farms as well as among com­
mercial n-tcheries and poultrymen, is 
in in :ors. F o r  several reasons, 
elect incubation is ideal- It doc? 
not i....ii the air in producing heat; 
hatching efficiency usually i3 higher 
than with other systems; it is clean: 
safe; economical; labor saving; and, 
depending upon the size of the unit, 
permits some or all of the following 
factors to be automatically controlled 
—temperature, ventilation, humidity, 
lights and turning.

Electric incubators c a n  b e  pur­
chased with capacities ranging from 
96 to 20,000 or more eggs, and for as 
little as $35.00 delivered, thus meet­
ing the requirements of all classes ot 
poultry raisers. Current consumption 
depends upon the type and construc­
tion of the incubator as well as on the 
t-m err  cure of the room in which it is 
kept. Generally, it varies from about 
200 kvv.-hr. per 1,000 eggs hatched 
for units holding 150 eggs or less, to 
approximately 20 kw.-hr. for those 
having capacities of 20.000 eggs. At 
the three-ccnt rate, this gives a hatch­
ing cost of from 6/100 to 6/10 o f a 
cent per egg, the lower cost being 
for the larger incubators because of 
their generally superior construction 
and insulation.

Syphilis a Serious, 
Widespread Disease

AU STIN . —  “ A  public health 
axiom, often proved, states that 
‘public health is purchaseable and 
within natural limitations any 
community can determine its own 
rate.’ To no other serious com­
municable disease can we apply 
this axiom- with more dramatic re­
sults than syphilis,”  states Dr. 
Geo. W. Cox, state health officer.

In the first place no more ser­
ious disease is as widespread as 
syphilis. Annually we have twice 
as many cases o f syphilis as tuber­
culosis, 13 times diphtheria. 23 
times typhoid and 50 times infan­
tile paralysis. Secondly the at­
tack of syphilis is devastating. It 
is a killer and no part o f the body 
is immune. Syphilis cuts off life 
in early adulthood at man’s great­
est period o f productivity. An­
nually in America syphilis steals 
one million years o f life from the 
normal life span of its victims, 
but before it kills, syphilis ser­
iously wounds and tortures, bring­
ing blindness, deafness, chronic 
illness, crippled minds and bodies 
to those it selects.

Approximately fifty  million dol­
lars in taxes are spent each year 
fo r the support in eleemosynary 
institutes o f those blind and in­
sane from syphilis. Fifteen per­
cent o f all blindness and 12 per­
cent o f all insanity are attributa­
ble to syphilis. A small portion 
o f this considerable tax money 
spent annually fo r education and 
disease prevention would more 
than pay for itself through money 
savjd in future years This eco-, 
nomic argument is less important 
when we consider that by the same 
efforts we simultaneously reduce 
the appalling total o f misery and 
death resulting from Syphilis.

“ Public health is purchaseable.”  
A p n ly  this to the syphilis problem. 
I f  we would appropriate adequate 
funds for syphilis control we would 
save not only tho tax bill for insti­
tutional care but we would also 
save J68 million dollars in wages 
now lost to American male work­
ers each year because of illness at­
tributable to syphilis and other 
venereal diseases.
