AMPLE IDINE IN SOIL

Todine was determ.aed in near-
ly 500 samples of city and rural
drinking waters, vegetabies, cotton-
seed meals, roughages ana grasses
from various parts of Texas. Iod
ine was deficient in only a very few
samples, and in most samples was
high when compared with similar
samples from areas where the iodine
was sufficiently low to cause goiter.

Icedine in 103 samples of city
waters ranged from 4 to 312 parts
per billion, with an average of 56.
Iodine in three samples of cistern
water averaged only 4 parts per

Todine in Texas vegetables
was mnuch higher than in corresp-
unﬁlmg vegetables from goitrous
areas, and as high as or hizher than
that 51 vegetables reported ‘rom
other non-goitrous areas.

lTodine in 235 samples of cotton-
peed meal ranged from 23 to 1920
parts per billion. The average
iodine in samples from different geo-
graphic divisions ranged {rom 92
parts per billion in the West Cross
LJimbers to 251 par!: per billion in
the Rio Grande Plain. There was
good agreement between the aver-
age iodine in cottonseed meal and
that in soils of the same region.

Todine in 56 samples of roughages
and grasses ranged from 17 to 1125
parts per billion. There was a con-
siderable range in the iodine content
of different samples of the same
type of forage and a wide range
between average iodine contents of
different types of forage, but iodine
was deficient in only a very few
cases,

The use of iodized table salt for
human consvmption in Texas is not
advisable, exiept under the super-
vision of a compefent physician.

Sixteen thousand tons of fruits,
vegetables, meats and nuts!

Thati's the amazing volume of food
canned, stored fresn, dried or cured,
or placed in freezer lockers by home
demonstration club women and 4-H
club girls in Texas diring 1940.
Grace I Neely, specialist in food
preservation for the A. and M. Col-
lege Extension Service, says the
exact figure is 32,020,042 pounds, ac-
cording to compiled reports of coun-
ty home demonstration agents in
Texas,

Breaking down this figure, she
says about 20,445,744 pounds of this
were canued, and about half that
much was stored fresh, dried or
cured. Club women stored 7,508,290
pounds and club girls stored 2,777,-
013 pounds to bring this figure to
10,285,303,

A remarkable increase wus notic-
ed also in the ‘mount frozen—that
is, stored in freezer lockers. Of
the 1,280.996 pounds of food pre-
served in this way, more than a
willion pormds was meat. Reports
showed that 5,042 of the families
cooperzfting with the Ilxtension Ser-
vice have storuge lockers, These
families live in 85 Texas counties.

Miss Neely also pointed out that
in 1940 veniilated pantries and
ventilated cellars were increased by
approximately 2,000. She finds the
report encouraging not only be-
cause of the increased volume of
preserved food, but because farm
families are using a variety of ways
to store it——canning, drying, curing
and freezing.

Callahan County home demonst-
stration club members reports show
that 65,590 quarts of food were stor-
ed in 1940, 50,000 pounds of food
were cured or dried for storage.

Remarkable growth in the frozen
food industry in the last decade
hag made more than 1,000,006 frozen
food lockers available now to farm
and city housewifes, accord.ag to
the Farm Credit Administration.
Three-fourths of the lockers now in
gervide are used by rural fam-
illes.
