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OPA Chairman Calls
For Cooperationin
Holding Price Level

More and more volunteer work-
ers will be needed by the Shackel-
ford Area Price Control Board to
do an effective job on surveys and
assist with clerical duties during
1946, chairman A. M. Russ report-
ed as the OPA volunteer program
swung in to its fifth year.

“Price control at the retail level
is a community responsibility. We

must not shirk it lest inflation en- |
| gulf this nation’s economy and lest

the peace for which our boys
fought so gallantly be nullified,”
the chairman declared.

“We must remember that the
peace is not yet won and won't be
until such time as the supply of
civilian goods comes in reasonable
balance with demand. '

“The OPA will hold the line on
prices at the manufacturer’'s and
wholesalers’ levels, but its efforts
to prevent disastrous inflation will
be of no effect unless we, the citi-
zens of Shackelford area, pitch in
and guard prices at the retail
level.”

Duplicate SS Cards
Available Through
Any Board Office

During the war many men who
entered the armed forces lost or
misplaced their social security ac-
count cards. As these men are dis-
charged and return to civilian
jobs they find it necessary to se-
cure duplicates. Some of them
think it is compulsory to secure
the duplicate from thé office
where they secured the original
card and are telegraphing these
offices from wvarious parts of the
United States, according to Ralph
T. Fisher, manager of the Abilene
office. The fact is that any field
office of the board will be glad to
accept an application for a dupli-
cate and threby save the applicant
the time and expense of wiring
back to the office where the origi-
nal was issued.

Ex-servicemen do not have to re-
quest duplicates from the issuing
office. Without cost any office
will gladly cooperate with the ap-
plicant and do everything possible
to expedile the issuance of his
card, Fisher said. Since sevaral
days are requred to verify the
number and issue the card, how-
ever, each veteran is urged to
make applicaticn as soon as possi-
ble after his discharge, rather
than waiting until he is ready to
go to work.

Wool Produced
2% Smaller Than
1944 Production

World's production
1945 amounting to about 3,790,-
000,000 pounds, is about five per-
cent smaller than in 1944 and 12
| per cent smaler than the record
output in 1941, according to pre-
liminary estimates of the United
States Department of Agriculture.

The 1945 output of wool approx-
imately equals the prewar level.
The decrease in
1941 pack is attributed principally
to drouths in important producing
countries of the Southern hemis-
phere, relatively smaller profits
from sheep and wool in the United
States than from some other farm
products, and European war condi-
tions. Decreased world production
however, since the early war years,
has been more than offset by the
time accumulation of stocks.

The Southern hemisphere clip
now being shorn is estimated at
2.2 billion pounds, which is four
per cent smaller than the annual
average for the 1940 to '43 period.
The area supplies 65 per cent of
the world’s output of wool, exclu-
sive of Soviet and China.
