plan we had an export trade of 176,
000,000 (million) bushels per year
average for ten year including the
depression years of 1931-82; but our
export in 1935 was only 233,000
bushels and we bought from foreign
countries 37,439,000 bushels or a
balance in favor of foreign countries
of more than 37,000,000 bushels.

While it might appear tiresome to
some readers to keep harping on ‘the
threat of foreign cotton production
there is scavcely anything left to do,
but face this situation squarely and
adjust to it. Foreign countries have
very definitely sLown that they ean
raise cotton in enormous velume® in
spite of assertions by high govern-
ment officera three seasons ago that
these foreigners ‘did not know how to
raise cotton, that they had no facili-
ties, no traired personnel, no trans-
portation’ and what not. What these
foreigers could not do they have
done with efficierncy and dispatch,

“Nor should anyone fal! into the
ervor of assuming that foreign coun-
tries have reached the limit of cot-
ton production. In Brazil alone ther:
are anywhere from 50,000,000 to
100,000,000 acres suitable - for cot-
ton culture,”

we will reduce the American crop
and rzise the price to at least 15
cents and that we need not worry
about the foreign countries produc-

Those of you who are interested in
checking a balanced orchard for home
needs should talk your problem over
with the county agent and if necd be
let him help you select the site for
the orchard.

Orchard soils should be  well
drained, loose, deep, and rich, The
slope should be to the north or to
the east preferably. Never plant or-
chards in a valley unless the valley
is yet much higher than the sur-
rounding country. Frost follows 2
valley the same as water and Kkills
in the valleys when plants on the hill-
tops and sides are left undamaged.

Old orchards may be made té pro-

duce better by proper care.. Oats,
rve, and vetch are good crops to
plant in an orchard now.
