In the future they will be ail 
alike if Texas organizations inter­
ested in traffic safety have their 
way.

c. J. Rutland, chairman of the 
traffic safety division of the Texas 
Safety Association, reveals that j 
the mayors of every Texas c ity ! 
have been urged to standardize 
their traffic signs and markings as 
a safety measure.

The standard suggested is found 
in the war edition of the Manual 
on Uniform Traffic Control devices, 
agreed upon by the American Asso­
ciation of Highway officials, the 
Institute of Traffic Engineers, and 
the National Conference on Street 
and Highway Safety.

In a letter to the Texas mayors, 
Rutland, together with E. E. Mc­
Adams, director of the League of 
Texas Municipalities, and J. M. 
Welch, president of the Texas Po­
lice Association, urged that the 
Manual be adopted by ordinance. 
The letter explained that the Man­
ual had been approved by the Tex­
as Highway Department and the 
State Department of Public Safety.

“Various transportation facili­
ties have brought all of our cities 
close to each other, and certainly 
all of them should adopt a standard 
set of regulations on traffic control 
devices so that police or engineer­
ing departments of each communi­

No soldier should have to ASK for 
a Christmas gift; so gifts must be 
mailed on time. The Navy also
