Since the company’s equipment 
and manpower are still devoted 
largely to war production, Asbes­
ton for ironing-board covers is 
available now only in limited quan­
tities.—The Christian Science Mon­
itor.

Screwworm and 
lilowfly Damage 
Should he Watched

The overwintering area of the 
screwworm fly for the past winter 
was restricted to approximately 70 
per cent of normal, or 50 per cent 
of last year’s areas, according to 
the Bureau of Entomology and 
Plant Quarantine, Uvalde, Texas. 
The area was south of a line from 
Comstock to Camp Wood, thence 
to Kingsville on the Gulf Coast.

The population of the adult fly 
in this restricted area was approx­
imately 80 per cent normal for the 
first half of March and was ex­
tremely spotted. A very restricted 
area in the West Nueces Valley 
had 100 per cent average adults for 
this period—a reflection of the ex-

Water Situation 
Becoming Serious 
In Putnam Territory

The water situation is fast be­
coming serious in this vicinity. The 
city water is exhausted and the 
pumping plant will have to be 
moved immediately to another sup­
ply. The new lake that was built 
last year has never been more than 
one-half full. There were only two 
rains in 1945 that the city lake 
caught any water. From one rain 
the lake filled about* 2 feet after a 
rain of 1.4 inches and another rain 
of about .90 of an inch, it filled 
about 18 inches and ' the balance 
was caught on slow rains and only 
a few inches at a time. The pump 
was moved to the new lake last 
August with the lake about half 
filled and have been pumping from 
there since, but the supply is now 
exhausted.

With all the new government 
built lakes for farmers, many 
ranchers and farmers are reporting 
a scarcity of water and unless it 
rains in the near future, the Water 
situation will become serious.

Prospective acre­
age reports, based on intentions to 
>̂lant as of March 1, indicate that 

Texas farmers are railing short of 
reaching the acreage goals set for 
corn and grain sorghums, accord­
ing to B. F. Vance. State PMA di­
rector.

The corn planting goal for 1946 
is 4,950,000 acres, while prospec­
tive acreage is only 3,921,000 acres, 
79 per cent of the goal. For sorgh­
ums the goal is 7,800,000, and indi­
cated acreage is 7.045,000 acres, 90 
per cent of the goal.

The Texas record for wheat and 
oats planting is much better, 
Vance declared, • with 5,994,000 
acres of wheat planted. 115 per 
cent of the 5,200,000 acre goal. 
The oats acreage is 1,849,000, 
slightly more than the 1,830,000 
acre goal.

With feed supplies short and 
with great amounts of wheat being 
exported to starvation areas, the 
demand for all grains will continue 
Vance said. He called upon Texas 
farmers to go over their plans and 
to increase production of grain this 
year if at all possible.

AR>IY NEEDS 600 WAC 
SPECIALISTS FOR 
EUROPEAN SERVICE

Overseas service is now being 
offered to enlisted personnel of the 
Women’s Army Corps, the War 
Department announced this week. 
Openings are available in the 
European Theater for 600 women 
in five specialist categories. This 
applies equally to Wacs who re­
enter the service, who will be given 
the grade which they held at the 
time of discharge, and to those 
still in uniform who volunteer to 
remain beyond their scheduled 
time of dischar ge. All applications 
for reentry must be filed in local 
United States Army recruting sta­
tions by midnight April 30.

WAC stenographers, clerk 
typists, general clerks, telephone 
switch-board operators, and tele­
type-writer operators comprise the 
specialists needed in the European 
Theater at the present time.

In addition to the 600 earmarked 
for Europe, there is an urgent need 
for skilled Wacs in personnel cen­
ters, hospitals and headquarter’s 
installations in this country. Hos­
pital, X-Ray and laboratory tech­
nicians, code and cryptography 
and other communications tech­
nicians are especially in demand, 
as well as clerk-typists and ste­
nographers. Former enlisted wom­
en may reenter the WAC for these 
duties, at which time they will be 
given the grade which they held at 
the time their discharge. No 
closing date has yet been announc­
ed for such applications, but it is 
expected to be determined shortly.

Fruit Storage
Oranges, grapefruit, lemons and 

limes all need a moist atmosphere 
in storage to prevent drying out. 
For oranges the best storage tem­
perature is just above freezing. 32 
to 35 degrees Fahrenheit At this 
temperature they may be held in 
commercial storage 8 to 10 weeks. 
Limes keap best in a slightly warm­
er tempera'Mfe, 45 to 48 degrees, and 
may keep 6 to 6 weeks. Lemons like 
it even warmer, 55 to 58 degrees, 
and may keep 1 to 4 months. The 
temperature for grapefruit depends 
on its source and condition. Sound 
fruit, not overmature and not likely 
to suffer from stem rot, can be held 
at 45 to 55 degrees Fahrenheit 
for 6 weeks In commercial storage. 
If there is danger of stem rot, 92 
to 84 degrees is best

Just as pork packers save all the 

hog but the squeal, loaders in the 
poultry industry believe that sev­
eral by-produrts of poultry dressing 
plants can be used better than 
they are now. These products in­
clude, among many others, feathers, 
combs, shanks and feet. Of approxi­
mately 100.000,000 pounds of feath­
ers picked from chickens in a year, 
not m ire than a fourth are now used 
by feather processing plants. Most 
of the feathers are thrown away or 
are used for fertilizer. Yet feathers 
arc fiber, similar chemically to the 
wool of sheep or the bristles of hog*.
