In last week’s Farmer-Stockman, 
which has a Wide circulation makes 
tlie nnalyisis of the food stamp plan 
by tlie United Stutes government, 
witli following comment, “ A study, 
as yet unpublished, shows that the 
following division of money occurs 
under the food stamp planf of mov­
ing surplus foodstuffs into con­
sumption among tlie low income 
groups.

First average mark up of re­
tailers handling these surplus 
foods. 21 per cent. Second average 
mark up of wholesalers—10 per 
cent. Third average o f other costs- 
including transportation and hand­
ling—20 pei *ent. Fourth left over 
for actual spending oil tlie food 
stuffs distributed 40 percent. Tills , 
means that, tlie farmer gets about 
half of tlie food stamp dollar and 
the various other groups in on tlie 
program get tlie other half. As a 
result this program is highly pop­
ular among the business groups in 
the cities and commands a very 
powerful lobby in congress. Depart­
ment of agriculture officials take 
the itosltion that farmers should lie 
enthusiastic over the plan I-ecn use 
it can command this business sup­
port.

In tverv election year 1 have 
a great many inquires concerning 
the election laws, and especially 
in regard to payment of poll 
taxes, exemptions, residence, etc; 
and since I expect the same 
inquiries to be made this year, 
I thought it best to give my 
opinion on some of these quest­
ions before the time for payment 
of poll taxes and securing of ex­
emption certificates has passed.

Every poison between the ages 
of 21 and 60 is required to pay 
a poll tax, unless he be blind, 
deaf and dumb, or have lost a 
hand or a foot, or is totally dis­
abled. To entitle one to vote, 
such tax must be paid before the 
first day of February to entitle 
ooe to vote during 1940. Persons 
who became 21 years of age dur­
ing 1939 must secure as exemp­
tion certificate from the tax col­
lector to be entitled to vote. 
Those who become 21 years of age 
during 1940 may vote in any 
election in 1940 provided they are 
21 years old at the time they 
offer to vote, and no exemption 
certificate is required of them. 
While the law’ is not very plain 
on the subject, it is my opinion 
that if a person has reached the 
age of 60 years before he offers 
to vote, he may vote without an 
exemption certificate; and even 
if he was subject to pay a poll 
tax in 1939 and has failed to pay 
the same, nevertheless, he would 
be entitled to vote.

In regard to disabiiitites, the 
law construes these provisions 
very strictly and the blindness or 
dea/ness must be total. Also, in 
the rase of loss of banu or foot, 
the loss must be complete; that 
is, the member must be severed 
from the body; loss of use is 
not sufficient, and foot total 
disability, tho person must be 
unable to do any kind of work. 
Persons able to oversee projects, 
keep books, run drink stands, 
etc., are not considered as totally 
disabled.

If the vo'.er lives 5n a city or 
town which levies and collects a 
city poll tax, the payment of this 
city poll tax. in addition to the 
payment of the State and County 
poll tax, is a necessary prereqi- 
site to vote in any election in this 
state, including primaries. The 
Supreme Court of the State very 
definitely settled this question 
during this year.

I have had several inquries re­
garding the method of payment 
cf poll taxes. They may be paid 
in person, oi the husband and 
wife may pay each others poll 
tax without written authority. If 
you wisn to pay your poll tax 
in any other way, you are ad­
vised that there has been no 
change in the law and your poll 
tax may be paid by filling out 
th' authorization slip furnished 
by the tax c Hector just as you 
have done in the past. It is not 
necessary to swear to the facts 
stated on the slip or card. This 
provision for swearing to such 
statetnen.s applies to persons liv­
ing in a city of ten thousand 
inhabitants or more.

As to residence, one must have 
been in the State one yeai, in
